
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

May 8, 2008
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 8, 2008 in the Town Hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, George Messner, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 
Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the April 10, 2008 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Metz, second by Messner to approve the Treasurer’s reports for April 2008.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Hutzell, second Metz to pay the bills for April 2008. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: A preliminary field survey of the project began in April, and a revised timeline was submitted by CLSI stating a completion date of March 2009.  A 30% design review is expected in June 2008, and will be presented and reviewed by the BMUC.
WWTP Construction Update: A construction meeting was held on April 24, 2008, with next meeting scheduled for May 14, 2008.  Funding presentation from the USDA was held at Farhney-Keedy.  Construction is moving along smoothly. 
WWTP Funding/Developers Agreements Update:  Town Planner Megan Clark is corresponding with the Town Attorney for possible signing of the Fletcher’s Grove agreement and update/status of further development negotiations.    
Water Rate and Cost of Service Study: A kick-off meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, May 13, 2008, with engineers to begin gathering data for the study.  The study will take approximately 60 to 90 days to complete.  Chairman Chambers suggested contacting Barry Levey to take part in the meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
Mountainside Garden Meter Issue: The Town has replaced the meter lid and riser three times at Mountainside Gardens due to the owner’s dump truck riding over it to move mulch.  The owner was approached by the Town staff, and was told that he may have to replace the meter at his own cost the next time it needs replaced.  Town staff to access and meet with the owner, Chris Doyle, to review options such as relocating the meter, adding an apron, curb, relocations, or heavy-duty riser lid.  
Park Drive Water Main Replacement: Approximately three years ago, water leaks were an issue from a galvanized line on Park Drive during the design work for Phase 1 of the park Expansion Project.  While the Park Expansion Project was being designed to connect the two parks, the replacement of the leaking water line was placed as an alternate bid in the Project.  Bids came in on May 5, 2008 for the Park Expansion with this alternate bid at $95,525.  Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to recommend approval of this alternate bid project to Mayor and Council to be paid from the Water Fund User Fees. Motion carried. 
Draft FY09 Sewer Budget: Proposed increase in the base rate from $46 to $48, and decreasing the base gallons from 16,000 to 10,000. Motion by Hutzell, second by Messner to recommend both the Water and Sewer Budgets to the Mayor and Council for approval.  Motion carried. 
Mayor and Council Report: Met on May 5, 2008.  Public Hearing on FY09 Constant Yield Tax Rate approved in regular session.  Public Hearing on Zoning Text Amendment for Age Restricted Housing approved in regular session.  Introduction of skateboard and play vehicle Ordinance and the
