The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their regular monthly meeting at 7:00 PM on Monday, July 2, 2007 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center in Shafer Park.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Nuice, Hawkins and Councilwoman Mose. Town Manager Smith, Administrative Assistant Hart and Police Chief Hewett also attended. 
Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the June 4, 2007 FY 2008 Proposed Budget, Public Hearing Minutes. Motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Grove to approve the June 4, 2007 Regular Meeting Minutes. Motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the June 4, 2007 Executive Session Meeting Minutes. Motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Hawkins to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes for June 25, 2007. Motion carried.
Motion by Long, second by Grove to approve the June Treasurers Report. Motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Nuice to approve the June bills. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

Cancellation of Recycling Lease: Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to cancel the recycling lease with Gesac due to the continued abuse of the area and the abundance of household trash that is being dropped off at the site.  Councilman Chambers is assisting in the organizing a committee to find a new site for the recycling bins and to find a better solution to our current problems. Town Manager Smith provided copies of quotes for curbside pick at the cost of $60,000.00 per year from Peck’s Refuse.
Approval to Concur with Recommendation of WWTP Bids Award: Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the Notice of Intent to Award the WWTP Construction Project to Kinsley Construction, Inc. for $9,864,890.00 as recommended by CDM and required by USDA in order to complete the project funding package. Motion carried. The town has requested to extend the bid-holding period to August 25, 2007 to complete the funding packages for MDE and USDA.
Ordinance 2007-10-Developers Right and Responsibilities Agreement and Enabling Ordinance: Motion by Nuice, second Grove to introduce a Developers Rights and Responsibilities Agreement and Enabling Ordinance giving the Mayor and Council the authority to establish procedures and requirements for the consideration and execution of development rights and responsibilities agreements. Motion carried.  This ordinance is subject to a public hearing.
Approval of Temporary/Part-Time Assistance in Planning and Zoning: Carvel Wright is being recommended to return to assist Kim Miller with BZA requests and processing permits on a part-time basis until a new full-time Town Planner/Zoning Administrator is hired.  Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the request. Motion carried. 
COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice –Public Meeting on June 27, 2007 with ERM, Casey Callahan, Ben Sussman, Clive Graham.  They discussed the resignation of Derek Meyers.
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EDC: Councilwoman Mose- informed Council that Amy Bowen was leaving the committee.  Members discussed the new FY08 budget for the EDC, which includes $25,000 for revitalization support. The concept for this program is to hire a consultant for $10,000 that will assist in analyzing and designing new facades for the TC area and the $15,000 will be combined with a grant program to provide funding for actual façade replacement.  An Art Gallery/Tattoo Parlor is seeking a location in Boonsboro.   
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long –National Night Out will be held on Tuesday, Aug. 7th. Committee is asking for spotlights to be installed at Pavilion #4 for the new cameras system.  Discussed the current street projects. 
Police Chief Report: Chief Hewett stated that officers responded to 395 calls for service, gave 23 motor vehicle tickets, 12 parking tickets, 1 DUI and arrested one juvenile during the month of June. Chief Hewett is still working on getting grant money for K-9.
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – The Alt 40 project bids were submitted to MDE for final approval. Hiser Construction is anticipating completion of the Warrenfeltz Spring project by the end of July.
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – discussed the new playground equipment installed.  They also spoke to Kermit Beard in regards to the repairs for the gun at the park.  40 - 45 people attended movie in the park.  They collected $12.00 in donations and that will go towards the cost of the food.  They also discussed the up coming Summer Concerts in the park.  The County is hoping that the outside of the Library to be completed by mid August.  The County has not set date for the opening of the new Library.
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith –said that the FY 07 audit would begin on Monday, Sept. 10.  There was a conference call and online website tutorial for the new site on June 27, 2007.  Attending this training was Debbie Smith, Derek Meyers, Carvel Wright and Teresa Hart. Waiting on the bids for engineering for St. Paul Street, which is due by July 11, 2007.  The Town Planner position was advertised with a deadline of July 23, 2007.  The residents of Knode Circle are requesting the use of the inside of the circle for extra parking when they have a large special event. The Town will receive $75,000.00 in POS funding for the Park Expansion for FY08.
Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice close the regular session at 8:15 P.M. and move into executive session to discuss a personnel matter.
