BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

May 13, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 13, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, Harold Kirby, Todd Kennedy, and Jerry Wolfe. Also in attendance: Town Manager Debbie Smith, Superintendent Bobby Mose, and Operator Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:03 PM. 

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the April 8, 2010 Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Wolfe, second by Kennedy to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for April 2010 with amendments made, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Messner to approve the April 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Draft Fiscal Year 2011 Water and Sewer Fund Budget Review: Final Review and Approval – 
Town Manager Smith presented the final draft of the Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund Budget along with an estimated breakdown of calculations for the Alternate 40 Waterline Extension properties based on commercial and residential users.  She stated that the amendments from the preliminary review at the March meeting include 50% of the water charges from the Alternate 40 connections, worker’s compensation insurance rate revisions, audit fees, Capital Improvement that reflects the $31,000 of the total tapping-fees from Alternate 40, and the proposed replacement of the waterline in front of Leonard Thomas’s property. Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund Budget with no water rate increase and make the recommendation to the Mayor and Council, and motion carried.
Town Manager Smith presented the final draft of the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund Budget which included two proposed sewer rate increases options. 
Option 1 consists of the proposed Sewer Rate increase from $53 to $55 for the 10,000 gallon minimum usage and $2.50 to $3.00 per additional 1,000 gallons for residential users, and $53 to $55 per EDU and $2.50 to $3.00 per 1,000 gallons for commercial users, providing approximately $33,573.40 in additional revenue and a funding transfer of $56,102 to balance the budget.
Option 2 consists of the proposed Sewer Rate increase from $53 to $56 for the 10,000 gallon minimum usage and $2.50 to $3.50 per additional 1,000 gallons for residential users, and $53 to $56 per EDU and $2.50 to $3.50 per 1,000 gallons for commercial users, providing approximately $61,067.36 in additional revenue and a funding transfer of $28,608 to balance the budget.

Other adjustments include a slight modification in Maintenance and Repair from $15,000 to $23,000 based on additional expenditures for the WWTP HVAC system maintenance contract and a $1,000 increase in Engineering Fees for operator consult regarding the WWTP. Motion by Messner, second by Wolfe to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund Budget with sewer rate increase Option 1 and make the recommendation to the Mayor and Council, and motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:

AC&T Redevelopment: Sewer Main Upgrade Recommendation – Chairman Chambers stated that the preliminary plan for the upgrades to AC&T was presented to the Planning Commission for their review. Planning Director Clark and the Planning Commission has asked that the Utility Commission give their recommendation for the water and sewer connections. Chairman Chambers read an email from Planning Director Clark in which she explains that she proposes that the Utility Commission makes the recommendation that AC&T upgrade the terra cotta sewer pipe from Terry’s Auto Center, at 801 North Maint Street, to 701 North Main Street in accordance with the APFO Ordinance. The Commission discussed replacing the line because of the additional flow and I&I concerns. Repair methods may include pipe bursting, and/or complete replacement with PVC piping as provided in Boonsboro specification. Motion by Wolfe, second by Kennedy to recommend the replacement/repair of the line, in conjunction with the redevelopment of the AC&T property, as discussed above, with method of repair to be approved by the Utility Commission, and motion carried. 
Preliminary Site Plan for Ringley Drive: 8” Water Line and 8” Sewer Line Proposed to be Constructed within 50’ Right-of-Way –  Chairman Chambers reviewed the preliminary site plan for Ringley Drive, adjacent to Chase Six Boulevard in Fletcher’s Grove, and that the site plan is for the road construction only for the area which is slated for commercial property. Chairman Chambers stated that Planning Director Clark’s recommendation is that the road will be designed in accordance with the new street standards, that the site plan will need to be resubmitted in accordance with the new street standards, and that the Utility Commission will need to approve of the 8” water and sewer lines before formal approval of the site plans. The Commission agreed that the preliminary site plan looks fine, but that Triad Engineering will need to review the plans for water and include the upgrades of the terra cotta sewer line. Motion by Wolfe, second by Metz to approve the recommendation of the preliminary Site Plan for Ringley Drive back to the Planning Commission subject to replacement of the terra cotta sewer line and review of Triad Engineering, and motion carried.
Member Re-Appointment: Chairman Chambers stated that Commission Member Todd Kennedy’s term will expire in June 2010.  Motion by Metz, second by Messner to re-appoint Todd Kennedy to the Utilities Commission for a consecutive (4) four year term and recommend to the Mayor and Council, and motion carried. 
· Chairman Chambers stated that the Election of Officers for the Utility Commission will take place at the June 2010 meeting.
REPORTS:
MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: The Meeting was held on May 3, 2010. Guests included Bettie Hull and Miss Poppy, Annabelle Smith. Discussed items included the approval of the Fiscal Year 2011 Constant Yield Tax Rate, the approval of the Fletcher’s Grove Phase II Paving and Maintenance Bond reduction, the King Farm Drive engineering service contract award, the Fiscal Year 2010 street repair proposals and contract award, the Town mowing service proposals and contract award, the introduction and approval of Resolution 2010-02: Amend the Charter by De-Annexing the Lands of John and Julie Reese along Lappans Road, the Resolution to amend and restate the Boonsboro employee pension plan, the recommendation and appointment of David Parmelee to the Planning Commission, the recommendation and appointment of Richard Bishop as the Disinterested Person for the Board of Supervisors of Elections, the approval to participate in the Maryland DNR Backyard Pond Program at the Boonsboro Pond, updates on the Master Gardening Program, the approval of Council Member Hawkins volunteering his advisory services to the Town on Shafer Park projects after the Town election, the establishment of the Friends of Shafer Park Foundation, and the approval of a reimbursement of $399 to Mayor Kauffman for his and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman’s registration for the MML Convention in Ocean City. Mayor Kauffman extended his gratitude and commended Council Member Hawkins for his 25 years of service to the Town. 
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: Town Manager Smith stated that she had no additional information to report at this time. 
SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Superintendent Mose stated that the Waste Water Treatment Plant is up and running at this moment, but that there continues to be equipment malfunctioning issues.
Motion by Kennedy, second by Wolfe to adjourn the meeting at 8:57 PM.
