REGULAR MEETING

July 12, 2007
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, July 12, 2007 in the town hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy and George Messner. Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Hutzell, second by Kirby to approve the June 14, 2007 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the treasurer’s reports for June 2007.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second Metz to pay the bills for June 2007. Motion carried.

Correspondence: Operator Pete Shumaker has passed his certification examination for the new Water 2 classification.


UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: Joe Sowinski of CLSI has submitted correspondence to Kay Bee at MDE regarding his understanding and compliance with the M/WBE regulations in performing the engineering for the project and final approval is pending.
WWTP Update: The M&C approved the Notice of Intent to Award the WWTP Construction Project to Kinsley Construction, Inc. for $9,864,890.00. The bid-holding period has been formally extended by 60 days to August 25, 2007at an additional cost of $254,566.  The Finding of No Significant Impact notice ran for the 3rd and final day on Wed. along with the required Notice for funding as required by USDA. As of today, MDE still has not completed the environmental review report and the developer agreements stipulating the number of allocations per developer need to be finalized before August 25th to be able to award the construction bid and close the loan funding.

Warrenfeltz Spring Protection Project Update: Allegheny Power re-connected the power today. Sam Hiser stated that the pumps will be in operation by Wed. and they will begin to remove the construction fencing and would like to be able to do a walk thru next Friday with a project completion within 2 weeks.
NEW BUSINESS
Battlefield Estates Request for Deferred Payment of Tapping Fees: Mark Hrubar of Citi Realty Services is requesting to secure a letter of credit for the 35 water and sewer taps once final plat is recorded and pay the tap fees for 8 units within 30 days of securing the letter of credit and pay the fees for 8 additional units every 4 months for 24 units in the first year.  The second year would be 6 units with 5 units being paid 4 months after. Chairman Chambers recommended that he and Town Manager Smith will verify where the Planning Commission is in the plat approval process and will communicate with the property owner and bring the matter back to the commission in 30-45 days. 
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MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: the recycling lease with GESAC was cancelled due to the continued abuse of the area and a recycling committee has been formed to decide on how best to handle the towns recycling needs, the Mayor and Council approved the recommendation of CDM to award the WWTP construction bid to Kinsley Construction pending funding approval, and Ordinance 2007-10; Developers Rights and Responsibilities Agreement and Enabling Ordinance was introduced and will be scheduled for a public hearing in August.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: the FY2007 audit will begin on September 19th. Craig Paving was the low bidder for the St. Paul Street overlay project and will be recommended to the Mayor and Council for approval. The position of Town Planner has been advertised with a deadline of July 23rd with Carvel Wright returning to assist with permits until a replacement is found.
Ray Hoffman questioned why the town allowed the fire department to fill a residential pool in Graystone stating that his daughter saw a fire truck tanker filling a pool. The Town Manager will look into the matter.

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to adjourn at 7:50 PM.  Motion carried.
