MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF BOONSBORO

REGULAR MEETING

August 4, 2008
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, and Councilwomen Mose and Wetzel.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith, Town Planner Clark, Chief Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Miller. 

The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, July 7, 2008 closed at 10:10 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, Councilwomen Mose and Wetzel. 

Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve the July 7, 2008 Regular Session Minutes with amendments made and motion carried.
Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the July 7, 2008 Executive Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Chambers to approve the July 22, 2008 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.
Motion by Hawkins, second by Mose to approve the July 22, 2008 Executive Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Hawkins to approve the July 2008 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Mose to approve the July 2008 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

· Councilwoman Wetzel stated that this might be a good time to find other residents that are in need of public transportation, and to see how many citizens would use this transportation.  Councilman Chambers discussed the difficulties with the County Commissioners and the frustrations with getting anything accomplished.  Suggestions were made about getting statistics to present to the Commissioners by possibly sending a survey with the Utility Bills and Newsletter on September 30.  
· Invitation from Sheila Dixon, Mayor of Baltimore, to the Mayor and Council to attend a Performance Based Management Group workshop on September 9 and 10, 2008 at the Baltimore Hilton.

NEW BUSINESS

Approval of Ordinance 2008-04; Subdivision Amendment for As-Built Drawings: A Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM.  There were no public comments or oppositions.  Ordinance was introduced at July 7, 2008 Mayor and Council meeting.  Motion by Nuice, second by Chambers to adopt Ordinance 2008-04, and motion carried.
Huntzberry Brothers Overlay Change Order Request: The Town Manager presented a letter and invoice for the FY09 street overlays to the Mayor and Council from Huntzberry Brothers asking to understand the increase in liquid asphalt prices resulting in the increase of the original invoice.  The letter from Huntzberry Brothers requests that the Town pay an additional expense of $8,278.90 from the original quote.  Councilman Chambers explained the cost raise is due mostly to the increase in the cost of fuel and oil, and that it should not be the Town’s responsibility to pay the additional money because the Town had a fixed price quote with the original contract.  Councilman Hawkins stated that Huntzberry Brothers has done many projects for the Town and felt that the price increase is not a big issue. The Town Manager stated that $100,000 was budgeted for overlay in FY09 and the M&C approved a total expenditure of $122,594 to overlay Lanafield Circle, Ford Ave and Orchard Drive.  The additional $8,278.90 will require a total budget adjustment of $30,873.  Motion by Wetzel, second by Hawkins to approve the overlay change order and pay the additional cost, with Chambers opposing, and motion carried 5-1.
Zoning Permit for Change of Use of Former Library Space to Town Meeting Chambers: The Town Manager stated that the Mayor and Council has had several discussions on the proposal of converting the former library space in the Town Hall building into permanent meeting chambers, but formal approval has never been obtained and therefore requested consensus from the Mayor and Council to move forward with the submission of a change of zoning use to officially begin the process.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the applying for a Zoning Permit for Change of Use of the Former Library, and motion carried with the Mayor commenting that this does not confirm moving the meeting location of the M&C.
Designated Use of 1998 Explorer Transferred from Police to General Fund: The Town Manager requested that the Mayor and Council designate the use of the 1998 Explorer previously used by the Police Dept., with the recent purchase of the new Jeep for the Police Department.  It was noted that Superintendent Mose has requested use of this vehicle.  The Town Manager made the recommendation that the 1998 Explorer be kept for the use of the Town staff and Mayor and Council, stating that the Superintendent has the 1997 Crown Victoria and the 1994 Explorer at his disposal. The Mayor stated that the Town does not have a need for three extra vehicles, and that the Town should keep the Crown Victoria for the Superintendent, kept the 1998 Explorer for the use of all Town staff, and sell the 1994 Explorer.  Motion by Nuice, second by Wetzel to approve the designated use of the 1998 Explorer for all Town staff with no hauling of tools, with Mose abstaining, and motion carried.
Recommendation of Appointments to the BKRWB: Councilman Chambers stated that Ray Hoffman submitted his letter of resignation to the Boonsboro Keedysville Regional Water Board.  Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission recommends the appointing of Todd Kennedy as the new voting member, and Rob Hutzell as the alternate voting member.  The Mayor accepted the recommendation.  Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve the Appointments of Kennedy and Hutzell to the BKRWB, and motion carried.
Police Calendar Promotion: Chief Hewett presented his idea for the new 2009 Police Department calendar. The Police Department hopes to raise money through commercial sponsorship and advertising to help fund an annual $500 Boonsboro High School scholarship to be awarded to a student entering the Criminal Justice Field.  Chief Hewett stated that the money raised would also be used towards the purchase of a new Speed Limit Trailer, which can be positioned through out Town, and additional Police Department equipment.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the Police Department Calendar, and motion carried.
Councilwoman Wetzel voiced concerns:
· 223 South Main Street.  Unsightly hole in vacant lot, possibly dangerous

· Park Lane. Heavy-duty trucks and plows parked on property.  Encourage clean up?

