Town Manager Smith, Planning Director Meyers and Police Chief Hewett were also in attendance. 
Motion by Chambers, second by Mose to approve the February 5, 2007 Regular Meeting Minutes and Motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Grove to approve the February 5, 2007 the Executive Session Meeting Minutes and Motion carried.
Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes for YMCA for February 27, 2007, and Motion carried.
Motion by Long, second by Mose to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes for February 27, 2007, and Motion carried.
Motion by Long, second by Chambers, to approve the February Treasurers Report and Motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the February Bills to be paid and Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Introduction of Resolution 2007-03; Suspending Violation at Boone Hotel - Planning Director Meyers- Requesting the approval to suspend property maintenance violations for the property at 1/3/5 N. Main St. up to 1-year to allow the new owners (Wilder Family, LLC.) to bring this property up to code.  Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the recommendation.  Motion carried.
· Amendment to Yard Debris Policy: Town Manager Smith- requesting for pick only on Monday & Tuesday and giving access to residents to the Yard Debris lot which will be open on M-F 8-5 & Sat.. 8-1. Permits will be required to access the debris lot free of charge and can be obtained at the Town Hall with proof of residency.  This information will be in the April News letter. Motion by Long, second by Grove to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.
· Park Security Camera System; Town Manager Smith/ Chief Hewett/Councilman Hawkins- requesting approval for a nine (9) port/camera DVR Security System at $20,785.00. (4) cameras will be installed at the onset at various park locations with a 5th camera to be installed at the Warrenfeltz Spring building once construction is completed.  Once installed Town will post the signs signifying that a security system has been installed.  This would leave (4) ports for future expansion. Installation should occur within 30-60days. This expenditure will be paid from the Excise Tax money. Motion by Hawkins, second by Long to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.
Donation Requests: Recommendation to donate $100 to the Boonsboro American Legion for their Annual Easter Egg Hunt and to approve the use of Shafer Park for the event. Motion by Grove, second by Long for approve and the recommendation. Motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission:  Planning Director Myers for Councilman Nuice –met on Feb. 28th and discussed a request for townhouses and senior housing for the next phase of Fletcher’s Grove which was denied.  The Commission discussed amendment of the sign regulations and the appointment of a Historic Preservation District Commission to enhance the appearance and economic vitality of the downtown. A joint meeting between the Planning and Utilities Commissions and Mayor and Council will meet on Wed, Mar. 14th to discuss the draft allocation policy.
Boonsboro Downtown Development Association- R. Keesecker- members are working with Planning Director Meyers on the proposed sign regulations ordinance changes for the business district and Nora Roberts held a book signing on Mar. 3rd from 1-3pm at Turn the Page with a good turnout.  Members will hold a joint meeting on March 8th with the Washington County Association of Museums and Historic Sites.
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long- met on Feb 8th.Demonstration permits have been submitted to Bill Wantz for review.  Discussed the parking issue at the High School and recommended that this area to be closed off.  Chief Hewett reported that the Mayor and Council were in favor of plastic poles installed on the center line of Stouffer Ave. and N. Main St.  The Mayor and Council approved the installation of 4-way stop signs at intersection of Lakin Ave. & Center Street.  Frank Lum was re-appointed for a consecutive term.
Police Chief Report: Chief Hewett stated that officers responded to 343 calls for service and 18 motor vehicle tickets and 21 parking tickets for the month of January.  Officer Simmons has finished classes as of 3/5/07.  Chief Hewett reported that the K-9 is presumed to have cancer and further testing will confirm.   Crimestar Software has been installed on the department’s computers making calls for service easier to process and track. Chief Hewett was congratulated on a job well done for his assistance in capturing a suspect heading through Boonsboro after conducting a bank robbery in Hagerstown. 
BMUC: Councilman Chambers stated 
members met in February and received updates on the ongoing projects.

Park Board: Councilman Hawkins stated members met in Feb. Chairman Scalese proposed a Light Bulb Replacement Plan to members in an effort to decrease the overall energy cost of the town by replacing standard incandescent bulbs in Shafer Park with more efficient, compact fluorescent bulbs that are proposed to last up to 7 years or 8,000 hours and provide a cost savings of $61/bulb. Donations will be requested towards these light bulbs which are proposed to begin with replacement in both park restroom facilities, the park entrance lights (on the stone posts), the storage area of pavilion 1 and lights in and around the Community Center to begin with the opening of the park season. Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the recommendation. Motion was carried. The Park Board is proposing to replace some of the old play equipment in Shafer Park. Custom Sports and Recreation will replace the old Merry-go-round with a new Tea-Cup Merry-go-round for $1,665 and replace the old see-saw with a new 4-seater see-saw at $725 and a butterfly see-saw as an additional piece of equipment designed for age range of 2 to 5 years olds at $594.  Total cost of this purchase is $3,441 including installation & freight.   Motion by Hawkins, second by Long to approve and the recommendation. Motion carried.
Town Manager Report: Town Manager Smith thanked the staff on their hard work maintaining the town’s streets and residents for their assistance in keeping their sidewalks clear during the recent snow storms and a special thanks to Gary Shank and Wayne Needy from State Highway for there support in clearing Main Street. 
Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to close the regular session at 8:30 P.M. and move into executive session to discuss a personnel matter.
