REGULAR MEETING

June 2, 2008
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, and Councilwomen Mose and Wetzel.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith and Town Planner Clark. Mayor Kauffman welcomed newly elected Councilwoman Barbara Wetzel whom was sworn in by Dennis Weaver, Clerk of the Court prior to the meeting.  The Mayor thanked Ray Grove for his sixteen years of service to the Town.  Mayor Kauffman thanked the citizens of Boonsboro for re-electing him to his sixth term as Mayor of Boonsboro.
Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins, to approve the May 5, 2008 Constant Yield Tax Rate Public Hearing Minutes and motion carried, with Wetzel abstaining.  

Motion by Long, second by Mose to approve the May 5, 2008 Public Hearing for Ordinance 2008-02; Zoning Ordinance text Amendment for Age Qualified Housing and motion carried, with Wetzel abstaining.  
Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the May 2, 2008 Regular Session Minutes with amendments made and motion carried, with Wetzel abstaining.  
Motion by Chambers, second by Long to approve the May 27, 2008 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried, with Wetzel abstaining.   
Motion by Nuice, second by Chambers to approve the May 2008 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

Motion by Long, second by Mose to approve the May 2008 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Adoption of Fiscal Year 2009 Budgets: Public Hearing held at 6:45 PM on proposed budgets.
· Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve General Fund Fiscal Year 2009 Budget. Motion carried.
· Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve Water Fund Fiscal Year 2009 Budget. Motion carried.
· Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve Sewer Fund Fiscal Year 2009 Budget. Motion carried.
Approval of Ordinance 2008-03; Regulating Use of Skateboards and Other Play Vehicles: Public Hearing held at 6:30 PM on proposed Ordinance.  Councilman Nuice stated that the Ordinance would not correct the problem of rowdy children.  Motion by Long, second by Mose to approve Ordinance 2008-03.  Nuice and Wetzel voted nay. Motion carried, 4 to 2.
Approval of Resolution 2008-02; Amendment to Annexation Agreements: Planning Director Clark stated that the amendment would allow developers of the annexation groups of 2006 to present concept plans and drawings to the Planning Commission for review prior to the construction completion of the wastewater treatment facility.  Resolution 2008-02 was introduced to Mayor and Council at the May 2008 meeting.  Motion by Nuice, second by Long to approve Resolution 2008-02. Motion carried.
Formal Approval of Terri Hollingshead as an Election Registar:  Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve Terri Hollingshead as Registar. Motion carried.
Approval of Park Expansion Construction Management and Inspection Service:  The Town obtained bids for this service from three engineers for the construction management and inspection services for Phase 1 of the Shafer Park Expansion Project.  Bids came in with CDM at $28,500, ARRO at $14,500, and Triad with an open-ended quote for inspection services only.  The Town recommends that ARRO receive the award of the bid.  Motion by Long, second by Nuice to approve ARRO as Park Expansion Construction Management and Inspection Service. Motion carried, with Hawkins abstaining.
Concerns Over Foreclosure Properties: Councilwoman Wetzel voiced concerns over negligence of grass, weeds, and abandoned swimming pool at 106 Kerns Drive. Planning Director Clark stated that she has cited the owner of the violation, and that they have 30 days to correct the issues.
COMMISSION REPORTS
Planning Commission - Councilman Nuice.  Tri-State Church of God concept plan for a gymnasium project.  Fletcher’s Grove request for bond reduction.  Preliminary Plan on Comprehensive Plan.
EDC - Councilwoman Mose. Met on May 28, 2008, formally changed name from Boonsboro Downtown Development Association to the Economic Development Commission. The EDC plans to put together a ‘Welcome Packet’ for all new businesses in Boonsboro. Proposed letter to businesses to assist in ‘Welcome’ packets approved by Mayor and Council.  Motion by Mose, second by Nuice to mail letters to Town businesses.
Police & Public Safety - Assistant Mayor Long.  Request to put up a “Do Not Enter” sign at the back parking lot behind the Boonsboro Wellness Center.  Trees need to be cut back along Main Street so that street signs can be visible.  Concerns over trucks selling ice cream and meat around town. 
Police Department Report – Police Chief Hewett. 552 calls in May. Carnival had few reported incidents.
Utilities – Councilman Chambers.  Project updates on Alt 40 Engineering Project, Waste Water Treatment Plant, and Water Rate and Service Study. BMUC approved the leaking waterline replacement on Park Drive from User Fees.  Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve the replacement of the Park Drive waterline.
Park Board - Councilman Hawkins. Wagon Train rained out – Reschedule rained out concerts. May 20, 2008 is Family Movie Night in Shafer Park.  83 participants for the Fishing Derby.  Independence Day Celebration vendors are lined up and program is set.  Park improvements are coming along nicely.  Some vandalism in park restrooms during the carnival.
CITIZEN COMMENTS

· Thank you for fencing in the area by School House Court

· Laura Kirby asked what the minimum age requirement will be for the Age Qualified Housing Amendment (55 years of age)

· A Letter to the Editor stated 86% of the Town wants recycling.  Two people in the audience stated that several citizens did not receive the survey, and that the County provides recycling to those who want it free of charge and suggested that the Mayor and Council consider a referendum on the issue before implementing curbside recycling.
· Babington on Knode Circle stated that there is no water pressure on Knode Circle and the town needs to consider replacement of the waterline before considering overlay. Councilman Chambers suggested a pressure test and an engineer analysis of the line replacement.  Problem with plow hitting the fence at the 
      corner of his property each year due to the way the staff plows. This has been mentioned before to the       

      Superintendent and will be mentioned again.
Motion by Nuice, second by Chamber to close the meeting at 8:30 PM.  Motion carried.
