MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF BOONSBORO

REGULAR MEETING

June 1, 2009

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:05 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Richard Hawkins, Sr., Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, and Barbara Wetzel. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Police Chief Jeff Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. 
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the May 4, 2009 Fiscal Year 2010 Constant Yield Tax Rate Public Hearing Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the May 4, 2009 Regular Session Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the May 19, 2009 Workshop Session Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Hawkins to approve the May 2009 Treasurers Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the May 2009 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

Luke Michael is graduating from Boonsboro High with a 3.8 GPA, ranked 13th in the class of 234, and will be studying Criminal Justice at Hagerstown Community College.

· Maryland Municipal League State Recognition Meeting was held on May 18, 2009.  The Mayor received a Certificate for Service, and Assistant Mayor Long will be the District 8 Representative for the upcoming year.

NEW BUSINESS
Adoption of Fiscal Year 2010 Budgets – The Town Manager presented the final review of the proposed Fiscal Year 2010 Budget for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds during the Public Hearing held at 6:30 PM. 
· Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 General Fund Budget, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 Water Fund Budget, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 Sewer Fund Budget, and motion carried.
Billing Policy and Procedures - The Town Manager explained that the Utilities Commission originally proposed to incorporate a Billing Policy and Procedures as an amendment to the Town Charter under Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission, Powers and Duties, but it has been created and is being presented as a stand alone policy. The Town Manager read and reviewed the entire Billing Policy and Procedures document.  Council Member Wetzel stated that there were three punctuation corrections that needed to be made to the document.  Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Billing Policy and Procedures document to become effective on this date, and motion carried.

Introduction of Resolution 2009-02; 2009 Update to the Boonsboro Comprehensive Plan – Town Planner Clark requested the introduction of Resolution 2009-02 to incorporate the 2009 Updates to the 1997 Comprehensive Plan as mandated by the State of Maryland.  The Town Planner stated that a Public Hearing will be held at 6:30 PM on July 6, 2009.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the introduction of Resolution 2009-02; 2009 Update to the Boonsboro Comprehensive Plan, and motion carried.
Introduction and Approval of Ordinance 2009-02; Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Bond - The Town Manager reviewed the Maryland Department of the Environment Legal Document for the Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Bond for the construction portion of the loan in the amount of $300,000 for 20 years at 1% interest.  She stated that the Debt Service for this loan will be paid for by the new connections to the waterline extension.  The Alternate 40 Waterline Extension funding will be presented to the Board of Public works on June 17, 2009.  Attorney Wantz has reviewed and approved the document.  Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Hawkins to approve the Introduction and Approval of Ordinance 2009-02; Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Bond, and motion carried.

Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed for the Extension of the Alternate 40 Waterline - The Town Manager stated that a Pre-Construction meeting was held at Town Hall at 1:00 PM today prior to the proposed Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed, due to MDE’s schedule availability. She requested the approval to formally award the project to W.F. Delaughter & Son, Inc. for the low bid of $903,395.94. The Town Manager provided and reviewed a timeline of proposed activity outlining the Alternate 40 Waterline Project for the Mayor and Council. She stated that construction is slated to begin on or about June 15, 2009, and that a Public Informational Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, June 10, 2009 at 7:00 PM at Boonsboro High School with public notice letters mailed to the affected property owners.  Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Hawkins to approve the Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed for the Extension of the Alternate 40 Waterline, and motion carried.

Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission Member Re-Appointments - A discussion was held concerning the reappointment of Shirley Metz and Kevin Chambers to the Utilities Commission. 
· The Mayor stated that he wishes to appoint Council Member Chambers as the Utilities Commission Liaison.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Hawkins to appoint Council Member Chambers as Utilities Commission Liaison.  Before the motion was carried, Council Members Wetzel and Council Member Mose referenced the May 19, 2009 Workshop Session Minutes referring to the advice sought from Attorney Wantz concerning Council Member Chambers serving as both a Council Member and the Utilities Commission Chairman.  Council Member Chambers explained that when he was elected as a Council Member in 2006 he was already serving as the Utilities Commission Chairman. He further explained that advice was sought from Attorney Wantz on how to proceed now that his term is up for renewal on the Commission. The Mayor tabled the current motion until further information can be obtained from Attorney Wantz, but proceeded with the recommendation to re-appoint Shirley Metz to a consecutive 4-year term on the BMUC. Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Council Member Mose to re-appoint Commission Member Metz to the Utilities Commission, and motion carried. The Mayor stated that he wants Council Member Chambers to continue serving on the Utilities Commission until the re-appointment issues can be clarified by Attorney Wantz.
Donation Request - Dwight Scott Golf Tournament Sponsorship. A donation request was submitted by the Boonsboro Athletic Boosters, Inc. to request support for the 17th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to approve the donation of $50 to support the 17th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament, and motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission- M. Clark.  Meeting held on May 27, 2009. Discussions were held concerning the Plat of Merger at Mount Nebo United Methodist Church, the approval of the Site Plan for the Mount Nebo United Methodist Church addition, the recommendation of the 2009 Comprehensive Plan to the Mayor and Council at the June 1, 2009 meeting, and the proposed Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance for the provision of signs for Home Occupations.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meetings held during the month of May. The next meeting will be held in August 2009.
Police & Public Safety – H. Long. Meeting held on May 13, 2009. No progress has been made in turning the alley beside Boonsboro Auto Parts into a pedestrian only walk-way. National Night Out date is scheduled for August 4, 2009. Discussions were held concerning maps and the many un-named alleys in Town, and what could be done to correct these issues.
Police Chief Report – J. Hewett. The Police Department received 301 calls for service, which included 39 motor vehicle violations and 10 parking citations. Arrests for the month of April included zero (0) adults and zero (0) juveniles. 
· During the month of May the Boonsboro Police Department worked on several large events including the annual Wagon Train, Greenfest, and the Boonsboro Carnival without any major incidents.  

Utilities – K. Chambers. Meeting held on May 14, 2009. Discussions included the construction timeline for the 40A Waterline Extension Project and announcement of the Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed at the June 1, 2009 Mayor and Council meeting, the scheduling of the Public Informational Meeting for the 40A Waterline Extension Project of June 10, 2009 at Boonsboro High School, the Waste Water Treatment Plant construction update and the timeline for getting the new system online, the installation of the Reservoir cover, and the Review of the Fiscal Year 2010 Water and Sewer Fund Budget. New Business included the review of the Re-Appointments to the Commission and recommendations of Chairman Chamber and Commission Member Metz to the Mayor and Council.
Park Board - R. Hawkins, Sr. Meeting held on May 27, 2009. Discussions included the success of the Wagon Train event, the schedule for the Shafer Park Summer Concert Series, Movie Night at the Library scheduled for June 5, 2009 which will kick off the Summer Reading Program, updates on vendors participating in the Independence Day Celebration, and updates on the Park Expansion. Shafer Park will be reseeded due to the Carnival.  

· Fee Waiver request from Aubrey Rainbow for the use of Pavilion #2 on July 11, 2009 for a fund raiser to help fund her world-wide mission trip.  Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Assistant Mayor Long to waive the Pavilion rental fee of $40 for Aubrey Rainbow on July 11, 2009.
· Fee Waiver request from the Humane Society of Washington County for the use of Pavilion #2 on July 18, 2009 for a fund raiser motorcycle ride.  Motion by Council Member Hawkins, second by Assistant Mayor Long to waive the Pavilion rental fee of $40 for the Humane Society of Washington County on July 18, 2009.
Town Manager – D. Smith. All topics were covered during the meeting.  
CITIZEN COMMENTS – 
· Janeen Solberg: Mrs. Solberg extended a thank you to all of the Town employees for their assistance during Greenfest.  She stated that the Recycling Task Force attempted recycling during the carnival, but feels that there could be a better program set up for next year, especially for cardboard boxes. Mrs. Solberg reviewed a verbal offer from the Nora Robert’s Foundation for a Grant of $10,000 per year for several years to assist in a pilot curb-side recycling program.  
· The Mayor stated that although the offer of a Grant from the Nora Robert’s Foundation is very generous and he is very thankful for the Wilder’s support of the Town, he would like to have a formal commitment before moving forward with a Grant for a pilot curb-side recycling program.
