BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

April 8, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, April 8, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, Harold Kirby, and Jerry Wolfe. Also in attendance: Town Manager Debbie Smith and Superintendent Bobby Mose. The meeting convened at 7:05 PM. 

· Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the March 11, 2010 Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Hutzell, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for March 2010, and motion carried.  

· Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the March 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

North Main Street Sewer Back-Up: Engineers Analysis of Cause and Remediation – Town Manager Smith reviewed that a sewage back-up problem occurred on March 7, 2010 behind 703 and 707 North Main Street. Roto-Rooter was called to the scene to assess the problem, which appeared to be caused by a large amount of grease. Once the main was cleared and flushed, they were requested to return and televise the sewer main and adjoining laterals from manhole to manhole beginning above the backup location on Chase Six Blvd (which would show any grease issues coming from Fletchers Grove) to each of the manholes in the towns right-of-way between Weis Market and Alt40 to the manhole on the opposite side of Alt40.  The televised report from Roto-Rooter was sent to Triad Engineering for a professional analysis of the sewer main to help determine the cause and necessary corrective action. The inspection report from Triad Engineering states that the video inspection showed excessive amounts of grease in the lateral from the Weis complex section at the intersection of the main, with approximately 85% of the Weis complex lateral being closed by grease build up. Triad Engineering recommends that the Town communicate with Weis Market and stress the importance of grease trap maintenance to insure that excess amounts of grease are not introduced into the towns system. Mr. David Barnhart, Director of Environmental Health and the W.C. Health Department provided the Town Manager with a copy of the inspection report conducted at Weis by his health inspector on April 7, 2010 and stated that the store could only produce records for the removal of one-(1) grease barrel on 4/2/2010 and 3/17/2010, and cleaning of the grease trap on 3/12/2010.  Mr. Barnhart stated that health inspectors will continue to monitor the matter and the Town will monitor the sewer line for grease and roots on a six month basis instead of every 2 yrs. Town Manager Smith and Chairman Chambers assured Mrs. Loreena Wyand and Ms. Jean Reese, who both attended the Utility Commission meeting, that the Town will do everything they can to rectify the situation so that this does not happen again. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Fiscal Year 2011 Budget: First Draft Review - Town Manager Smith prepared and reviewed the first draft Sewer Fund budget for FY2011 with the Commission. Recommendation of the Sewer and Water Fund FY2011 Budgets will be reviewed with the Mayor and Council at their May workshop meeting. 
REPORTS:
MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: The Meeting was held on April 5, 2010. Guests included Boy Scout members from Pack 20 and Mr. & Mrs. Strailman. Discussed items included the Crestview Bond release request and SWM Pond transfer of ownership, Planning Commission re-appointment of Dave Ambrose, the EDC appointment of Tom Piston, the South Main Street municipal parking lot lease renewal, the establishment and approval of the Town pond regulations with DNR and the naming of the pond as Boonsboro Pond, the appointment of Election Registrars for the upcoming May election, the approval of Assistant Mayor Longs 2010 MML Convention attendance, and the approval to plant 50 donated American Chestnut trees on the slope beside the pond by the Forestry Department.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT:
SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Superintendent Mose reported that there are still ongoing issues at the Waste Water treatment Plant, and that Aqua Aerobic has been working on remedying the problems. 
CITIZENS COMMENTS:
Brian McMurtrie, 20129 Scenic View Court, voiced his concerns regarding the clean up needed from the Alternate 40 Water Line Extension Project, including deep ruts, debris, and blacktop issues. He also stated that during the construction W.F. Delauter cut the wires twice on his underground electric dog fence. He asked what recourse he has if his property is not returned to its original state after the Project is complete. Town Manager Smith stated that she would contact Kirby Delauter and request that he address Mr. McMurtrie’s concerns. 
Motion by Messner, second by Hutzell to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 PM.
