REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

February 5, 2007
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, February 5, 2007 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center in Shafer Park.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Hawkins, Chambers, Grove, Nuice and Councilwoman Mose. Town Manager Smith, Administrative Assistant Hart and Police Chief Hewett were also in attendance. 
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, January 2, 2007 closed at 7:30 P.M. and moved into executive session.  Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to discuss a matter a personnel matter. Present were Mayor Kauffman, Asst. Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Nuice, Hawkins, Grove and Councilwoman Mose. Town Manager Smith was also in attendance. 

Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the January 2, 2007 Regular meeting Minutes. Motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Grove to approve the January 2, 2007 Executive Session Meeting Minutes.  Motion carried.
Motion by Chambers, second by Mose to approve the January 29, 2007 Workshop Meeting Minutes as amended.  Motion carried.
Motion by Long, second by Grove to approve the January Treasurers Report. Motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Nuice to approve the January Bills to be paid.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
Approval of Resolution 2007-01; Engineering Review Fee Schedule: Planning Director Meyers reviewed the proposed Engineering Review Fee Schedule resolution which is being recommended by the Planning Commission for approval by the Mayor and Council. Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to approve the recommendation.  Motion carried.
Introduction of Resolution 2007-02; Adoption of County Public Information Act Policy – Town Manager Smith requested that the Town adopt a modified version of the Washington County Public Information Act Policy to give staff guidance when addressing public inquiries for town documents. Motion by Long, second by Grove to approve the recommendation. Motion carried. 
Request for Consultant Services for Comprehensive Plan; Planning Director Meyers requested approval from the Mayor and Council to proceed with placing a request for proposal to hire a consultant to assist in the required amendments and updates to the town’s Comprehensive Plan since the town exceeds the median income range to qualify for a planning grant to assist with this task.  Motion by Nuice, second by Hawkins to approve the recommendation.  Motion carried. RFP’s will be due by Mar. 26th and the Planning Commission will meet on Mar. 28th to review the bids.
Warrenfeltz Spring Protection Project Bid Approval; Town Manager Smith requested approval from the Mayor and Council to accept the original low bid from Hiser Construction of $199,939 on December 15th and to accept proposed project modifications that will reduce the project cost by $65,949 for a total project cost of $133,990.  Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the original low bid of $199,939 from Hiser Construction and to issue change orders in the amount of $65,949 to bring the final project cost to $133,990. Motion carried.
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Proposal to Install Fencing in Knode Circle; Town Manager Smith sent a letter to the residents on Knode Circle explaining the proposed concept of planting shrubbery along a portion of the outer edge of the circle to deter traffic from cutting across the grass area. Four of the eight residents returned a call stating that they would prefer a similar type of fencing as was placed in front of the community center (treated wood posts with connecting chain) to provide a safer play area for the children and a more permanent deterrent to traffic. A cost proposal was obtained for materials of under $1,000.00 to be installed by staff. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the recommendation.  Motion carried.
Proposal for Mobile Oil Recycling Unit Base; Town Manager Smith presented a proposal for the construction of a mobile oil recycling “dyke” unit from PWI for $2,145.80. to remove the housing now located at the GESAC site and place it on the mobile unit and take the oil recycling to the yard debris area near the lagoon or transfer it to whatever site the town may choose in the future.  Motion by Chamber, second by Grove to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.  
Proposal for Tub Grinding Service: 2-bids for tubgrinding services were submitted with a recommendation to accept the proposal from MES for $5,676.00. In addition to accepting this proposal, the Town Manager is requesting that the Mayor and Council consider modifying the town’s yard debris pick-up policy to Monday/Tuesday only allowing the yard debris lot to be open to residents during business hours M-F and ask Tommy Remsberg to monitor the area for a few hours on Saturdays. Staff will utilize the towns chipper to maintain the brush pile after this visit from MES.  Motion by Nuice, second by Grove to approve the recommendation.  
