BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 9, 2008
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, October 9, 2008 in the Town Hall Conference Room.  In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter, and Town Manager Debbie Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the September 9, 2008 Minutes as written, and motion carried.

Motion by Hutzell, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for September 2008, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the September 2008 Bills To Be Paid, and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
40A Water Line Extension Project Update: CLSI is ready to put the Project out to bid, however the Town is still waiting on the results of the waterline probes and the design review approval by MDE.  The MDE engineer that will review the Project updated Chairman Chamber on the status of the Project at this point via email. He stated that he had not had the opportunity to review the Project as of yet, but when he does, the results will be sent to CLSI and a copy will be forwarded to the Town.   
WWTP Construction Update: The next construction meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, October 15th. CDM requested information on the existing well pump being used to determine whether it would be necessary to move all six (6) of the Potable Water System pneumatic tanks from the existing well house to the Filter Building. Vernon Ort of Kinsley indicated that there are extra, colored masonry blocks on-site that the Town could utilize to construct a more elaborate sign for the plant at roadside.  The Superintendent also stated that the roofs have been add to the buildings, they have been painted ‘Warrior Blue,’ and they are almost complete.
Water Rate and Cost of Service Study Status: The Town Manager explained that the cost of service study is still under review and information has been forwarded to Austin Abraham for his opinion.  Various scenarios have been prepared for the water rate study of which none are conclusive or meet the requested scope for differentiating between commercial and residential rates and costs. Options are being considered for the water rate and cost of service study proposal and whether the study should continue at this time. 
Reservoir Cover Replacement: Rick Painter discussed the status of the cover replacement.  He stated that the Town staff has started to remove the back portion of the interior fencing to prepare for the new cover. The cover will be prefabricated, delivered to the reservoir, and work will begin in approximately two weeks.  
NEW BUSINESS 

Recommendation Regulating Allocation of Taps under Existing Annexation Agreements - Attorney Wantz:  Chairman Chambers explained that an Ad-Hoc Committee has been working with the main annexed property developers to determine an allocation process with a developer’s agreement, which is a requirement for the loan process with MDE. Attorney Wantz explained the allocation process of taps to the approximate 800 acres of annexed land, which became part of the Town. He stated that there is a concern with the density of taps and the limitations of Nitrate discharge levels into the Chesapeake Bay.  There are 1,640 taps available, and the taps are to be allocated to the annexed properties depending on their size.  The Commission discussed the need to reserve 200 to 240 taps.  The recommendation of the Ad-Hoc Committee is to advise the annexed property developers that the Town has 1,400 taps to allocate.  Attorney Wantz summarized by saying that the Town will sell the taps to the developers to pay the MDE loan, but the developers will not be able to use the taps until they go through the sub-division process.  Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to authorize the allocation of 1,400 taps to the annexed property developers, and motion carried.
Water Line Leak Detection Survey Results: The Town Superintendent stated that everything has been repaired in Town except for two hydrants. There have been water line leaks at Park Drive, Knode Circle, and Mapleville Road, but all have been resolved.  There is seepage on four hydrants in Town, which are still under review.   
Park Well Pump Replacement: Rick Painter explained that the well pump stopped working on September 26, 2008.  During the pump replacement, the plumbing company, RW Harrell, came upon an obstruction, which required the removal of a 20-foot section of the pump pipe.  This locates the pump at 226 feet in depth, instead of 246 feet, which reduces the pumping volume. RW Harrell suggested that the Town looks into re-drilling the well to keep the well pumping at the proper levels. 
BOONSBORO/KEEDYSVILLE REGIONAL WATER BOARD REPORT - The Town Manager is currently waiting to hear back from Austin Abraham to verify the meeting scheduled for November.  
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT - Chairman Chambers:  Meeting was held on Monday, October 6, 2008.  Guests included Dwight Scott requesting help with creating a Cross Country Course for the High School, and Pieter Bickford requesting help in supporting the Barbara Ingram School for the Arts Foundation “Take Flight” Butterfly Sculptures. The Mayor and Council entered into an agreement with Allegheny Power to upgrade the streetlights in Town with the Illumination and Retrofit Program. Approval of the Town Hall Computer Upgrade Proposals, replacing the Server Computer and upgrading the office computers to XP. Approval of the Town Hall Roof Leak Repair Quote, with a portion of the cost to be paid from insurance due to the fire. Approval of the MML Geocache Trail Resolution and participation. Approval of the TV Sewer Truck Bid at $6,000 to Ewing Company. Approval of the FY09 Proposed Community Legacy Program Projects, along with the introduction and approval of Resolution 2008-05; Authorizing FY2009 Community Legacy Program Participation.  The proposed Legacy Program Projects would include the upgrade of formal permanent meeting chambers for the Mayor and Council in the old Library space, and the transformation of the King House on Potomac Street into the Police Department and future Park Maintenance Office Building.  Mayor and Council then went into Executive Session.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: 
Hydrant flushing to begin this month.  Decided to hold on the Aerator Repairs through the winter months. 

The mission monitor has been installed in the South End Pump Station. Issues have arisen on how to handle inside meter placement in the stores located at the Weis Shopping Center.  
Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 8:53 PM.
