BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

June 4, 2007
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, June 4, 2007 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center in Shafer Park.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Nuice and Hawkins. Councilwoman Mose was absent due to pre-graduation ceremonies for her granddaughter. Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith, Planning Director Meyers and Police Chief Hewett. The regular meeting session convened at 7:00 P.M. 

The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, May 7, 2007 closed at 8:40 P.M. and moved into executive session.  Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland.  Members present were Mayor Kauffman, Asst. Mayor Long, Councilmen Grove, Chambers, Nuice, Mose and Hawkins.  Also present was Town Manager Smith.
Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the May 7, 2007 Public Hearing and Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the May 7, 2007 Executive Session I Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the May 7, 2007 Executive Session II Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Nuice to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes for May 22, 2007 and motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Chambers, to approve the May Treasurers Report and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the May bills to be paid and motion carried.


CORRESPONDENCE:

· W.C. EDC Representative J.D. Rinehart will not renew his term, which expires on June 30.

· May 10 letter from the BOCC stating Boonsboro’s FY07 tax differential check for $95,755 has been processed and a separate meeting is scheduled for December 4TH.

· LGIT notice of FY08 rates.

· Letter from Margie McLister of Curves requesting the use of the current library space once it becomes available.

· 2007 MML Legislative synopsis.

· Donation of $500 from the WC-Hagerstown Convention and Visitors Bureau for the town’s Independence Day Event.

· Mayor mentioned the Frederick News Post article on the purchase of the Boone Hotel by Nora Roberts and Bruce Wilder.

· Express approval obtained on the zoning from the BOCC for the February annexations.

· W.C. BZA approved the additional cell tower to be situated on the Carroll property behind St. Paul Street even though the Boonsboro M&C submitted a letter of opposition.

· Letter from Comptroller of MD stating that the Board of Public Works approved the certification of matching funds and reimbursement of the $65,000 Park Expansion Bond Bill. 

NEW BUSINESS:

Adoption of FY08 Budgets: public hearing was held prior to regular session with no public comment on the proposed budgets for the 2008 fiscal year. Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the FY08 general fund budget.  Motion carried. Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the FY08 water fund budget.  Motion carried. Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the FY08 sewer fund budget.  Motion carried.
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Approval of  LGIT Punitive Damages Coverage: LGIT is recommending members with law enforcement exposure consider adding the Punitive Damages Coverage at $1,673 per year. Police Chief Hewett agrees that this is a necessary coverage for the officers. Motion by Grove, second by Hawkins to approve the additional insurance coverage as recommended.  Motion carried.

Approval to Bid General Engineering-Consultant Services: the contract with Camp Dresser and McKee, Inc. expires June 30, 2007 and a recommendation is being made to place general engineering services out for bid on a task request basis. Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to approve the recommendation with bids due June 20th. Motion carried.

Approval to Seek Bids for the Milling/Overlay and Curbing of St. Paul Street:  $88,000 in the current budget and the $100,000 in the FY08 budget are being proposed for the milling and overlay of St. Paul Street from extent of streetscape paving to Mountain Laurel Rd. at an estimated project cost from CDM of $205,000. CDM will coordinate efforts at the time of milling to address the possible void under the road at the Bane property located at 205 St. Paul Street.  Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the bid placement.  Motion carried. 
Proposal for new copier: Bids were obtained for a new color copier to replace the first floor unit that is now 7-years old that will replace the second floor copier. Recommendation from staff is to remain with a Savin color copier at $6,239 after a trade in of $5,028 on the second floor unit and Savin will continue to service the second floor unit at $275 per year.  Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to purchase the new color copier from the FY07 contingency fund.  Motion carried.  
Reappointment of Harold Kirby to the BMUC: BMUC is recommending Harold Kirby to be reappointed to another term on the commission. Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve a 4 yr term for Harold Kirby to the BMUC.  Motion carried.

Ordinance 2007-08; Declaring Unauthorized Use of Water to be a Municipal Infraction: a recommendation from the BMUC and approved by Attorney Wantz to address the illegal usage of un-metered water by developers. Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to introduce and approve the ordinance as recommended.  Motion carried.

Award of Comprehensive Plan Bid and Consultant Services Agreement: a recommendation from the Planning Commission to the Mayor and Council to enter into a consultant services agreement with Environmental Resources Management, Inc. to update the town’s Comprehensive Plan in the amount of $34,919 to be paid from FY07 developer and review fees.  Motion by Nuice, second by Grove to approve the agreement.  Motion carried. ERM will begin on June 27, 2007.

 Introduction of Ordinance 2007- 09; Zoning Ordinance Text Amendments for Sign Regulations, Open Space District and Amendments to MR Zoning District: Motion  by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve the introduction of Ordinance 2007-09 which is subject to a public hearing. Motion carried. 


Request to Replace Truck Utility Bed: a quote of $4,711 has been obtained from M&S Equipment Services, LLC to replace the utility bed on the 2004 Ford F350 so that staff can utilize the truck on a daily basis rather than to have its basic use be for the salt spreader in the winter. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the replacement of the truck utility bed with the Town Manager to obtain two more quotes and take the lowest of the three.  Motion carried.
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Planning Commission Report: Liaison - Councilman Nuice gave the commission report stating they last met on May 23rd recommending the Comp Plan consultant, had a lengthy discussion with developers Ganley and Draper regarding the proposed condos and smaller lot sizes for Fletchers Grove, which the Commission voted against.  A staff meeting was held on May 31st with the Draper and his consultants and Mr. Draper has since withdrawn the condo portion of their recommendation. A June 19th BZA hearing is scheduled for the developer.

BDDA: a meeting was held with the Town Manager and the Mayor regarding the status of the heritage museum and a consecutive meeting will be scheduled with Mr. Bast. 
Police & Public Safety Commission: members compiled a priority list of streets for repair and overlay and discussed preparations for National Night Out.

Police Chief Report: Police Chief Hewett stated that 476 calls for service were made in the month of May with a few minor incidents related to the Carnival. The park security system is installed and Chief Hewett invited the M&C to stop in the Police Office and see how the new system operates. 
BMUC: Battlefield Estates (Orchard Drive) Tap Request, MDE is reviewing the low bid documents received for the engineering of the Alternate 40 waterline project, the exchange of information is continuing between staff, CDM, MDE and USDA to finalize the funding for the WWTP and the recommendation to reappoint Harold Kirby to a consecutive term.
Park Board: new playground equipment is to be installed after the carnival, the fishing derby had 209 kids that participated this year and the wagon train also had a good turn out, Movie Night in the park will be held on June 20th  showing “Madagascar”. 
Town Manager’s Report:  other municipal ordinances regarding the use of Skateboards are being reviewed to address the numerous complaints being received regarding their usage on sidewalks and damage to property. Household grease has become an issue with backups in manholes and at the sewer pump stations and a notice will be placed in the newsletter asking residents to please take caution when discarding household grease and do not pour it down their drains, as the costs for repairs can be expensive and ultimately affect user rates. Chris Anders of the Western MD Heritage Foundation would like to donate $1-2,000 towards something of historical significance in the town. Councilman Hawkins suggested the restorations and mounting of the bell (now being stored in the community center basement) in front of the new library. Boonsboro Fire Chief Oley Griffith conducted a hydrant maintenance training class at town hall with staff to prepare for flushing.
Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to close the regular meeting session at 8:35 PM and move into executive session to discuss a personnel matter pursuant to State Government Article §10-508(a): (1) (i).  Motion carried.
