The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Chief Jeffrey Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller.

NEW BUSINESS

King Farm Road Construction Contract Award and Notice to Proceed: Town Manager Smith presented the bid results received on August 13, 2010 for the King Farm Road construction project. She stated that five bids were received with ARRO Engineering reviewing and recommending Huntzberry Brothers, Inc. with the lowest bid, which includes the three alternate bid items at $40,296. She explained that Washington County has allocated a total Stimulus Funding package of $37,816 to the Town through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act. She requested a transfer of $2,480 from the town’s portion of the Municipal Excise Tax Fund to be used towards the additional construction cost and a line item transfer of $10,916 from the Contingency Fund to Engineering Fees for the associated engineering costs, for a total project cost of $51,212. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to award the King Farm Road contract to Huntzberry Brothers, Inc and the transfer of funds. Motion carried.
Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update: Planning Director Clark stated that on August 25, 2010, the Board of Washington County Commissioners adopted the “Washington County Stormwater Management (SWM), Grading, Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance” to meet the requirements of the Annotated Code of Maryland, and that all municipalities in Maryland are required to adopt an updated SWM Ordinance. She further stated that in the past the Town has adopted Resolutions to adopt the same regulations as Washington County, and that the Ordinance will only affect new sub-divisions. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long second by Council Member Chambers to introduce Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update. Motion carried.
Planning Commission Recommendation for Appointment: Assistant Mayor Long stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the re-appointment of Rob Maricle to the Commission for a consecutive five-year term. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to reappoint Rob Maricle to a consecutive five-year term on the Planning Commission. Motion carried.
Establish Date for Trick-or-Treat: Mayor Kauffman stated that the Council came to a consensus at the Workshop meeting to hold Trick-or-Treat on Halloween Sunday, October 31, 2010 since schools will be closed on the following Monday. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to hold Trick-or-Treat on Sunday, October 31, 2010 from 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM. Motion carried.
Fall Clean-Up: Administrative Assistant Miller stated that the Town is proposing to hold the Fall Clean-Up in the Shafer Park parking lot on Saturday, October 9, 2010. She further stated that the Fall Clean-Up would be conducted in the same manner as the Spring Clean-up with the exception that Freedom Electronics Recycling would not participate due to a prior commitment. Bins will be provided in the Park parking lot and Town staff will be available to assist residents who are unable to transport their items to the Park. The Town Manager requested that residents who need assistance with their items please notify Town Hall one week in advance of the Clean-up. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to hold the Fall Clean-Up on Saturday, October 9, 2010 from 8:00 AM to 3:00 PM. Motion carried.
Maryland Municipal League Fall Conference Attendance Request: Assistant Mayor Long stated that the MML Fall Conference would be held in Annapolis on October 21 to 23, 2010 and requested to attend a one-day workshop on Thursday, October 21 at the cost of $225. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to pay for Assistant Mayor Long to attend the Fall MML Conference for the cost of $225, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining. Motion carried 5-1.
Mayor & Council Items of Discussion for the Washington County Commissioners Meeting in Boonsboro on Tuesday, September 28, 2010 at 7:00 PM: The Mayor and Council discussed various issues that they would like to put on their agenda for the County Commissioners meeting.
· Public transportation service to Boonsboro
· Recycling Task Force request for additional support
· Improvements to Monroe Road. Waste Water Treatment Plant and South Mountain Little League fields are both located on this road.

· Homestead Exemption – Suggestion to invite County Treasurer Todd Hershey to the meeting to explain how it works and discuss how the exemption could save citizens money on County taxes

· Excise Tax Provision – Ask County Commissioners if they can amend the ordinance to use Excise Tax for engineering costs instead of only construction projects, making it easier for municipalities to apply for pre-engineered projects for ‘shovel ready’ funding and grants.
Establish Date for September Mayor & Council Workshop Meeting: The Mayor stated that due to the MML Meeting being held in Keedysville on Monday, September 27 and the County Commissioners meeting being held on Tuesday, September 28 in Boonsboro, the Mayor and Council Workshop meeting will need to be scheduled for a different date and proposed the Workshop meeting be held on Wednesday, September 29, 2010. Council Member Wetzel stated that over the past nine months, only three meetings have been held on the last Monday of the month, and in her opinion it would benefit the Council to move the Workshop meeting day from the last Monday to the last Tuesday of the month due to Monday holidays and bi-monthly MML meetings. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to hold the Mayor and Council Workshop Meeting on Wednesday, September 29, 2010 at 7:00 PM, with Council Member Wetzel opposing. Motion carried 5-1.
MML Visit to Luke, MD: Assistant Mayor Long being the MML District 8 representative will be assisting MML Executive Director Scott Hancock on a visit to the Town of Luke MD on September 8, 2010 to see how they can assist their municipality with the affects of the continued funding and budget cuts.  
COMMISSION REPORTS
Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Members worked in the Park assisting with National Night Out on August 3rd. Council Member Solberg thanked Assistant Mayor Long for his support, and reported that 500+ plates were used during the event. 
Park Board – Cynthia Kauffman. Meeting held on August 25, 2010. Discussions included plans for Olde Tyme Christmas on December 3, 2010, ideas for Concerts in the Park for next year, and the plans for a 6x8 Activity Sign for events. 

Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on August 11, 2010. The Commission presented retired Superintendent Bobby Mose with appreciation gifts for his 22-years of service to the Town and Commission. Discussions included the proposal and approval to bid the Park Drive waterline replacement. The meeting moved into Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter. 
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on August 24, 2010. Discussions included the recommendation to re-appoint Rob Maricle for a consecutive 5-year term on the Commission, a Variance Request for side setbacks for a deck at 111 Lakin Avenue, a Special Exception request for an in-home occupation for an electric company at 226 Weldon Circle, and a Special Exception request for an in-home occupation for a construction company at 334 North Main Street.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meeting was held in August. The EDC plans to host a Scavenger Hunt event to take the place of the Christmas decorating contest this year. 
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments will hold their next meeting on September 30, 2010. Community Outreach will hold their next meeting during the first week of October. 

Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 469 calls for service, which included 37 motor vehicle violations and 4 parking citations. Arrests for the month of August included zero (0) adults and zero (0) juveniles. 

Town Manager – D. Smith
· Recommendation of Designated Superintendent of Water & Wastewater Facilities: The Utilities Commission and the Town Manager are recommending the designation of Rick Painter, who is a certified Class 5 Water and Wastewater operator, as the Water & Wastewater Superintendent pending his Superintendent Certification. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to designate Rick Painter as Superintendent of the Water & Wastewater Facilities. Motion carried.
· Recommendation to Fill Employment Vacancy by Advertising for Laborer: A General Fund employee resigned on September 9, 2010, and a recommendation is being made to fill that vacancy by advertising for a Municipal Service Worker at the hourly rate of $10 to $12 based on experience. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to advertise the employee vacancy in the newspaper. Motion carried.
· Scout Troop 20 Camping Request: Scout Master John Navarro of Boonsboro Troop 20 requested the use of the Shafer Park King Farm area for an overnight scout camp-out from October 22 to 24, 2010. The Town Manager stated that she would coordinate with Scout Master Navarro to determine the exact location for the camp-out. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Mose to approve Scout Troop 20 overnight camp-out October 22 to 24, 2010. Motion carried.
· FEMA Assistance Funding: An approval notice was received from FEMA Assistance indicating that $6,223.50 in funding of the expended $32,000 from the February 2010 snowstorms was reimbursed to the Town.
