REGULAR MEETING

August 9, 2007
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 9, 2007 in the town hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy and George Messner. Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the July 12, 2007 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the treasurer’s reports for July 2007.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second Metz to pay the bills for July 2007. Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: The M&C approved the notice to award the engineering contract for design and bidding for construction to CLSI for $73,980.  The project received approval from Kay Bee at MDE for meeting the M/WBE requirements on July 23, 2007.  Final contract approval is pending from the project manager, Bernetta Richards, before the environmental review can be completed by MDE to present to the Board of Directors of Public Works for funding approval.  The area in the county must be certified PFA by WC.
WWTP Update: The M&C approved the notice to award the WWTP Construction Project to Kinsley Construction, Inc. for $10,119,456.  A letter of condition for funding is due from USDA by end of August 2007, with a letter of commitment received by January 2008.  MDE is pending developer agreements.  The developer agreements stipulating the number of allocations per developer have been finalized to 800 taps, equaling one tap per acre of property, at $11,000 per tap.  Formal announcement of the bid award will be announced at the September meeting.
Warrenfeltz Spring Protection Project Update: A report from Sam Hiser stated that the stairs need to be modified, and the exhaust fan unit and sealing of floors are pending. Debra Smith held $4,400 for the completion of the project, which includes deductions for Antietam Electric of $403 and EESCO of $960.  The entire balance will be paid upon final inspection of project.  The Spring House is up and running, and operational.  Two video cameras will be installed at the entrance and the wet well area per Kevin Chamber’s conversation with TelePlus. Three ‘no trespassing’ sign have been ordered to be posted around the building. 
LEAK DETECTION REPORT: the annual leak detection survey was conducted the week of July 16-20 by Nat Stouffer of Fluid Conservation Technologies resulting in 3 hydrants, 2 service lines: 1 on Potomac Street and 1 on Park Drive found to have minor leaks.

MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: M&C met on August 6, 2007.  A Public Hearing was held for Ordinance 07-10. Guests from Wolfsville Commons are interested in deeding the parking area of their properties to the town for future maintenance. Award of contract to mill and overlay St. Paul Street from the curve up to Mountain Laurel Road to Craig Paving. Award of a one-year general contractor service to Triad Engineering. Award of contract for 40A engineering to CLSI.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: A Recycling Task Force meeting to be held on August 15, 2007 at 7:00 pm in the Community Center.  Four interviews to be scheduled for the position of Town Planner.  Teresa Hart will be replaced by Kim Miller as Administrative Assistant. Follow up on fire truck tanker filling a swimming pool in Graystone Hills:  The Fire Department stated that their tanker was not taken out of service for this purpose; a water tanker from a water provider filled the swimming pool while parked in front of a hydrant. 
Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn at 7:50 PM.  Motion carried.
