BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

THURSDAY, DECEMBER 9, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 9, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman Todd Kennedy, Members Shirley Metz, George Messner, Rob Hutzell, Harold Kirby, and Jerry Wolfe. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith, Superintendent Rick Painter, and Planning Director Megan Clark. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the original November 11, 2010 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Wolfe, second by Hutzell to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for November 2010, and motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the November 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

AC&T Sewer Repairs: Chairman Chambers reviewed that the Utility Commission had previously recommended that AC&T upgrade the terra cotta sewer pipe located at the rear of the property in accordance with the APFO Ordinance during their store expansion process. Planning Director Clark stated that per the Commissions’ request, Triad Engineering has reviewed the sewer line and proposed using the cast in place method, which includes inserting a flexible PVC liner pipe through one manhole to the other manhole then pressurizing the cavity with steam to set the pipe and harden it. This proposal requires minimal excavation and could be completed in several days. She further stated that Triad’s cost analysis for the project is approximately $54,000 opposed to the $180,000 for the pipe bursting option that AC&T originally proposed. Planning Director Clark stated she is waiting to hear back from AC&T’s engineer Frederick, Seibert, and Associates for their comments on Triad’s proposal, but noted that there may not be local contractors that perform the cast in place piping. The Commission discussed contacting other municipalities concerning local contractors that are familiar with the cast in place pipe systems. Planning Director Clark stated that she would report to the Commission when she hears from AC&T or Frederick, Seibert and Associates.
Alternate 40 Waterline Connection Deadline and Notification Process:  Town Manager Smith stated that she has finally heard from Dave Barnhart, of the Washington County Health Department, concerning how and when he planned to notify those residents who have not connected to the new waterline along Alternate 40 by the stipulated connection date of January 29, 2011. She reported that Mr. Barnhart stated that he has yet to talk to his boss, but will coordinate with him to prepare a letter to send out to everyone that has not connected, and she will be carbon copied as well.  A listing of the properties and pending connections were submitted to Mr. Barnhart on October 29, 2010 as well as to Dee Whitcomb and Alex McNamee of MDE. (38 of the 61 properties have connected as of this date and all properties within the towns limits are connected with the exception of the Auction Complex) 
NEW BUSINESS
King Road Phase I Preliminary Plans/Water & Sewer Reports: Planning Director Clark stated she received preliminary plans for King Road Phase I, which proposes 104 single-family homes along an extension of Monument Drive as well as water/sewer reports for their proposed connections/distribution to the system. She stated the plan proposes to gravity flow sewer to the Young Avenue pump station and provide a new 8” water main for adequate water and fire flow. A capacity analysis of both the water and sewer systems was prepared and forwarded to Triad Engineering for review. Planning Director Clark stated Triad feels the water system is adequate and agrees that the Young Avenue Pump Station has capacity to handle the additional flow, but is concerned with potential I&I since the standard of 400 gallons was used in the report but I&I has never been verified for that area. Triad proposes that the Commission enter into a maintenance agreement with the King Road developers for any equipment replacement/repair or necessary upgrades to the Young Avenue Pump station until the development is built out and all the homes are on-line. The Commission also discussed Triad’s recommendation of a second power supply for the pump station and agreed that a by-pass pump would be more efficient. Town Planner Clark stated she would get in touch with MDE to determine whether the requirement of a second power supply could be varied to use a by-pass pump. Chairman Chambers stated that staff recommends that the Commission accepts King Road’s report along with Triad’s recommendation to include a maintenance agreement at the Young Avenue Pump Station. Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to approve Triad’s recommendation with a by-pass pump in lieu of a second power supply, and motion carried.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – K. Chambers. The meeting was held on December 6, 2010. Guests included the introduction of new Public Works employee Tom Fraley, and Wayne Becker of Smith, Elliott, Kearns & Company, LLC who presented the Fiscal Year 2010 Audit Summary for the year ending June 30, 2010. Discussed items included the approval of the Fiscal Year 2010 Audit, the approval of Ordinance 2010-02; Request to Approve Proposed Amendment to the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance by Adding Certain Provisions to Revise the Sign Regulations, the introduction and approval of Resolution 2010-04; Authorizing the Assignment of Certain Sewer Tap Rights and Obligations of Easterday Land, et al., to TF Properties, LLC, Subject to Conditions, the sale of the 1994 Ford Explorer and 1994 GMC Utility Pick-up truck, the King Farm Road Construction final change order and project close-out, the approval to accept assistance from the Police Department staff for snow removal, the approval of the 1-year Memorandum of Understanding between the Town and the Maryland Division of Corrections for a five day a week two man inmate work crew, the renewal of a month-by-month lease of office space with Delegate Christopher Shank, the appointment of Steve Jamison to the Planning Commission, and the approval of a $100 donation to the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for their Annual Children Christmas Party.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT – D. Smith. A security training session was held with the Maryland Division of Corrections to prepare the staff for the two-(2) man inmate crew that will be working for the Town beginning in the new year. 
Town Manager Smith also indicated that staff has been searching for a water leak due to dropping reservoir levels that could not be stabilized with all source pumping. When staff could find nothing and the metered usage between the towns did not fluctuate enough to indicate a leak, Nate Stouffer from Fluid Conservation Technologies was contacted to assist with leak detection. A leak was found late this afternoon below the surface on Stouffer Ave. at N. Main Street. The area will be marked and Greg will begin digging to investigate in the morning.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT – R. Painter. Rick indicated that there have been several maintenance issues at the wastewater treatment facility including the charger on the generator, an issue with the SCADA system, and the level transducer in the filter building. 
BOONSBORO/KEEDYSVILLE REGIONAL WATER ADVISORY BOARD: Town Manager Smith reviewed that the Annual True-Up Meeting was held on Wednesday, December 1, 2010 at 6:30 PM in Town Hall. Boonsboro’s True-Up due to Keedysville this year is $11,911 based on a low water usage by Keedysville, which will be paid at the end of the December billing cycle. Discussed agenda items were Keedysville’s CIP projects including the elevated water tank and the water main replacement, both slated to begin in the spring of 2011 and completed within a year’s time. Other discussed items included Keedysville’s proposal to Washington County for operator service’s to maintain the new equipment, with Boonsboro requesting a copy of the proposal for review/consideration. The request for Boonsboro to share the estimate of $40,000 for the Keedysville Spring House modification. All proposals will be reviewed with Keedysville at the January 13, 2011 BMUC meeting.
Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 8:45 PM.
