BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

June 10, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, June 10, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby and Todd Kennedy. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith, Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter, and Town Planner Megan Clark. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the May 13, 2010 Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for May 2010, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the May 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Letters from the Board of Waterworks and Waste System Operators stating that Operator Rick Painter passed the Wastewater A exam and Operator Peter Shumaker passed the Wastewater 5 exam on May 13, 2010.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

North Main Street Sewer Backup Update - Town Manager Smith provided some follow up information regarding the sewer backup that occurred on North Main Street in early March. A financial summary of the event expenses was reviewed, with all Town incurred expenses to be submitted to Weis Market for reimbursement to the Town. The Town Manager also indicated that a Weis Market representative has requested a copy of the Town’s engineers report on the cause of the sewer backup, which will be submitted as requested pending the Town attorney’s review. 
NEW BUSINESS
Alternate 40 Sewer Line Extension Options- Town Planner Clark. Town Planner Clark stated that Chairman Chambers and she met with Frederick, Seibert and Associates last week to discuss development on the McKinney property located beside the Boonsboro Rescue Company on Alternate 40, which is 12 acres of land and zoned General Commercial. She further stated that Frederick, Seibert and Associates have not formally submitted a Concept Plan to the Planning Commission, but that they propose building some type of shopping center. Planning Director Clark presented the preliminary development plans with three sewer options. Option 1 shows the sewer main at Fletcher’s Grove, tying into Zachary Court, extending to a pump station and connecting to the McKinney property. Option 2 shows the same tie in at Zachary Court but would eliminate the first pump station and add a pump station across Alternate 40 so that properties across the street will have access to the sewer line. Option 3 shows the sewer main continuing out Alternate 40 and connecting to the Waste Water Treatment Plant, which Frederick, Seibert and Associates feel would only be feasible at this time with assistance from the TT&K, Flook, and Lakin property owners. The Commission members discussed the cost and funding of the Waste Water Treatment Plant, the concern of the additional grease in the sewer lines that commercial properties will produce, and an agreement of the conceptual layout to begin with Option 1 and later, when other properties develop, Option 2 of installing a pump station across Alternate 40 would be required. Planning Director Clark will forward the Commissions feedback to Frederick, Seibert and Associates.

Fiscal Year 2010 Year-End Budget Adjustments - Town Manager Smith requested the re-allocation of funds within both the Water and Sewer budgets for year-end budget adjustments. Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the recommended year-end budget adjustments for the Water Fund as proposed by Town Manager Smith, and motion carried. Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the recommended year-end budget adjustments for the Sewer Fund as proposed by Town Manager Smith, and motion carried. 
Election of Officers - Chairman Chambers. Section 907 of the Town Charter requires the BMUC to conduct an election of officers every June.

Motion by Kennedy to nominate Jerry Wolfe as the Secretary for Fiscal Year 2011 replacing Harold Kirby, and Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Metz for Rob Hutzell to remain the Assistant Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2011, second by Kennedy, and Motion carried.

Motion by Messner for Shirley Metz to remain the Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2011, second by Kennedy, and Motion carried.

Motion by Messner to nominate Todd Kennedy as the Assistant Chairman for Fiscal Year 2011 replacing George Messner, second by Metz, and Motion carried. 

Motion by Kennedy for Kevin Chambers to remain the Chairman for Fiscal Year 2011, second by Metz, and Motion carried.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – The meeting was held on June 7, 2010. A Swearing in Ceremony for the newly elected officials was held at 6:15 PM. A Public Hearing for the review of the proposed budgets for Fiscal Year 2011 was held at 6:30 PM. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guest included Allison Griffith, who received the Boonsboro Police Department Criminal Justice Scholarship. Discussed items included the approval of the Fiscal Year 2011 Budgets for the General Fund, Water Fund and Sewer Fund, the approval of the Fiscal Year 2010 end of year General Fund Budget adjustments, the proposed street modifications and the approval of the ‘no parking’ area on both sides of St. Paul Street from High Street to Fire Hall Alley, the introduction of Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards and the approval to hold a Public Hearing, the appointment of Council Liaisons for Town Commissions and the General Fund Treasurer, and the approval of a $50 donation to the Dwight Scott Golf Tournament. 
TOWN MANAGER REPORT-  
· Incorrect Sewer rate information printed in the Herald-Mail Newspaper after the Mayor and Council meeting on June 7, 2010. Stated that the Sewer rate increase was based on a minimum of 6,000 gallons rather than 10,000 gallons. 

· Vandalism incident at the Warrenfeltz Spring at 6-6:30 PM on Tuesday, June 8, 2010. Padlock was cut on the power box and the power to the spring was shut off sending out an automatic alarm to the Operators. The matter is being looked into by the Police Dept and will also be addressed with the M&C at the June workshop.
· Town Manager Smith indicated that she will be on vacation June 14 through 18, 2010.
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT-
Chairman Chambers stated that this is Superintendent Mose’s last meeting before his retirement on June 30, 2010. He thanked Superintendent Mose for his dedication, assistance, and support over the years. He congratulated him and wished him well in his retirement.
