 Minutes of a meeting of the Planning Commission

Chairman Snyder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS


Chairman Robert Snyder was reelected as Chairman for a one year term.


Commission Member Carvel Wright was elected as Vice-Chairman for a one year term.


Secretary Julie Green was elected as Secretary for a one year term.

A brief discussion was held on the duties of the Secretary and possibly amending the Planning Commission By-Laws regarding this position.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The meeting minutes of the March 25, 2009 Planning Commission meeting were approved with one correction.
DISCUSSION 


SKETCH PLAN: JERRY ITNYRE

Town Planner Clark gave a brief description of the proposed plan. The plan proposes to subdivide the existing residue of approximately three acres into one new lot and a residue. Both the residue and new lot are proposed to be panhandle lots with 25 foot panhandles fronting High Street. 
Chairman Snyder commented on the existing 50 foot right of way and the need for the right of way to remain for any future development of the residue. The proposed new alignment of the panhandle lots currently puts the entrance of the right of way on the panhandles of the lots, thus restricting future access. 

Mr. Schreiber of Frederick, Seibert, and Associates stated it is not the intention of Mr. Itnyre to restrict the residue from future development. He stated the 50 foot right of way would remain the same and both an easement and note could be provided on the plan to state that the right of way is to remain. Mr. Schreiber also discussed possibly having to adjust Mr. Itnyre’s property line to ensure that the panhandle of the residue were a minimum of 25 feet wide.
Commission Member Wright stated he would like to see a note in the deed of the property in addition to a note on the plan stating the panhandle area is reserved for a future right of way. Commission Member Maricle agreed and described the need for a right of way was the same concerns of the Commission when the property was first presented in 1987. Mr. Maricle suggested that a portion of the right of way be constructed at this time to make certain that the road does not somehow become abandoned. Town Planner Clark stated perhaps something like a driveway apron could be constructed since right now there is an approximately 12 foot gravel driveway located in the middle of the 50 foot right of way. 
Mr. Itnyre commented on how the property has always been designed to accommodate any future development. He stated at this time he would like to create one lot for his granddaughter and to leave the 50 foot right of way as is. 

Chairman Snyder reiterated his concerns of guaranteeing the right of way is in existence for future development. Mr. Schreiber suggested that when the minor subdivision is presented, that an easement is delineated on the plan that will state a 50 foot right of way is to be constructed at the time of future development and a note is included both on the plat and in the deed of transfer. The Commission agreed.

Chairman Snyder asked whether sewer will be available for the proposed lot. Town Planner Clark stated yes; however the plan will be forwarded to the Utilities Commission upon submission of the minor subdivision.

Commission Member Maricle made a MOTION TO APPROVE THE CONCEPT PLAN CONTINGENT UPON PLACING AN EASEMENT OVER THE PANHANDLES FOR FUTURE RIGHT OF WAY, PLACING A NOTE ON THE PLAN DESCRIBING THE EASEMENT, AND PLACING A NOTE IN THE DEED OF TRANSFER REGARDING THE EASEMENT CONVERTING OVER TO A RIGHT OF WAY. Commission Member Wright seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
DRAFT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Proposed Changes and Public Hearing Schedule
Town Planner Clark presented proposed changes and items to consider in the Draft Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission reviewed the proposed changes and agreed to forward some of these changes to the consultant to incorporate into the Draft Comprehensive Plan.
Town Planner Clark discussed the scheduling of the Public Hearing for the Comprehensive Plan. The Planning Commission stated they would attend a public hearing with the Mayor and Council.

FY10 PLANNING AND ZONING BUDGET


Town Planner Clark presented the Draft FY10 Planning and Zoning Budget.

Vice-Chairman Ambrose made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE FY10 PLANNING AND ZONING BUDGET. Secretary Green seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.


2008 ANNUAL REPORT

Town Planner Clark presented the 2008 Annual Report of the Planning and Zoning Department. 
Commission Member Wright made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL TO FORWARD THE ANNUAL REPORT TO THE MARYLAND DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING. Vice-Chairman Ambrose seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

OTHER BUSINESS


Planning and Zoning Department Updates

Fletcher’s Grove Forest Conservation: Town Planner Clark presented the Planning Commission with a letter from Washington County Department of Planning stating to date, the requirements of the Final Forest Conservation Plan have not been met. Town Planner Clark also stated she had not received any response to an email she had sent the developers regarding such, and had spoken with the County about the next steps in enforcing the Final Forest Conservation Plan.

Parcel Zoning: Town Planner Clark stated all parcels and their respective zones had been incorporated into an Excel spreadsheet. She stated she would be attending a GIS conference on April 29th to learn more about incorporating this data and sharing data with Washington County in order to input into a GIS system.

2009 Legislation: Town Planner Clark presented the Planning Commission with adopted bills that affected Planning and Zoning regulation.
