
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
March 3, 2008
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith, Town Planner Clark, and Police Chief Hewett. 
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, February 4, 2008 closed at 8:45 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, Councilwoman Mose, Town Manager Smith, and Police Chief Hewett. 

Update on Boonsboro Main Street Fire on Friday, February 22, 2008 at 7:40 AM.  The Mayor said he will not dwell on what could have happened.  He stated that he was thankful for no loss of lives, and for the support of the community, staff, County, Allegheny Power, Red Cross, and Fire Relief Fund assisting those affected.  Fire and Emergency will hold a Critique Meeting as routine protocol.  All Mayor, Council, and Town Manager made comments regarding the fire.  Barinda Golden read a poem.
Motion by Mose, second by Chambers to approve the February 4, 2008 Regular Session Minutes, as amended SHA Sidewalk along MD 34, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Approval of Ordinance 2008-01; Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Bond :  In accordance with the Public Hearing held earlier in the evening concerning the Bond to fund the engineering portion of the project in the amount of $78,000.  Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the Ordinance. Motion carried. 
Delegate Shank Office Lease Approval:  The Mayor and Council concurred to allow Delegate Shank to relocate to the vacant office on the 2nd floor of Town Hall until the old Library space is available at the January 2008 Mayor and Council meeting.  A standard lease has been prepared by the Department of Legislative Services, and has been reviewed by Attorney Wantz.  Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve leasing the office space to Delegate Shank.  Motion carried. 
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Donation to Boonsboro Legion for Annual Easter Egg Hunt:  Donation of $100.  The event will be held on Sunday, March 23, 2008 at 1:00 PM at Shafer Park.  Motion by Long, second by Grove to approve donation and use of Park.  Motion carried. 

Park Pavilion Upgrade Bid Approval:  Five bids were received and opened on February 1, 2008 for the Park Pavilion Upgrades as part of the Community Parks and Playground Grant ranging from $22,360 to $45,531.  The low bidder was A&L Home Improvements, LLP, who currently have a forfeited limited liability partnership status and cannot do business in Maryland until all unpaid taxes are current.  This makes the next low bidder Joseph Elliott Construction at $31,886.48, which is $9,131 more than the provided grant of $22,755.  Cronise Construction is the third bidder at $31,928.19, they are local, and is preferred by the Mayor and Council from previous Town projects.  Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to award Cronise Construction as the bid winner. Motion carried. 

Phase I Park Expansion Presentation/Update by CDM: Presentation by Brian Lubenow of CDM.  Mr. Lubenow stated that finalized plans are ready to go out to bid for the entrance near of the new Library, the road, utility upgrades and fields.  Advertisements for bid proposals will begin within the next weeks. Approximate construction timeline is six months. 
Planning Commission Vacancy and Reappointments:  Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission wishes to reappointment Robert Snyder and Thurston Faulder for another 5 years term, and fill the vacancy on the Commission by appointing Kim Koetering, of 14 Zachary Court, to a 5-year term.  Motion by Chambers, second by Mose to accept reappointments and new Commission member. Motion carried.  
Park Board Vacancy Appointments:  Recommendation of Roland England, of 300 North Main Street, and Sandra Shifler, of 205 Della Lane.  Motion by Grove, second by Long to accept the appointment to the Park Board.  Motion carried.   

Memorial Day Parade sponsored by the Boonsboro Legion scheduled for Sunday, May 25, 2008.   Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the Parade date.  Motion carried.   
COMMISSION REPORTS


Planning Commission:  Town Planner Clark – Commission met on February 27, 2008.  Approved two preliminary minor sub-divisions, preparation of two upcoming Board of Zoning Appeal Cases, and recommendations of Planning Commission vacancies and reappointments. 
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long – February 14, 2008 meeting.  Suggestion of street overlays for Knode Circle, Lanafield Circle, Ford Avenue, and Orchard Drive.  
Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 361 calls for service in February 2008. The Chief publicly thanked all of the agencies who responded for their assistance on the day of the fire.
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – Commission met on February 14, 2008.  Alt. 40 Waterline Extension Bond Funding approved.  Replacement of Keedysville Plant filter sleeve septums. Waiting on Water Rate Study Bid. Brian Lubenow gave updates of the Waster Water Treatment Plant, stating that it is on schedule.  No materials need to be stored on the South Mountain Little League Field. Final decision for field use to be made at next Construction Progress meeting and passed on to the Little League.
Park Board: Town Manager Smith – Appointment of new members. Trees being donated from the Prison for the Park Expansion.
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith –
