
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 4, 2011

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, and Police Chief Jeff Hewett.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 7, 2011 Regular Session Minutes with amendments made, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the March 29, 2011 Workshop Minutes with amendments made, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the March 29, 2011 Workshop Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the March 2011 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the March 2011 Bills to be Paid with amendments made, and motion carried. 

Introduction of New Employee: Eric Renner, Sr. was hired as part of the Town’s Public Works Department and is a skilled equipment operator. He resides in the Town of Sharpsburg and began work officially today.

NEW BUSINESS
Approval of Ordinance 2011-01; Zoning Text Amendment for Town House Lot Sizes: The Mayor stated that a Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM for public comments regarding Ordinance 2011-01 to amend Section 401.A.3 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance, which will amend the minimum lot size requirement for townhomes to 2,000 square feet for Town Residential (TR), Town Center (TC) and Multi-Family Residential (MR) Zoning Districts. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve Ordinance 2011-01; Zoning Text Amendment for Town House Lot Sizes. Motion carried unanimously. 
2011 Mowing Season Bid Proposals: Town Manager Smith stated that eight (8) lawn service companies provided mowing service proposals at the bid opening on March 28, 2011, with TK & Son Enterprise, formerly Tanner Landscaping, providing the low bid at $925 per week for the mowing season of April 18 through November 11, 2011, at the total contract cost of $28,675. She further stated that the TK & Son Enterprise proposal was $185 less per week than their 2010 contract price. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to accept the 2011 Mowing Season bid from TK & Son Enterprise at $925 per week. Motion carried unanimously.

Park Sound System Upgrade: Town Manager Smith stated that Mike Sokol, of JMS Productions, visited Shafer Park to analyze the site to determine the best sound equipment upgrade options, as recommended by the Mayor and Council in the March meeting. Mr. Sokol provided an analysis and cost estimate that was based on adding components to the existing sound system that included ten (10) weatherproof horn speakers, a 2,000-watt amplifier, and a sound mixer making this a plug-and-play installation that will be simple to use. Mr. Sokol provided a cost for the proposed equipment of $9,728. Town Manger Smith obtained two (2) additional price quotes for the same sound equipment based on Mr. Sokol’s upgrade recommendation from Audio Video of Frederick at the cost of $7,113 and DSL Sound at cost of $8,772. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the purchase of the park sound equipment from Audio Video at the cost of $7,113 and the set-up and training cost of $1,000 from Mike Sokol. Motion carried unanimously.
Annual Tub-grinding Proposal: Town Manager Smith stated that she received the annual tub-grinding proposal from MES at the cost of $12,547.50, which is based on their estimate of 2,675 cubic yards of debris, to turn the debris into usable mulch for the Town. She further stated that this does not include the additional labor and equipment cost from Huntzberry Brothers for moving the debris. She stated that she obtained an additional quote from Custom Landscape Management, who owns their own tub-grinder, for the total cost of $6,900, which includes all services and fuel. At the request of the Mayor and Council, Town Manger Smith contacted Custom Landscape Management, who estimated the size of the debris pile at 1,067 cubic yards. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve Custom Landscaping Management contract for the annual tub grinding at the debris lot at the cost of $6,900. Motion carried unanimously.
Monroe Road Improvements: The Mayor reviewed the discussion from the Workshop Meeting regarding Monroe Road being listed as one of the top roads set for repair between April 4, 2011 and the end of August 2011 according to an article in The Herald-Mail Newspaper, noting that the County is proposing a patch and overlay repair. County Commissioner Jeff Cline assured the Mayor and Council that this is true, and that he will notify the Town of a start date for the repairs as soon as possible. 


Annual Maryland Municipal League Conference: The Mayor stated that Assistant Mayor Long is requesting to attend the MML Convention in Ocean City, Maryland on June 26 through June 29, 2011 at the registration cost of $399. Assistant Mayor Long is the District Representative to the MML Board of Directors. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Cynthia Kauffman to approve Assistant Mayor Long’s MML Convention registration fees of $399, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining. Motion carried 5-1.

