BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 10, 2009

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 10, 2009 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, and Jerry Wolfe. Also in attendance: Town Manager Debbie Smith, Superintendent Bobby Mose, and Operator Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

· Motion by Metz, second by Messner to approve the November 12, 2009 Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Messner, second by Kennedy to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for November 2009, and motion carried.  

· Motion by Kennedy, second by Wolfe to approve the November 2009 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update - 
Project Construction Update: Town Manager Smith reported that the Construction Progress Meeting #5 was held on November 24, 2009. The installation of the waterline on Scenic View Court is expected to be complete by December 16, 2009 pending weather, with housing connections pending on Scenic View Court. A second crew will begin on Mill Point Road at that time as well. Final paving began this week on Alternate 40 past Scenic View Court but was stopped by Dave Felker from the State Highway Administration due to weather and may be delayed until spring if the temperatures stay below 40 degrees.  Project completion was anticipated by December 24, 2009 but the weather over the last 2 to 3 weeks has created delays with rain every 2 to 3 days.  All water main and connections are expected to be in service by early January. Dave Felker from SHA is submitting a letter to the Town on behalf of W.F. Delauter to state that they will not be able to complete the paving until spring.
Project Funding Update: Town Manager Smith reported that due to the length of the time of construction, CLSI has requested that they be paid on a time and material basis for expenses over and above the contract amount. This has been submitted to MDE for approval. W.F. Delauter has not yet submitted Pay Request #5. Previous pay request reimbursements have been received from MDE totaling $365,993.00 to date. 
Proposed Project Debt Service Rate: Town Manager Smith stated that a Debt Service Rate needs to be established and included in the next Utility billing in January 2010. Based on the engineering and construction loans from MDE and the Town loan for the unapproved Project funding of $17,157 for the road boring, the proposed Debt Service Rate per EDU would be $67.00. All EDU’s will begin the Debt Service payments at the same time so that the loans will be paid in full within 19 years, despite actual hook-up dates. Consensus is to move forward with the proposed Debt Service Rate of $67.00 per quarter per EDU. 
Leonard Thomas, 3 Park Drive - Request for Service Line Replacement Update. Town Manager Smith stated that at last months meeting an analysis was requested to be conducted between Potomac Street and Mr. Leonard’s property on Park Drive to determine the required water pressure. According to MDE, there is no set Federal or State guideline for water pressure, but that normal pressure is between 50 and 60psi, with the minimum of 20psi. The Town Superintendent received an estimate from Huntsberry Brothers for the cost of running a new service line from Potomac Street and Mr. Leonard’s property on Park Drive, which is 220 linear feet, at $4,950. Consensus is to have the Town staff obtain a chart reading of Mr. Leonard’s line, and then propose a service line replacement in next years Budget.
REPORTS

BOONSBORO/KEEDYSVILLE REGIONAL WATER BOARD REPORT: Meeting was held on November 18, 2009. Discussions included the True-Up between Boonsboro and Keedysville and the Keedysville Proposed Water Infrastructure Upgrade Improvements. 
· Town Manager Smith stated that Keedysville has been working on Water Infrastructure Upgrade Improvements for over 5 years and recently presented the Project plans and drawing to Boonsboro for review. Questions and concerns were addressed in the KCI Technologies Project comment letter and KCI Technologies met with the Boonsboro Operators for a Project Review Meeting on December 2, 2009. Town Manager Smith explained that because this is a Project between the two Towns, Alex McNamee, of MDE, would be sending a letter to the Town stating that MDE will not move forward on the Keedysville Water Infrastructure Upgrade Project until the Mayor and Council have reviewed the Project and Boonsboro has obtained a legal opinion on the matter.

MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: A Public Hearing was held before the Regular Meeting on December 7, 2009 at 6:45 PM for Resolution 2009-05; Amending the Charter of the Town of Boonsboro. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guests included Greg Murray, County Administrator, who explained the County Tax Setoff Plan for Municipalities. Discussed items included the Amending and Introduction of Resolution 2009-05 (Revised); Amending the Charter of the Town of Boonsboro; Section 513. Vacancies, A. Generally in which there was a motion for a change in wording, the approval of Resolution 2009-06; Resolution to Participate in the National League of Cities Prescription Discount Card Program which will provide a 20% discount in prescription drugs for uninsured residents of Boonsboro and a 20% discount for insured residents of Boonsboro with prescriptions not covered by their insurance, and the approval of a $100 donation to The Ladies Auxiliary of the American Legion Clopper-Michael Post 10 for their 2009 Children’s Christmas Party.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: LGIT is scheduled to be in Town to perform their annual Hazard Evaluation Survey of the sites on December 23, 2009. Letters have been installed on the sign at the Waste Water Treatment Plant. 
Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 8:40 PM.
