The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Hawkins, Nuice, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith and Town Planner Clark. 

Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the April 7, 2008 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.  
Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the April 28, 2008 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.  
Motion by Nuice, second by Long, to approve the April 2008 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Long to approve the April 2008 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Approval of the FY09 Constant Yield Tax Rate:  A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM to discuss the tax rate remaining the same at $.30 per $100. Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the FY09 Constant Yield Tax rate. Motion carried.

Approval of Ordinance 2008-02; Zoning Text Amendment for “Age Restricted Housing”:  A Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM to obtain approval for the zoning text amendment for single-family 4-unit senior homes.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Long to approve Ordinance 2008-02. Motion carried.
Introduction Ordinance 2008-03; Regulating the Use of Skateboards and Other Play Vehicles: The Ordinance will be discussed and reviewed by the Police and Public Safety Committee on May 8, 2008, and then a Public Hearing will be scheduled.  The Ordinance will cover the Downtown District.  Mayor and Council discussed the liabilities of a possible skateboard park.  Motion by Long, second by Grove to introduce Ordinance 2008-03, with Nuice disagreeing with the wording of the Ordinance.  Motion carried.
Introduction of Resolution 2008-02; Annexation Agreement Amendment: Planning Commission agreed unanimously to recommend to the Mayor and Council to amend the annexation agreements to allow these annexed properties to proceed with the presentation of concept plans for proposed development to the Planning Commission.   Motion by Nuice, second by Hawkins to introduce Resolution 2008-02. Motion carried. 
Vermeer Chipper Bid Recommendation: four bids were received for the town’s 1994 chipper ranging from $3,226 to $5,100. Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to award the bid of $5,100 to John Bair of Needmore, Pennsylvania.  Motion carried.
Water Storage Facility Cleaning Proposal:  bids were obtained for cleaning of the reservoir and both filtration facility clearwells with the BMUC recommending the bid of $9,485 from Liquid Engineering for. Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to approve the recommended cleaning bid. Motion carried.
Recommendation from BDDA to Formally Become EDC: The Boonsboro Downtown Development Association was a sub-committee of the EDC formed while seeking Main Street MD which did not happen. The actual EDC group is down to 3 members of which 2 are members of the BDDA and the EDC has not been meeting for almost a year. Therefore the BDDA is recommending to the Mayor and Council to permit them to become the acting EDC and will meet on the 4th Wednesday morning. Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to approve change. Motion carried.
Request to Approve Phase 1 of the Park Expansion Base Bid: Bids for Phase I of the Shafer Park Expansion Project were opened at 10:00 AM this morning for the base project and 7 possible alternate projects. Three bids were received; Ross Contracting @ $928,143, HMF Paving Contractor @ $756,412 and Charles E. Brake Company, Inc. at $625,122 for the base bid only which includes Stormwater infiltration pond, a football field, a soccer field, storm drain with a manhole and inlets, a parking lot, water line with water fountains and valves, a new dock for the existing fishing pond, gravel access road to fishing pond, part of Park View Dr extension w/sidewalk, SHA improvements, and common area grading and turf reestablishment.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to award the base bid to Charles E. Brake Company, Inc. at $625,122. Motion carried. Available funding will be reviewed and compared to the alternate proposals for possible incorporation into the project. Engineering construction management and inspection fees are not a component of CDM’s contract for this project and costs for these services will be obtained from other firms for comparison and considered at the next meeting.
