
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

April 10, 2008
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, April 10, 2008 in the Town Hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, George Messner, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.  Chairman Chambers acknowledged the passing of previous BMUC Chairman Bernie Moser.
Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the March 13, 2008 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the Treasurer’s reports for March 2008.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second Hutzell to pay the bills for March 2008. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: Chairman Chambers, Town Manager Smith, and Superintendent Mose met with CLSI on Monday, April 7, 2008 and the project is ready to proceed.  The engineering loan of $78,000 has been closed and complete.  Within six weeks, the engineer will have a 30% completion of design drawings. A letter was received today regarding notice to property owners that surveying and property marking to identify underground utilities will start as soon as Monday.  The letter will be forwarded to all properties that will be affected after it is approve by Mayor and Council.
WWTP Construction Update: The next construction meeting is April 16, 2008.  Pads have been poured for the tank.  Masonry and rebar formed.  The project is now at approximately 21% completion. The excess dirt from the excavation of the project will not affect the senior league field as originally proposed, and the Mayor and Council gave the South Mountain Little League permission to use the field as needed.
WWTP Funding/Developers Agreements Update: The are presently six developers involved in the funding agreement. Proposals and agreements are being submitted to Attorney Wantz and Planning Commission for review.  The Mayor and Council will introduce a resolution in May to amend the annexation agreements that will allow the developers to begin to submit preliminary plans to the Planning Commission for review while time allows prior to completion of the Waste Water Treatment Plant.
Keedysville Plant Filter Sleeve Replacement: Project is complete, and pumps are running.  Barry Leevey was notified of project start and completion.   
Water Rate and Cost of Service Study Bids: The Mayor and Council approved the Utilities recommendation to award the low bid to ARRO at $17,500.  The study should take approximately 60 to 90 days to complete.  It will not affect the Fiscal Year 2009 Budget.
NEW BUSINESS
Clear Well and Reservoir Cleaning Proposals: A second bid was obtained from Pittsburgh Tank and Tower Company to clean the reservoir and clear wells at $14,609.  A third bid was requested from Liquid Vision Technology, but the company did not respond.  Received approval for the low bid of original quote for $10,435 from Liquid Engineering.  Quotes to be reviewed by Mayor and Council. Motion by Kirby, second by Hutzell to recommend the low bid from Liquid Engineering to Mayor and Council for approval.  Motion carried. 

Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board Report: The next meeting is scheduled for May 7, 2008, at 6:30 PM in Boonsboro.  The date will be moved to May 14, 2008.  
Mayor and Council Report: Mayor and Council approved the Tubgrinding bid, and the chipper will be placed out for bid.  Introduced Ordinance 2008-02 for Age Restricted Housing at Fletchers Gove.  Mayor and Council approved three donations.
Town Manager Report: Bulk trash pick-up will be held on Saturday, April 12, 2008.  Shafer Park Expansion – Phase 1 bid advertised.  Bids are due April 30, 2008.  Pre-construction meeting will be held on April 16, 2008.
