BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING

MONDAY, JUNE 7, 2010

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Police Chief Jeff Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. 

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the April 12, 2010 Budget Workshop Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the May 3, 2010 Regular Session Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Mose to approve the May 25, 2010 Workshop Session Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the May 2010 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the May 2010 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

Presentation of Boonsboro Police Department Criminal Justice Scholarship- Chief Hewett presented Boonsboro High School graduate Allison Griffith with the Criminal Justice Scholarship. Miss Griffith maintained a 3.38 GPA in High School and a 3.5 GPA in the Essence Program at Hagerstown Community College.

NEW BUSINESS:
Adoption of Fiscal Year 2011 Budgets: A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM for public input on the Fiscal Year 2011 Budgets. Mayor Kauffman stated that the Personal Property Tax rate automatically increases at a rate of 2.5 times the real property tax, which will be .806.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 General Fund Budget, and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund Budget, and motion carried

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund Budget, and motion carried. Council Member Wetzel stated that she has concerns that Sewer User Fees are being used to balance the Sewer Fund and asked if there is a plan to rectify this. Town Manager Smith and Council Member Chambers explained that the User Fee Funds are used to balance and offset the Operating and Maintenance Budget, and that the Sewer Fund hopes to become self-sustaining again within three years. 

· Council Member Chambers explained the Utilities Commission three goals to help the Sewer Fund become self-sustaining again:

· Reduce the demand of electricity at the Waste Water Treatment Plant, which is the biggest cost to the Sewer Fund right now.

· Look at different methods of Bio-Solids removal and process the sludge more readily as possible farming fertilizer
· The cost of the single audit to the Sewer Fund, which will go away this year. 

Fiscal Year 2010 End of Year General Fund Budget Adjustments: Town Manager Smith stated that as the Fiscal Year 2010 comes to a close there is the need to make a few adjustments in the General Fund. She explained that funds need to be reallocated to offset items that have gone over budget. She proposed taking $54,750 from the Contingency Fund total of $84,170 and placing $10,000 in the Employee Pension for the Police Department, $4,500 in Heating, $17,400 in Snow Removal, $8,850 in Snow Overtime, and $14,000 in Attorney Fees to compensate for the fees incurred due to the Flook property. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2010 end of year General Fund Budget adjustments. Motion carried.

Proposed Street Modifications: Assistant Mayor Long reviewed the Public Safety Committees recommendation and citizen’s comments for the four proposed street modification in Town.  
· Park Drive – Revert traffic back to 2-way on Park Drive with a ‘right turn only’ onto Main Street due to a huge volume of cars using Shafer Park Drive in the morning. All citizen comments received, with the exception on one, were against reverting traffic to 2-way.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long. Motion dies for lack of second. Park Drive will remain a 1-way street.

· St. Paul Street - “No Parking” on both sides of the street from High Street to Fire House Alley due to safety issues resulting from the narrowness of that section of St. Paul Street. All citizen comments received were in favor of a “no parking” area. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to enforce “No Parking” on St. Paul Street from High Street to Fire House Alley. Motion carried.
· Della Lane at Winner Lane - Make this location a 3-way STOP to slow traffic speed in the neighborhood and to prevent accidents at the top of the hill. All citizen comments received were against a 3-way STOP. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to make a 3-way STOP at the intersection of Della Lane and Winner Lane. Council voted 3-3, with Mayor Kauffman opposing. Motion denied.
· Della Lane at Kerns Drive and Thomas Alley – Place a 4-way STOP at the intersection to further slow traffic speed in the neighborhood. All citizen comments received, with the exception on one, were against a 4-way STOP. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to make a 4-way STOP on Della Lane at the intersection of Kerns Drive and Thomas Alley. Council voted 3-3, with Mayor Kauffman opposing. Motion denied.

Introduction of Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards: Planning Director Clark introduced Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards to amend and add certain provisions to the Subdivision Ordinance for the design of streets and to reenact standards for local streets, minor and major collectors, sidewalks, curbs and gutters. She stated that the Planning Commission is requesting that a Public Hearing be held on July 6, 2010 for public input before the next Regular Meeting. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the introduction of Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards and schedule the Public Hearing for July 6, 2010. Motion carried.

