APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Regular meeting minutes of the January 27, 2015 meeting approved as submitted.


UNFINISHED BUSINESS

	SYCAMORE RUN: PLAN CHANGE

Town Manager Clark stated at the October 28, 2014 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission, the Commission approved a plan change for Sycamore Run to include a community propane tank farm and distribution lines contingent upon the Council entering into a franchise agreement that included consumer protections. Town Manager Clark presented Addendum Two to the Franchise Agreement with Thompson Gas, which details the franchise with Thompson Gas to provide propane in the Sycamore Run development and consumer protection provisions. The Consumer Protection provisions include a pre-contract disclosure to home buyer’s as well as information on the Consumer Protection Division of the Office of the Attorney General for the State of Maryland; Public Service Commission correspondence; and correspondence regarding the handling of complaints.

Motion by Secretary Koerting, seconded by Member Parmelee, to GRANT FINAL APPROVAL OF THE SYCAMORE RUN PLAN CHANGE. Motion carried unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS

SYCAMORE RUN: PHASE II FINAL PLAT

Town Manager Clark stated the Phase II Final Plat of Sycamore Run consists of 26 lots on approximately 4.06 acres and 3 acres for open space, road, and SWM, leaving approximately 4.7 acres for future phases of Sycamore Run. She stated the plan conforms to the approved preliminary plan and meets Planning, Zoning, and Engineering requirements. 

MOTION by Vice-Chairman Maricle, second by Secretary Koerting, to APPROVE THE SYCAMORE RUN PHASE II FINAL PLAT CONTINGENT UPON THE TECHNICAL COMMENTS BEING ADDRESSED, SIGNED PUBLIC WORKS AGREEMENTS, BOND AMOUNTS POSTED, AND APPROVAL FROM WASHINGTON COUNTY REGARDING SWM AND FOREST CONSERVATION. Motion carried unanimously. 

	REQUEST FOR MAP AMENDMENT: EASTERDAY ROHERSVILLE ROAD PROPERTY AND LOT 5

Town Manager Clark stated she received two requests for Zoning Map Amendments for property owned the Easterdays. The first request is to rezone the approximately 8 acres on Rohersville Road, adjacent to the SHA property from Multi-Family Residential to General Commercial zoning. The second request is to adjust the General Commercial/Town Residential Zoning boundary on the Easterday Farm to add approximately 4 additional acres to General Commercial.

The Planning Commission discussed the request and agreed to schedule a joint public hearing with the Mayor and Council on March 24th as well as a public education meeting for the proposed development of the Easterday Farm property.
