BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 11, 2011

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 11, 2011 in the Town Hall 2nd floor Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy, and Harold Kirby. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith and Water/Wastewater Superintendent Rick Painter, Town Planner Megan Clark and Triad Engineer Billie Swailes representing the Town. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the July 14, 2011 Regular Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Kirby, second by Hutzell to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer’s Reports for July 2011, and motion carried.  

Motion by Hutzell second by Metz to approve the July 2011 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

GUESTS

Town Planner Clark and Triad/Town Engineer Billie Swailes presented the Commission with a proposed concept to gravity sewer for the proposed TT&K Development. Section 716 of the Subdivision Ordinance states “The subdivider shall provide for the most effect[ive] type of sanitary sewage disposal which is consistent with the natural features, location, and proposed development and based upon previously presented information to the Utilities Commission showing a gravity sewer line from the North end of Town to the Wastewater Treatment Plant, Town Planner Clark stated she asked both the Town Engineer and Fox and Associates, engineer’s for the TT&K Development, to look at the feasibility of a gravity main in lieu of providing a pump station, as currently proposed. Town Engineer Swailes came up with a concept, which provides for a new 10” gravity sewer main from the northeastern end of the TT&K property to the Wastewater Treatment Plant via a bridge over the stream crossing. The 10” main could also serve future development north of the TT&K property. Vice-Chairman Kennedy asked how the ability to maintain the sewer would be affected since it crosses a stream. Engineer Swailes stated the main would still be accessible for maintenance. Motion by Kennedy, second by Kirby for THE TT&K DEVELOPMENT TO BE SERVED BY GRAVITY SEWER AS PRESENTED BY THE TOWN ENGINEER. The motion carried unanimously. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Sewer System Smoke Testing Status: 
Notice of Findings: Town Manager Smith stated that a Correction of Finding Notice was sent to various property owners advising them of the recently completed Smoke Test Survey of the towns Sanitary Sewer System and that a field inspection revealed that a sanitary sewer clean-out cap located on their property is missing or broken and must be repaired or replaced within thirty-30 days.
Review of I&I findings and repair proposals: The Park Drive sewer main was televised by Washington County on Monday, July 18 to determine the problem areas within the line that resulted in a large amount of smoke to rise from the storm drains near McKeldin Drive. Three-(3) problem areas were found between ManHoles (MH) 36 and 36A.

1. Approximately 85 feet from MH36 was a crack in the joint that was repaired by staff on August 9th. The Town Manager was notified when the repair was completed and found that the pipe was too deep for what is considered safe working conditions.

2. Approximately 80 feet from MH36 is another hole in the sewer main. Due to the depth of the main, a quote was obtained from Huntzberry Brothers in the amount of $3,750 to make the repair.

3. 180 feet from MH36 is a springwater cross-connection. Huntzberry Brothers is preparing a proposal to identify and correct the source based on equipment and material rates.

4. Huntzberry Brothers also provided a quote of $2,950 to repair approximately 42 LF of sewer line in the field behind the new park area identified after being televised.

Motion by Messner, second by Hutzell to approve the repairs to be performed by Huntzberry Brothers as proposed with the springwater cross-connection repair to be monitored and re-evaluated if it reaches $5,000. Motion carried.

MDE Capacity Management Plan from MDE - Status: a request was made to Neil Winner at MDE for the 25 towns involved in the study as well as clarification on how they determined that Boonsboro is either at or exceeding 80% of the allocated permit compared to the 66% calculated and reported each month. Another request will be made and followed up with Saeid Kasraei requesting information on the 14% difference.
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Boonsboro Keedysville Regional Water Board - Update: Meeting memorandum between Town Manager Smith, Superintendent Painter, and Keedysville Asst. Mayor Barry Levey attached and incorporated with these minutes.
Review Applications for Water/Wastewater Operator: Town Manager Smith stated that three resumes were received and reviewed with Superintendent Painter. Todd Kennedy stated the lack of response for the position was most likely due to the requirement for an experienced person with dual certifications in both water and wastewater. Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to recommend to the Mayor and Council that the position be re-advertised as an Operator “trainee” with the stipulation that the hired person pass the water certification and the wastewater certification exam within three years. Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

Reservoir/Filtration Plants Dive Assessment Service Report: Superintendent Painter reported that the cleaning and assessment of the reservoir and clearwells in both filtration plants that is scheduled (and budgeted) every three-(3) years, was conducted on July 25th with no issues found.
Proposal to Replace Existing Defective Heating Units in Keedysville Plant: the heaters in the Keedysville plant are not working and cannot be repaired. Superintendent Painter is requesting replacement of the two existing defective heating units to be replaced with 10 KW heaters for $2,103.40 from Antietam Electrical Contractors. Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the heater replacement. Motion carried.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT– K. Chambers. A Public Hearing was held on August 1, 2011at 6:30 PM for public input on Ordinance 2011-02; Zoning Text Amendment to Allow Domesticated Chickens. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Discussed items included the Introduction of Ordinance 2011-03; to Amend the Zoning Ordinance to Remove the General Commercial Maintenance Clause with a Public Hearing scheduled for 6:15 PM on September 6, 2011, the approval of the Bid Review and recommendation to award Bid for Sale of the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria, the approval of the Fiscal Year 2012 General Fund Capital Outlay Projects which included obtaining bids for a new Utility truck and bids for the Town Hall exterior build repairs, the Police and Public Safety Commission recommendation to fill two vacancies, and the issues and concerns that will be discussed at the Board of County Commissioners meeting in Boonsboro on August 30, 2011.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT – D. Smith. 
· Victory Baptist Church submitted a letter to the Town regarding a high water bill for the June quarter that resulted in a water leak on their side of the meter as a result of the contractor not tightening the compression fittings during the time of construction. W.F. Delauter has returned on a few occasions to correct a few faulty connections as well as the towns Public Works staff, with this being the first resulting in a leak on the owner’s side. Kirby Delauter has been contacted and stated that someone would be returning to correct all the connection fittings, which has not occurred to date and no results from requested return calls. Town manager Smith stated that in her opinion it would not be fair to charge the church for the faulty fitting and therefore will adjust the billing to the average usage amount and request the contractor pay the difference.
· Crestview B Pumping Station: the mowing contractor was mowing in a narrow area by the pumping station early Wednesday morning and cut the power supply, which required manual pumping of the sludge until repaired. The contractor has been made aware that they are responsible for the cost of repairs.
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT - R. Painter.
· Leak found and repaired by staff at the WWTP.
· Issues with the bladder tank at the WWTP that may result in a need for replacement.
Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 9:25 PM and the motion carried unanimously.
