REGULAR MEETING
August 13, 2015

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 13, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, Ray Hoffman and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.  Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.

· Motion by Member Kitchen, second by Member Mose, to approve the July 9, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

· Motion by Member Hutzell, second by Member Hoffman to approve the July 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Well Maintenance Contract/Shaffer Park Well rehab: The Town Engineer provided the Commission with several options on the well, a proposal to lower the well and upgrade the conductors, and another full rehab proposal by Layne.  Discussion ensued regarding unaddressed comments which had been gathered for USG regarding their proposal, the USG representative offered to lower the pump and upgrade the conductors at no additional cost.  The commission and staff debated the USG proposal and these other proposals, and decided to have a follow up meeting with USG to possibly renegotiate some of the terms.  

Utility Patching Contract: Town Engineer provided the Commission with the one bid on the utilities patching contract, Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to recommend to the Mayor and Council the contact be awarded to Huntzberry Brothers and the motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS: 

Charter Amendment/BMUC By-laws: Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel provided the Commission with options to update the Charter and/or bylaws, to possibly add an additional member.   Several commission members and the chairman discussed government roles and control, checks and balances, and that further consideration is in order.

Water Brochure: Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel provided the Commission with information that a water brochure was being developed.

Water/Sewer Allocation: The Town Engineer presented some data on current permitted allocations versus the amounts of water produced and sewage treated currently.

Maintenance Building: Commission Chairman Davis, and Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry discussed a new maintenance storage building to be built on the WWTP property with the commission.  Vice-Chairman Loeber will be working further on it with them.

· Council Liaison Wetzel shared the activities of the August Council meeting. 

TOWN ENGINEERS’S REPORT- B. Hopkins
• Stated that he had been working with ADS environmental on a potential flow monitoring effort as part of the sewer rehabilitation grant funding.

UTILITIES REPORT- P. Shumaker 
• Stated a pump in WWTP needs to be pulled and repaired.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT- G. Huntsberry
• Stated that vendors from ecologics had come and gave a demonstration on their leak detection correlator system and software.


Motion by Member Hutzell seconded by Vice-Chairman Loeber adjourn the meeting at 8:50pm. Motion carried unanimously.
