 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
AUGUST 14, 2014

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 14, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Rob Hutzell, Eric Kitchen, and Ray Hoffman. Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the July 17, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Hutzell to approve the July 2014 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to approve the July 2014 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

GUESTS
Barry Levey, Keedysville Town Councilmember and Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water Board Member discussed his concerns with the Council’s proposal to place 85% of the responsibility for the Water Tank and Booster Pump Station on the Town of Keedysville. The Commission discussed the proposed memorandum of understanding regarding the tank and booster station and agreed to meet with the Council to discuss further options.. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
I&I Project Update: Town Engineer Hopkins updated the Commission on the progress of identifying and studying the sewer system. He stated most of the equipment needed to do a pump-around has been purchased and they will begin to do inspections during a rain event in the next few weeks. 

CIP Projects: Town Engineer Hopkins stated staff is recommending that the Utilities Commission hold off on obtaining a loan for additional equipment. He stated the Town has not gotten the grant for the I&I work and will more than likely need to obtain financing for the sewer system improvements. The Commission agreed to focus on the sewer system improvements. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
Stainless Steel Check Valve for the WWTP: Utilities Superintendent Shumaker stated he is requesting to purchase a stainless steel checkvalve for the Wastewater Treatment Plant in hopes of the stainless steel model lasting longer than the plastic models currently used. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to purchase a checkvalve. Motion carried unanimously.

Millpoint Road Flusher: Utilities Superintendent Shumaker stated he is concerned with stagnant water on the Millpoint water line and will be investigating the installation of a flusher on the line. 

Keedysville Spring House: Town Engineer Hopkins stated he has been working on a plan to rehabilitate the Keedysville Spring House. He stated he has put together a plan for compete rehabilitation starting with the inside of the building, the intent is to use staff resources to rehabilitate the walls starting with the studs, install foam board insulation, install a floor drainage system, re-grade the floor to drain, epoxy coat the entire interior- floor, walls, ceiling.  He stated the electrical needed to be upgraded with GFI protection and replacing the non-functioning lighting.  The slabs will have structural assessment to verify integrity and then removal or any compromised concrete followed by rehabilitation with epoxy mortar of any spalled areas and then MG-krete and or epoxy coating.  He requested funding of some of the materials to start the process contingent with agreement of the BKRWB. Consensus was given from the Commission to present the rehabilitation project to BKRWB and begin purchasing small items. *A poll vote was conducted on August 22, 2014 for approval of the Keedysville Spring House rehabilitation project. Unanimous approval was granted to move forward with the project. 
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Project Updates
Maple Avenue Waterline: Town Engineer Hopkins stated Huntzberry Brothers has requested partial payment for the work completed on the Maple Avenue Waterline project. He stated staff needs to review what has been completed and the contractor needs to provide an itemized list prior to recommending what amount can be paid. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hutzell, to approve a partial payment for the work contingent upon review and approval by Staff of the completed items. Motion approved unanimously. 
Sycamore Run: Town Engineer Hopkins stated work and inspections of the public utilities was ongoing.
Chairman Davis stated with Operator Trainee Mark Austin passing the Water Operator’s exam, he should be moved to an Operator position and the appropriate salary. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose, to recommend to the Mayor and Council for Mark Austin to be moved to the Operator position with a Step I salary. Motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- Town Engineer Hopkins. The meeting was held on August 4, 2014. He stated the Zoning Text Amendment to allow for domesticated chickens will be voted upon in September, Council approved the repeal of the $22.50 debt fee, approved a 3-year loan for financing of Capital Improvements in the General Fund, hired a Police Department Administrative Specialist, transferred the lease on the Town Farm, and approved wi-fi in Shafer Park. 

TOWN ENGINEER REPORT- B. Hopkins
• Stated he is reviewing the south end pump station including the upgrade necessary to be provided by the developer of a large tract of land in the tributary to the pump station.  Likely improvements include backup generator fuel tank and automatic transfer switch, cleaning and epoxy coating the wet well and force main, aeration of the wet well, upgraded controller and pumps, lightening protection, comminutor, etc.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- P. Shumaker. 
• Stated he is working with Antietam Electrical and Hach to get the turbidity meters installed

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- G. Huntsberry
• Thanked the Commission for sending him to the training and stated he had passed his exam

Chairman Davis declared the meeting adjourned at 9:29 pm.
