REGULAR MEETING
February 12, 2015

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, February 12, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, and Ray Hoffman.  Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.

· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber, to approve the Jan. 10, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Jan. 2015 Water Fund Treasurer’s Report and Jan. 2015 Sewer Fund Treasurer’s Report tabled until next meeting.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to approve the Jan. 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

Amended Water Specifications:  The revised water standards and specifications were discussed.  Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to adopt the revised water standards and specifications and the motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS: 

North End Sewer Mitigation:  APFO fees were discussed for sewer service to properties to the north and west on Main St and MD-68 which will tie into a compromised downstream collections system.  Recommendation was made to revise the draft policy so that the system and fees can be reassessed every few years as well as approve a fee-in-lieu amount per EDU.

Operator Position
Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker updated the commission about filling the vacant operator position. The Commission recommended advertising the position as soon as possible for a certified water and/or wastewater operator. 

Shafer Park Well Rehab
The commission discussed proposals to rehabilitate the Shafer Park Well.  After deliberations it was decided to award the contract to the responsive low bidder -Philips Drilling who would frack the well to increase productivity.  Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to award the contract to the responsive low bidder -Philips Drilling for $4960 and the motion carried.

I&I Project Potential
The commission discussed several potential segments for an I/I reduction project.  Chairman Davis suggested sewer video be done downstream of Weis markets prior to completing projects. Town Engineer would obtain quotes for video and line cleaning.
