


 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
JANUARY 9, 2013

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 9, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Commission Members Harold Kirby, Paul Loeber, Bobby Mose and Ray Hoffman. Council Liaison Kevin Chambers, Acting Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Superintendent Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose to approve the December 18, 2013 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Kirby, second by Member Mose to approve the December 18, 2013 Executive Session Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to approve the December 2013 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to approve the December 2013 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

WELCOME BOONSBORO PLANNING COMMISSION
Introductions: Chairperson Davis welcomed Planning Commission Chairman Carvel Wright; Vice-Chairman Rob Maricle; and Members Kim Koerting, David Parmelee, and David Ambrose to the first quarterly joint meeting of the Utilities and Planning Commission. 

Joint Discussion - Future Projects & CIP: 
Planning Commission Chairman Wright provided a summary of the proposed and approved development projects since 2008. Utilities Commission Chairman Davis presented a five-year capital improvement plan and discussed existing inflow and infiltration problems the Commission hoped to address.
Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated development plans will continue to be presented to the Utilities Commission at the preliminary plan stage and she would also keep the Utilities Commission informed of concept plan proposals.  
The Commission agreed to meet again at the March meeting of the Planning Commission on Tuesday, March 25, 2014.


UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Maple Avenue Waterline RFP: Acting Town Manager Clark stated Triad Engineering is working on a revised RFP for the Maple Avenue Waterline replacement project. She stated once the engineer’s provide a revised RFP, she would provide the Commission with the draft for comment prior to advertising. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
6 Month Fiscal Year 2014 Budget Review: Acting Town Manager stated both accounts are in good standing with available funds to be used should a major expense occur. Chairperson Davis commented on the low expense of bio-solids removal to date. Superintendent Shumaker stated the expense typically goes down in the winter and will increase as the spring nears. Council Liaison Chambers commented on how much had been spent to date on engineering. Acting Town Manager Clark stated engineering had not been budgeted for capital improvement projects and would need to be taken into consideration in the following years. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]MWQFA Application: Acting Town Manager Clark stated the grant application for the Maryland Water Quality Financing Administration is due January 31, 2014. She stated her and Vice-Chairperson Loeber would be working on an application for I & I projects that had been recommended to be completed in the Graystone and Kinsey Heights developments. She stated she would correspond with the Commission via email as the application process progressed. 

Sanitary Sewer Connection Compliance Ordinance: Vice-Chairperson Loeber presented a draft Ordinance which would require verification of whether properties are connected to the sanitary sewer system legally or not. The Commission agreed to the concept of the Ordinance and recommended the Ordinance is tabled until further research and revisions on the Ordinance is completed.  

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- K. Chambers, Liaison. The meeting was held on January 6, 2014. Brigitte Schmidt, Boonsboro Environmental Commission Chairperson, presented the BEC 2013 Annual Report. Discussions included the Mayor’s 2013 State of the Town Address, the approval of the Introduction of Ordinance 2014-01; Ethics Ordinance and the scheduling of a Public Hearing for February 3, 2014, the approval of the FY14 tubgrinding service contract with Custom Landscaping Management, Inc. for the cost of $8,500, the approval to moved forward with the Lakin Avenue Extended Stormwater Management Project, the approval to renew the South Main Street Parking Lot Lease, the approval to establish the Water and Sewer Allocation Policy, the approval to implement the Velocity Online Payment Systems from Security Card Services through Susquehanna Bank, the approval to appoint Sabrina Blair, George Messner and Ray Grove to the Ethics Commission, and the approval to install new stop signs at the intersection of Della Lane and Kerns Drive creating a 4-way stop.

ACTING TOWN MANAGER REPORT- M. Clark
• Stated the Council approved a policy for the allocation of water and sewer taps. 
• Stated the Keedysville Springhouse Waterline project was moving forward now that the materials had been delivered
• Stated she had received information from MD Rural Water about rates and water audits and would be working on compiling information for the Commission 
• Stated the Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board had met on January 8, 2014 and discussed the operational agreement for the Booster Station and Water Tower; as well as future upgrades to the Keedysville Springhouse

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- P. Shumaker. 
• Stated that the system is operating well and there hasn’t been any major repair items recently. 

Chairperson Davis mentioned the meeting would be held next month on Wednesday, February 12, 2014. The Commission agreed to meet next month on Thursday, February 13, 2014. 

Motion by Vice-Chairperson Loeber, second by Member Mose to close the meeting at 8:30PM. Motion carried unanimously.
