NEW BUSINESS
RECOMMENDATION TO THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS: 

BZA13-05: Request for Special Exception, In-Home Daycare at 102 Redfern Place
Town Planner Clark presented a request for Special Exception to establish an in-home daycare at 102 Redfern Place.

Vice-Chairperson Maricle made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS APPROVAL OF THE REQUEST TO ESTABLISH AN IN-HOME DAYCARE AT 102 REDFERN PLACE. Member Ambrose seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 

URBAN GROWTH BOUNDARY

PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Town Planner Clark stated the State Highway Administrator is prepared to issue the entrance permit to King Road Associates for the Sycamore Run development as soon as they receive a bond. She stated there may be changes to Phase II of entrance improvements due to concerns from Cronise Market about the loss of parking spaces based upon the improvement plans approved by the State. Town Planner Clark stated King Road is prepared to move forward and she expects a final plat within the next month or two.

Chairperson Wright expressed concerns about the number of temporary signs used for off-premise advertising that are posted along Chase Six Boulevard. Town Planner Clark stated she could remove the signs and notify the businesses being advertised about the regulations. The Commission agreed.
