PRESIDING:      Chairman W. Carvel Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Regular meeting minutes of the May 27, 2014 meeting approved as submitted. 
NEW BUSINESS

CONCEPT PLAN: HIGH’S CONVENIENCE STORE (BNSP14-02)
Town Manager Clark presented the concept plan for the proposed 4,630 sq. ft. High’s Convenience store located on Lot 1 of the Easterday Property. She stated the proposed layout meets the requirements of the Zoning and Subdivision regulations; including the Landscaping Amendment. 
Wayne Newton, engineer for the plan; stated the site plan would be submitted for approval after water and sewer infrastructure is extended to the property and the SHA permit for the Alt. 40/Route 67 intersection is granted. Brianna Darnell, High’s representative, stated they hoped to move the project forward very quickly.

The Planning Commission discussed the layout, traffic pattern, and connectivity of the site. Vice-Chairman Maricle stated it is imperative that the right-only exit needs to be well defined. 

The Planning Commission agreed to the proposed layout and looked forward to reviewing the site plan. 

SYCAMORE RUN EASMENT PLAT
Town Manager Clark presented an easement plat for Phase I of the Sycamore Run development. She stated the plat is the same as the record plat the Planning Commission previously approved; however, now it delineates drainage and landscaping easements in areas that have significant drainage and areas that are reserved as a landscape buffer. The easements will protect the property owners from building within the easements and ensuring the maintenance of the landscape buffer. 

Motion by Secretary Koerting, second by Member Ambrose, to APPROVE THE EASEMENT PLAT FOR PHASE I OF SYCAMORE RUN. Motion carried unanimously. 

JOINT DISCUSSION WITH THE BOONSBORO ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION

Chairman Wright thanked the Boonsboro Environmental Commission (BEC) for attending the meeting as he thinks it is imperative for the various Commissions to communicate about the various projects and ideas for the Town.  
BEC Member Jessica Renner summarized the projects the Environmental Commission has been working on, including Sustainable Maryland Certified; a Strategic Plan for the BEC; working with the Public Safety Commission on a Walkability Analysis; a Tree Canopy study for the Town; and others. Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel for the BEC stated there are many items that all Commissions can benefit from as the Town plans for the future. 

Town Manager Clark stated both the Planning Commission and BEC have discussed the need to revise the street standards and may want to consider incorporating a complete streets policy. She distributed information on Complete Streets, which includes designing streets for all types of transportation. 

Chairman Wright stated the Planning Commission does its best it considering the regulations set forth for development and consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. He stated ideas from the BEC and other Commissions may be considered to be implemented within the regulations. He thanked the BEC members for the discussion and looked forward to communicating more frequently with the BEC and other Commissions. 
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Town Manager Clark updated the Commission on the progress of the Town’s solar project on the old sewage lagoon, the potential for a 44-room hotel, and a possible rezoning application on North Main Street. She stated she is still waiting for the Pump Station Analysis for the Easterday development, and once reviewed, will schedule a joint meeting with the Planning, Utilities, and Mayor and Council to discuss the project as well as inflow and infiltration.
