PRESIDING:      Chairman Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Regular meeting minutes of the June 23, 2015 meetings approved as submitted.
PRESENTATION- Jill Baker & Steve Goodrich, Washington County Department of Planning
Jill Baker, Chief Planner with Washington County Department of Planning, presented information on the update of 2002 Comprehensive Plan. She stated they are in phase two of six phases of the update process for the comprehensive plan; which is the public engagement process. She stated the County is hosting several public input meetings to solicit ideas, concerns, and comments pertaining to the Comprehensive Plans visions and goals for the County. Planning Staff is also meeting with the various Planning Commissions throughout the County. 
Steve Goodrich, Director of Washington County Department of Planning, stated it is the intent of staff not to deviate from the principles of “growth areas” as established previously in the Comprehensive Plan, which includes the urban growth boundary around the Town of Boonsboro. Development patterns and growth estimates will be based upon water and sewer capacity and are expected to be revised from the current projections. 

The Planning Commission discussed the urban growth boundary and working with the County on properties that abut municipal boundaries.

The Commission and representatives from the County discussed transportation priorities, including public transportation; Warrior Boulevard; Shafer Park Drive; and coordination of developments that access onto County roads. Renewable energy elements; sustainable living; and animal husbandry was also discussed. 

Ms. Baker stated the update of the Comprehensive Plan is expected to take approximately 18 months and would update Commission with the progress.
NEW BUSINESS
REQUEST FOR FINAL PLAT EXTENSION: Sycamore Run, Phase II Final Plat
Town Manager Clark stated the Planning Commission extended the approval of the Phase II Final Plat for Sycamore Run in June and the developer is waiting for the signature of the Health Department officer in order to record the plat. The owner is requesting to extend the plat approval for an additional 30 days. 

Motion by Secretary Koerting, second by Vice-Chairman Maricle to EXTEND THE FINAL PLAT APPROVAL OF SYCAMORE RUN PHASE II FOR THIRTY DAYS. Motion carried unanimously.
