
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 2, 2012
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, April 2, 2012 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:20 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the March 5, 2012 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 5, 2012 Executive Session Minutes I and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the March 5, 2012 Executive Session Minutes II as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to approve the March 27, 2012 Workshop Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· The March 27, 2012 Executive Session Workshop Minutes were deemed incomplete by Council Member Wetzel and tabled by Mayor Kauffman.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 2012 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
Fiscal Year 2013 RFP for Sanitation Collection: Mayor Kauffman stated that the Fiscal Year 2013 Sanitation Collection Bids were opened and reviewed at the Workshop meeting on Friday, March 16, 2012 and added that a representative from Allied Waste was also present and presented information regarding a county curbside-recycling program. He further stated that the Town’s RFP for Sanitation Collection included five options: Option A - Twice a week Trash/No Recycling, Option B - Twice a week Trash/Bi-Weekly Recycling, Option C - Twice a week Trash/Once a Week Recycling, Option D - Once a Week Trash/Once a Week Recycling, and Option E – Once a Week Trash/Bi-Weekly Recycling. Mayor Kauffman stated that he is proposing the low bid provided by Allied Waste in Option B for twice a week trash collection and bi-weekly recycling with a 95-gallon bin at $156,477 and utilize the $30,000 donation for curbside recycling from the Nora Robert’s Foundation that would provide the service without an increase in the quarterly sanitation charge. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to award the Fiscal Year Sanitation Collection Contact to Allied Waste Services for Option B:  Twice a week trash collection and bi-weekly curbside recycling with a 95-gallon bin in the amount of $156,477, and motion carried. Council Member Wetzel concluded by stating that she is concerned with the cost of tipping fees and paying $50,000 extra for twice a week trash collection, and hopes that this can be reviewed after 1 year and that more residents will recycle.

MEA Energy Grant – Police Department Windows & Doors Replacement: Town Manager Smith stated that bids were received on March 14, 2012 for the Maryland Energy Administration (MEA) Energy Grant Police Department Windows and Doors Replacement RFP, noting that the Federal Grant allows to upgrades totaling $19,000. She stated that bids were received from Cronise Corporation in the amount of $21,236 and from Hagerstown Paint & Glass (HPG) Windows and Doors in the amount of $17,919, noting that both proposals include lead abatement and a 3rd party lead inspector. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to award the contract to the low bidder, HPG Windows and Doors in the amount of $17,919, and motion carried

Town Hall Exterior Renovation Bid: Town Manager Smith stated that the Council reviewed the Town Hall Exterior Building Renovation bids which were opened on March 21, 2012 at the Workshop meeting, noting that $30,000 was budgeted in the Capital Improvement Fund for Fiscal Year 2012 for this project. She stated that she received three bids ranging in the amounts of $74,000 to $164,000. Town Manager Smith stated that she is recommending that all bids be rejected at this time for the Town Hall Exterior Renovation Project based on the discovery that the exterior paint is lead-based and would require a full EPA lead paint inspection, risk assessment and abatement. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to reject all bids to the Town Hall Exterior Renovation bid, and motion carried
Annual Tubgrinding of Debris: Town Manager Smith stated that she received two quotes for the annual tubgrinding service at the Town’s Debris Lot to mulch the debris to be used throughout Town. She stated that Maryland Environmental Services (MES) provided a quote for $10,436 and that Custom Landscaping provided a quote for $8,500. She stated that she is recommending the contract be awarded to Custom Landscaping. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Mose to award the annual tubgrinding contract to Custom Landscaping for the cost of $8,500, and motion carried. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman stated that residents need to be reminded that yard debris must be placed in brown paper bags only. 
Mowing of Additional Town Parcels: Town Manager Smith stated that she is recommending that the two parcels that former part-time Seasonal Park Maintenance employee, David Lewis, mowed last year before becoming a full-time Public Works employee this year be placed under the mowing contract with TK & Son Enterprise. She stated that she received a quote from TK & Son for the mowing of the Historic Park at the rate of $50 and Knode Circle at the rate of $25, bringing their total weekly charge to $1,000. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to add the two additional parcels to the Town’s mowing contract with TK & Son Enterprise, and motion carried.