· Suggestion to use less paper for Mayor and Council agenda packets, possibly make pages two sided.
· Boone Lane, no “Dead End” sign.
Councilman Hawkins voiced concerns:

· Vehicle turning from Main Street to Route 66 are using the side of the road as a turn lane.  Recommend to State Highway that this is not a right turn lane and what can be done.
COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission - Councilman Nuice.  Meeting held on July 23, 2008.  Reviewed concept plans for the Flook property, guest speaker Mr. Poole stated his proposed plans and asked for feedback for commercial ideas.  Discussions were held concerning zoning issues with Warrior Boulevard, the property, and the process that has to occur to change the zoning.  The Commission approved the concept plan, contingent on prepayment of eleven sewer taps.
Economic Development Commission - Councilwoman Mose. EDC will meet again on September 24th.
Police & Public Safety - National Night Out is scheduled for August 5, 2008.  Police, Fire, and Rescue showcase all equipment.  All residents invited, with free refreshments and food, magicians and displays.  Set up will begin at 8:00 AM.  Council asked to help. Councilman Nuice will provide recycling tubs if available.  Councilwoman Mose asked for those who attend to please stay after the event to help clean up.  
Police Department Report – Police Chief Hewett. The Police Department received 665 calls for service, which included 72 motor vehicle violations. Arrested four adults for drug possession on Lanafield Circle on August 1, 2008
Utilities – Councilman Chambers.  Meeting held on July 10, 2008.  Discussed the 40A Waterline Extension Project, and CLSI has completed the 30% Design Review.  Kimmy Armstrong, Dave Barnhart’s assistant, and Sally Haas of Boonsboro Pharmacy were both in attendance for 40A discussions. Update on the Waste Water Treatment Plant construction, which is on budget and on schedule.  Water Rate and Cost of Service Study is ongoing.  Hydrant Maintenance is near 99% completion with all hydrants are painted and designated by color codes. Reflective tags and numbers will be applied. Working with Fire Department on a purposed Ordinance regulating hydrant clearance for safety precautions. The TV Truck will be placed out to bid because the camera and equipment are obsolete.  Issues with low water pressure at Knode Circle are being addressed by the Town Superintendent.  Elections of officers for the Commission as required by Charter, and the recommendation of BMUC member to the BKRWB took place at the meeting. 
Park Board - Councilman Hawkins. Meeting was held on July 23, 2008. Independence Day Celebration was held on July 6, and was very successful.  Park Expansion moving along.  County Commissioners approved help with purchasing signage for the new Library, with $1,200 coming from the County’s Contingency Fund, and negotiations for car stops are under way.  The Library has obtained a movie license to show movies at the new Library.  National Night Out will be held on August 5, 2008.  Sunday concerts are being held in the Park.  Boonsboro Days will be held on September 6 and 7, 2008.  Concerns were addressed about speakers at the Park during events, and the possibility of purchasing wireless speaker that will be set up by the baseball diamond and Pavilion 1.  Recycling bins will be set up in the Park during special events. 
Town Manager –  
· State Highway/Park Expansion – Notice to Proceed was issued today with the official contract time commencing on August 14th. The project completion time is 180 days.
· Met with Allegheny Power representatives - Street Lights for replacement from the fire on Main Street have been ordered and are en route.
· Allegheny Power proposed new power line route through Boonsboro. Public Hearing will be held with Allegheny Power at the American Legion on August 13 regarding the upgrade and installation route of the new transmission lines.
· Shaff’s Well Drilling is going out of business due to the state of the economy after being in business since 1921.
· Boonsboro Post Office to use “wayfarer” on envelopes for Boonesborough Days
· Town audit to begin on September 8, 2008

Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to close the meeting at 9:00 PM.  Motion carried.