Proposal for 97 Crown Vic Transmission Repair: 3-quotes were obtained to repair the transmission in the 97 Ford Crown Victoria. AAMCO at $1,989.00 with a 12month/12,000 mile warranty, Cumberland Valley at $1,750.00 with a 24month/24,000 mile warranty and Denny’s Machine Shop at $2,200.00 with a 36month/75,000 mile warranty.  Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the quote from Cumberland Valley. Motion carried. 
Proposal for 2007 fireworks Display: the Park Board is recommending approval of a 3-year contract from Fireworks Productions at $4,536.00 per year with the display date to be set for the Sunday before July 4th each year. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.
Recommendation for a 4-way Stop: Assistant Mayor Long stated that there is a four way stop at the intersections of Center Street and Orchard Drive and Center Street and Ford Ave. but only stop signs on Center Street at Lakin Ave. and suggested that 2 additional stop signs be placed on Lakin Ave at the Center Street intersection to make it consistent with the intersections at Ford and Orchard. Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the recommendation. Motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice gave an update on the following projects; 35 townhomes are being proposed for Battlefield Estates on Orchard Dr., 2 letters were submitted to the W.C. Planning Commission regarding the subdivision of two lots on the Griffith Farm and the concern of drilling wells within the towns growth boundary, correspondence has been submitted to Middletown Valley Bank regarding town incurred fees, Weis Market was also submitted a letter regarding outstanding excise and utility fees, grading plans for Fletcher Grove phase 3  was approved.  
BDDA: Chairman Dick Keesecker updated the M&C on BDDA 2006 accomplishments and updated the M&C on the model railroad display. Mr. Keesecker & Town Manager Smith will be distributing the Welcome Flags and hardware when weather breaks.  Members will be meeting with the W.C. Association of Museums & Historic Sites on Mar. 8th.
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Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long stated that Fire Chief Oley Griffith attended the meeting and inquired about several topics including an Evacuation Plan and Emergency Plan for the Town and offered his services to provide First Aid/CPR safety classes to town employees. He also suggested a “throw ring” at the town’s pond and offered to hold a pond safety class in April. Oley asked if there was signage at the pond stating “No Ice Skating” and Councilman Hawkins said that there are 2-signs already posted. The fire dept. donated 2 of 4 new Shockers to the Police Dept. and reminded staff that the Fire Marshall must inspect sprinkler systems in multiple dwellings such as the new townhomes in Fletchers Grove. Members would like to look into addressing bicycles on sidewalks and plastic poles being placed on the center line of Stouffer Ave at N. Main Street.
Police Dept. Report: Chief Hewett stated that officers responded to 343 calls for service and 45 motor vehicle tickets and 21 parking tickets were given for the month of January.  Chief Hewett stated that the department will be receiving a grant from MADD for 2 Portable Breathalyzer Testing units @ $400.00 each. 
Utilities: Councilman Chambers stated that staff is working with MDE on the project funding for the Alt. 40 waterline extension project and discussions are taking place to fund and coordinate installation of the sewer line within the newly annexed area to allow the RFP for engineering services to be done for both projects. The WWTP will be advertised for re-bid on Feb. 13th and bids opened on Mar. 21st. A joint meeting will be scheduled between Planning Commission, Utilities and Mayor & Council to discuss the draft allocation policy.
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins stated that members approved the placement of 3-new table concrete pads. All of the flower bulbs are now planted, the Park Expansion design is pending review from County Planning and Soil Conservation.  Fishing Derby on May 12th and the Wagon Train May 20th.  Also asking that the both bathrooms to remain open during the summer hours. 
Library update: the Foundation/footers are poured and some wiring is being done as weather permits.  Making changes in the design for library desk, internet wiring and windows.








Town Manager Report: Town Manager Smith stated that John Wilson will be returning with his students from the Baltimore Institute College of Art on Feb. 15th to perform another 11-week study this time on the proposed museum to be placed in the old hardware store and Chris Anders has found parking for the 145th Re-enactment in Sept.  Peck’s Refuse has already booked Sat., April 21st and Sat., April 28th and needs confirmation from the town to schedule Sat., April 14th for our spring bulk pick-up date. The M&C concurred.

Motion by Grove, second by Chambers close the regular session at 8:15 P.M. and move into executive session to discuss a personnel matter.