Annual Post 10 Easter Egg Hunt: The Mayor stated that the Clopper-Michael American Legion Post 10 has requested to hold their Annual Easter Egg Hunt event in Shafer Park on Sunday, April 24, 2011 at 1:00 PM. He further stated that the Town annually donates $100 to Post 10 to help support this event. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Chambers to donate $100 and approve Post 10’s annual Easter Egg Hunt event in Shafer Park on Sunday, April 24, 2011. Motion carried unanimously.
Annual Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade: Assistant Mayor Long announced that the Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade will be held on Sunday, May 29, 2011 with the wreath laying ceremony at 1:00 PM and parade at 2:00 PM. The Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary sponsors the event. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary Annual Memorial Day Parade on Sunday, May 29, 2011. Motion carried unanimously.
WWTP Sinkhole: Town Manager Smith stated that a sinkhole, approximately 2 x 3 feet in size on the surface, was discovered at the Waste Water Treatment Plant and that Triad Engineering was called in for their analysis, which was reviewed by the Mayor and Council at the Workshop Meeting. She further stated that Triad has provided three recommendations, and that consensus was given at the Workshop meeting to completely dig out a 10 x 10 foot area around the sinkhole to the throat of the hole, perform a full remediation and correction, and fill it with concrete at the estimated cost of $3,500. Council Member Chambers stated that the Utilities Commission would further review the matter. 
Council Member Solberg stated that sample compost bins and rain barrels are now on display at the Boonsboro Free Library and the Community Center, and will be sold at Green Fest on May 7, 2011 near the Scout Building in the Shafer Park.
COMMISSION REPORTS
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on March 10, 2011. Discussions included the welcoming of new Commission Member Chris Sarnecki and an update on the status of Alley 11 noting that it will remain closed to vehicular traffic.  Commission Members are recommending the installation of a 3-way stop sign at the intersection of Park Drive and Park Drive as a means to control speed through the park. It was also noted that the Town is registered for National Night Out, which will be held on August 2, 2011.
· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the installation of two additional stop signs at the intersection of Park Drive and Park Drive to create a 3-way stop intersection to assist with the traffic calming methods as recommended by the Police & Public Safety Commission. Motion carried unanimously.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on March 23, 2011. Discussions included the upcoming Summer Concert Series in the Park, the suggestion of purchasing a sign to put on Main Street for announcing upcoming concerts, the welcoming of new Board Member Rich Hawkins, Sr. who provided and update on the Park fields and usage, and the purchase of new decorations for the Independence Day Celebration.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on March 10, 2011. Discussions included the Alternate 40 Waterline connection status, the Capital Replacement Projects in Keedysville with Keedysville’s Mayor Matt Hull and Assistant Mayor Barry Levey including the Operations and Maintenance Agreement review for the new water system infrastructure and the Keedysville Spring House modification review, the AC&T sewer main status, the request for modification of the sewer system construction specifications for sewer laterals and sewer main depth by Gordon Poffenberger of Fox & Associates on behalf of the King Road Phase 1 development and Graystone Section F development, the Keedysville Spring pump modification, and the Utilities Budget mid-year financial review.  
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on March 22, 2011. Discussions included the Request for Modification for Graystone, Section F to allow street trees, a recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals for a Variance Request (BZA11-03) at 5 Park Drive for a shed, the APFO Recommendation for AC&T concerning a fee-in-lieu of payment for the replacement of the terra-cotta sewer main based on the Utilities Commission’s recommendations, the proposed Fiscal Year 2012 Planning and Zoning Budget, and a review of the TT&K proposed Developer Rights and Responsibilities Agreement, which will be recommended to the Mayor and Council. 
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held on March 23, 2011. Lisa Piston submitted her resignation from the Commission. The vacancy will be advertised on the Town website. Discussions included ideas for streetscape planters for the Downtown area; members of the Commission will attend a Networking Breakfast in Taneytown to gather additional information to organize Networking Breakfasts in Town to bring local businesses together, and an update on GreenFest.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The quarterly Community Outreach meeting will be held on April 14, 2011. The bi-monthly Council of Governments meeting will be held on April 28, 2011.
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 328 calls for service, which included 36 motor vehicle violations. The Department assisted the Sheriff’s Office in the search and rescue for three missing juveniles. 
Town Manager’s Report – Debra Smith
· The Town received a request from the Washington County Community Mediation Center to obtain a support letter endorsing the efforts of their organization for their annual program funding support. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to endorse a letter in support of the Washington County Community Mediation Center. Motion carried unanimously.

· The part-time seasonal position of Grounds Maintenance Worker will be advertised through Friday, April 15, 2011, at $9 per hour for the weekly mowing and maintenance of the Boonsboro Shafer Park, Historical Park, and Knode Circle. Additional responsibilities include opening, closing and maintaining all Park restroom facilities on a daily basis, and monitoring the Towns yard debris site on Saturday’s from 8:00 AM through noon.

· Enkore Kids has requested the use of Shafer Park on Saturday, April 23, 2011 for The Great Cloth Diaper Change event to try to set a worldwide record for cloth diaper changes and support Green Awareness.