Appointment of Council Liaisons and General Fund Treasurer: Mayor Kauffman recognized and commended Council Member Richard Hawkins, Sr. for dedicating 25 years of service to the Town. He stated that Council Member Hawkins would continue on a volunteer basis to assist the Town with the Shafer Park Expansion Project. 
· Mayor Kauffman recommended Assistant Mayor Howard Long to replace former Councilmember/Treasurer Rich Hawkins as the General Fund Treasurer. Motion by Council Member Mose, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the appointment of Assistant Mayor Howard Long as the General Fund Treasurer. Motion carried with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Assistant Mayor Howard Long as Planning Commission Liaison.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Solberg as Public Safety Commission Liaison.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Chambers as Utilities Commission Liaison.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Cynthia Kauffman as Park Board Liaison.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Mose as Economic Development Commission Liaison.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Wetzel as the Town representative to the Washington County Council of Governments and the Community Out-Reach Advisory Council.
· Mayor Kauffman appointed Council Member Chambers, Council Member Mose, and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to the Personnel Committee.


Donation Request: The Mayor and Council received a request for a donation to the BABI 18th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve a donation of $50 to the BABI Dwight Scott Golf Tournament. Motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS

Planning Commission – M. Clark.  Meeting held on May 11, 2010. Discussions included the approval of the Request for Modification for the first phase construction of the TT&K section of Warrior Boulevard, the approval to recommend the introduction of Ordinance 2010-01; Update to the Street Standards to the Mayor and Council, and the resignation of Commission Member Julie Green.
Public Safety Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on May 13, 2010. Discussions included updates on comments received concerning street modifications, untagged vehicles in the area, and the removal of the “no parking” sign at the alley beside Boonsboro NAPA. (Town Manager Smith stated that SHA will need to address and remove the signage along Main Street.)
Police Chief Report – J. Hewett. The Police Department received 433 calls for service, which included 30 motor vehicle violator contacts and 10 parking citations. Arrests for the month of May included two (2) adults and two (2) juveniles. 

Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on May 13, 2010. Discussions included the final review and approval of the Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund Budget, the final review and approval of the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund Budgets with Option 1 Sewer Rate increase, AC&T redevelopment and upgrade recommendation of the terra cotta sewer pipe in accordance with the APFO Ordinance from Planning Director Clark, the approval of the preliminary site plan for Ringley Drive and proposed construction of 8” water line and 8” sewer line within 50’ right-of-way based on Triad Engineering’s final review, and the re-appointment of Commission Member Todd Kennedy for a consecutive (4) four year term. 
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the re-appointment of Todd Kennedy to the Utilities Commission for a consecutive (4) four year term. Motion carried. 
Park Board – L. Schnackenberg. Meeting held on May 26, 2010. Discussions included the request from BAAA Lacrosse League for the use of a field in Shafer Park for practice and games, the success of this year’s Wagon Trail Celebration and Green Fest, and updates concerning the Independence Day Celebration and Concerts in the Park. 
Town Manager – D. Smith
· Request from Cub Scout Troop 20 to build and place (4) four bluebird houses at Boonsboro Pond. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the placement of (4) four bluebird houses at the Pond. Motion carried. 
· County Commissioners approved the Town for $60,000 POS Funding for Fiscal Year 2011, which will be received in Fiscal Year 2012.
· Fiscal Year 2010 Community Parks and Playgrounds Grant for $10,000 was denied due to lack of funding. 
· Project Sunburst Grant for solar panels at the Waste Water Treatment Plant was denied. 
· Correspondence with individuals from the Ag Center about creating a Boonsboro Farmer’s Market. Still looking for a Market Master to lead the events. A meeting will be scheduled to discuss trying to get the Market started this year.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

Jeff Kline: Thanked the Mayor and Council for inviting his father, a World War II Veteran, to participate in the Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade. Barinda Golden: Poem about summer. 

County Commissioner Kristin Aleshire: Election year for County Commissioners. Commissioner Aleshire reported that the County budget is solid, and headed in the right direction to Fiscal Year 2011.Commissioners discussed the proposal of the Eastern High School. Due to redistricting issues, input and comments are needed from Boonsboro and South County residents before the decisions are made. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman discussed the deteriorating condition of Monroe Road, which is used for the South Mountain Little League fields, Waste Water Treatment Plant, and Boonsboro Debris Lot.
Rich Hawkins raised concerns with the overcrowding and over population of the Boonsboro Schools and the Washington County Capital Improvement Plan Program, and what influence the County Commissioners have over this. Commissioner Aleshire stated that he could make recommendations concerning schools to the BOE but that all approvals for funding and expansion must come from the State. Council Member Wetzel stated that it is her understanding that Boonsboro Elementary School has moved up on the BOE’s Capital Improvement Plan list from 2018 to 2015. Commissioner Aleshire stated that this is correct.