Introduction of Ordinance 2012-01: Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission approved the recommendation to introduce Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to Amend Article 6, Parking Regulations at their March 28, 2012 meeting. She stated that she is proposing the scheduling of a Public Hearing on May 7, 2012 at 6:45 PM. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Introduction of Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to Amend Article 6, Parking Regulations and the scheduling of the Public Hearing for May 7, 2012, and motion carried. 
Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission Vacancy: Council Member Chambers stated that the Utilities Commission is recommending the appointment of Ray Grove, of 208 Della Lane, to the Commission to fill Jerry Wolfe’s vacant term through June 2013. He stated that two applications were received for the vacancy on the Commission, and that the Commission is recommending Mr. Grove’s appointment. Council Member Wetzel asked what the interview process is for the Commission to appoint an individual to fill a vacancy, and what qualifications Mr. Grove had that the second applicant did not. Council Member Chambers stated that the applicants were not interviewed, but that the Commission reviewed the application and made the recommendation based their individual experience and qualifications. He noted that the second application would be held in the case of a future vacancy on the Commission. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the recommendation to appoint Ray Grove to the Boonsboro Utilities Commission to fulfill the term through June 2013, with Council Member Wetzel opposing, and motion carried.
Annual Boonsboro American Legion’s Easter Egg Hunt: The Mayor stated that the Boonsboro American Legion will hold their Annual Easter Egg Hunt in Shafer Park on Sunday, April 8, 2012 at 1:00 PM and that the Town provides an annual $100 donation to the event. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the use of Shafer Park for the Boonsboro American Legion’s Annual Easter Egg Hunt on Sunday, April 8, 2012 at 1:00 PM and a $100 donation, and motion carried.

Annual Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade: The Mayor stated that the Boonsboro Memorial Day Parade will be held on Sunday, May 27, 2012 with the wreath laying ceremony at 1:00 PM and parade at 2:00 PM sponsored by the Boonsboro American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary Memorial Day Parade and wreath ceremony on May 27, 2012, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining, and motion carried. Council Member Mose stated that she is requesting that the parade march up to Reeder’s Alley rather than turning at the church corner. 
Maryland Municipal League Convention: The Mayor stated that Assistant Mayor Long has requested to attend the Maryland Municipal League Convention in Ocean City, Maryland on June 24 through June 27, 2012 at the registration cost of $411. Motion by Council Member Mose, second by Council Member Solberg to approve Assistant Mayor Long’s MML Convention registration at the cost of $411, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining, and motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on March 8, 2012 at the Police Department. Chief Hewett introduced Boonsboro’s newest Police Officer Charles Stanford. Discussions included ongoing ideas for the naming of the four unnamed alleys throughout Town and the preliminary plans for National Night Out in Shafer Park on Tuesday, August 7, 2012. 
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on March 29, 2012. Discussions included plans for the upcoming Park events and the sport field usage, and the plating of new trees. Members provided a list of minor repairs needed in Shafer Park based on their annual walk-through. 
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on March 8, 2012. Discussions included an update on the MDE Water Capacity Plan and MDE Source Water Protection Plan, the approval of a Thompson Waterline Public Works and Maintenance Agreement Modification, the approval of the utilization of the Clow Medallion Hydrant in Town, the recommendation to appoint Ray Grove to the Commission to fill the vacancy, the approval to send Superintendent Painter and Operator Shumaker to the Annual MRWA Conference in Ocean City, Maryland, the Filtration Project Loan and Debt Service Account review, and the Fiscal Year 2013 Water and Sewer Fund Budget review.

Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on March 28, 2012. Discussions included the approval of the recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals of a Request for Special Exception; Conversion of a Single Family Dwellings into Two Units, the approval of the recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals of a Request for Special Exception; Establish a Contracting Business within the NC Zone, the approval of the recommendation to the Mayor and Council of the Introduction of Ordinance 2012-01; Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to Revise Article 6, Parking Regulations, the approval of the Minor Subdivision of Lots 1-4 of the Easterday Property contingent upon the approval of the Forest Conservation Exemption, and the approval of the Fiscal Year 2013 Planning and Zoning Draft Budget.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meeting was held during March 2012, the next meeting will be held on April 25, 2012. The Networking Breakfast was held on March 16, 2012 at Vesta’s Restaurant and 32 guests attended. The next Breakfast will be held on May 18, 2012. 
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments held their meeting on March 22, 2012 with only three towns represented. The meeting was brief and discussion included waste water and recycling. The Community Outreach will hold their next meeting on April 12, 2012. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 337 calls for service, which included 45 motor vehicle violations. Arrests for the month of March included two (2) adult arrest and zero (0) juvenile arrests. Chief Hewett stated that in-service related training was conducted for all officers during the month of March.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· The Hagerstown Community College 100 Year Birthday Time Capsule participation item is due within the next two weeks. The items can be up to the size of a cell phone. The celebration will take place on April 28, 2012 at 9:00 AM
·  Public Work staff has been busy getting Shafer Park ready for the summer season. The Park and the Yard Debris Lot opened on March 31, 2012. Curb-side yard debris pick-up resumed on Monday April 2, 2012
· Curb-Side Bulk Trash Day will be held on April 21, 2012. Council Member Solberg stated that Horizon Goodwill will be at Shafer Park from 8:00 AM to 1:00 PM for anyone that wishes to donate items which would usually be taken to Goodwill, rather than throw them away, especially computer items and electronics. Televisions need to be held until Green Fest in May if citizens wish to donate them, but only one per household will be accepted. 
CITIZEN COMMENTS
Frances Lynch: Stated that she is in favor of naming an alley after Sergeant Rich Poffenberger. 
Harold Kirby: Stated that the Utilities Commission did evaluate the applicants for filling the vacancy and welcomed anyone to attend the Commission meeting. Commended the Council for taking the initiative and approving a compromise with recycling in the Town
Jean Reese: Stated that over two years ago she had three plastic geese stolen from her front yard on North Main Street, and did not receive any response or follow-up from the telephone messages she left for the Police Department. Chief Hewett stated that Ms. Reese should contact Washington County Dispatch to file a report if no one answers the telephone at the Boonsboro Police Department. Ms. Reese then stated that the grass area between the back of her property and the Weis Market parking lot has never been mowed or taken care of, and the grass is knee high. Town Manager Smith stated that Town staff would mow the grass.
Rosemary James: Representing the Boonsboro Recycling Task Force. Stated that it has been a five-year Task Force effort and a milestone to have curbside recycling in the Town, and thanked the Mayor and Council for approving the contract. She stated that the approval is appreciated but that the increase in price due to twice a week trash pick-up is an unnecessary cost, and that leadership should be shown by encouraging residents to recycle rather than opt-out of the program.  
Kathy Vesely: Thanked the Mayor and Council for approving the curbside recycling contract, but noted that it is unfortunately not changing anything by having twice a week trash pick-up and not encouraging residents to recycle. She stated that change is necessary to move forward with recycling, even though it may be met with resistance at first. She encouraged the Mayor and Council to embrace the one trash/one curbside recycling program. 
Sean Haardt: Stated that he is in favor of curb-side recycling, participated in gathering signatures in favor of recycling for the Boonsboro Recycling Task Force, and was overwhelmed by the positive results and ‘thank you’s’ he received from going house to house for signatures. He stated that he encourages the Council to review the high cost of the twice a week trash/bi-weekly curb-side recycling verses the once a week trash/once a week curb-side recycling program 1 year from now and re-evaluate their decision. 
Harold Kirby: Stated that many good points were made regarding the 50 signatures of the residents in favor of twice a week trash pick-up and the 400+ signatures of the residents in favor of curbside recycling. He further stated that he feels that the Council made a good decision by offering residents the choice to opt-out of curbside recycling if that is their personal decision.
