
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, APRIL 1, 2013

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, April 1, 2013 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Janeen Solberg and Barbara Wetzel. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Chief Charles Stanford, Officer Martin Pitsnogle and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. Council Member Sean Haardt was absent due to a medical procedure. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. Mayor Kauffman offered a moment of silence for former Council Member Bill Tritapoe who recently passed away on March 8, 2013.

· Motion by Council Member Solberg second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the March 18, 2013 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS 
Recommendation to Release Thompson Gas Waterline Extension Bond and Maintain Improvements: Town Planner Clark stated that in March 2012 the Town entered into a One-Year Maintenance Agreement for the waterline and associated improvements from the Thompson Gas Waterline Extension Project, which extended the waterline along South Main Street to the intersection of Route 67. She stated that a final inspection of the improvements has been completed by Triad Engineering and that all improvements meet the Town’s standards. She further stated that the Utilities Commission has also recommended the release of the Bond. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the release of the Thompson Gas Waterline Extension Bond and maintain improvements, with Assistant Mayor Long voting nay, and motion carried 4-1.

Recommendation to Forward Proposed WIP 2014-2015 Milestones to County: Town Planner Clark stated that two years ago the Town established 2-year milestones for the Watershed Implementation Plan which was included in the Maryland State Draft which was forwarded to the EPA and MDE. She stated in accordance with MDE, the Washington County WIP team is preparing the next round of 2-year milestones which runs from July 1 through June 30, 2015, for the Phase II Watershed Implementation Plan as well as documenting what milestones have been completed from July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2013. She provided the Council with a list of thirteen proposed milestones for the Town, noting that many of the milestones have been carried over from the 2011-2013 milestones due to funding availability to complete the tasks. She further stated that many of the milestones are being implemented now such as the planting of the 200 trees in Shafer Park and participating in the Sustainable Maryland Certified Program. Council Member Wetzel and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman noted that the stream restoration and environment slide presentation by Doug Hutzell, which was viewed by both the Park Board and Environmental Commission, should be included in the milestones. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the forwarding of proposed WIP 2014-2015 Milestone to the County with the addition of the stream restoration presentation, and motion carried. 

Recommendation to Complete MEA Smart Energy Community Application: Town Planner Clark stated that the MEA (Maryland Energy Administration) is offering the opportunity for Towns to apply for a $20,000 grant to be used towards renewable energy projects that would be completed by May 2014. She stated that in order to be awarded the funding in the first round Boonsboro would need to adopt two energy policies regarding the reduction of energy usage in municipal facilities by the end of 2013. She further stated that the Town could also receive technical assistance from MEA through the application process and be awarded funding in a future year with the completion of the application. Town Planner Clark stated that she is requesting the approval to submit the application for the grant by the due date of April 5, 2013.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve Town Planner Clark’s request to complete the MEA Smart Energy Community application, and motion carried.

Review of Fiscal Year 2014 Sanitation and Recycling Collection Bids: Town Manager Smith stated that the Fiscal Year 2014 Sanitation Collection Bids were reviewed at the Workshop Meeting on March 18, 2013, and that the Council requested further clarification on various items from the lower bidder, Apple Valley Waste, before proceeding with the awarding of the contract for Option 2 - Once a Week Trash/Once a Week Recycling at the cost of $118,495 and the twice a year Bulk Collections for the cost of $1,987. She stated that she contacted Apple Valley Waster Vice President Mike Brennan regarding the following items, noting his response as follows:
· Mr. Brennan stated that tipping fees are billed third party based on the Town’s previously agreed upon tip rate with the Washington County Landfill.
· Mr. Brennan stated that there would be no additional charge to residents who request a larger recycling cart, noting that Apple Valley Waste requests an estimate on the number of larger carts that may be needed.
· Mr. Brennan stated that the proposed days for the sanitation collection schedule would be recycling on Tuesday and household trash on Friday.  
Council Member Cynthia Kauffman stated that she would like to have included an Option 3 of ‘Once a Week Trash/ Bi-monthly Recycling’ in the Bid Options to compare the cost savings that may have provided, and that it was disappointing that not many Sanitation Companies submitted bids. Council Member Wetzel stated that the Town will be saving $37,208 by converting to the once a week trash and once a week recycling option. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to approve Fiscal Year 2014 Sanitation and Recycling Collection Bid Option #2 at the cost of $118,495 and the twice a year Bulk Collections for the cost of $1,987, for a total of $120,482. Assistant Mayor Long requested a Roll Call Vote for the approval of Option #2 as follows; Council Member Solberg aye, Council Member Cynthia Kauffman nay, Council Member Chambers aye, Assistant Mayor Long Chambers aye, Council Member Wetzel aye. Motion carried 4-1.

Review of 2013 Mowing Bids: Town Manager Smith stated that the Mowing Service Bid Proposals for the season of April through November 2013 were reviewed at the Workshop Meeting on March 18, 2013 focusing on the three lowest bidders; Total Property Maintenance at $875 per week, Randy’s Multi-Service at $1,099 per week, and the Town’s current provider TK & Son Enterprises at $1,250 per week. She stated that concerns were raised regarding the fact that a representative from Total Property Maintenance did not contact Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry to conduct a site visit before submitting their bid, and the additional mileage and fuel cost due to the business being located in Littlestown, Pennsylvania. She further stated that based on the reputation and reliability of TK & Son in their past two years of performance for the Town she is recommending forgoing the two lower bids and remaining with TK & Son Enterprises. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman concurred with Town Manager Smiths recommendation, noting that she would prefer a local company over a company from Pennsylvania. John Baust, representing Total Property Maintenance, asked to address the Mayor and Council. Mr. Baust stated that he did not know that it was mandatory to contact Crew Leader Huntsberry but that he did visit the Town and survey the mowing areas on his own prior to submitting his bid, noting that TPM has been in business since 1992, operates with 5 to 6 men crews, and has commercial contract references from Emmitsburg to Baltimore. Mr. Baust stated that his bid price of $875 per week is firm and he is well aware of the mileage and fuel cost. Council Member stated that Mr. Baust should be given the opportunity to visit the sites to confirm that his low bid is accurate. Consensus is to delay awarding 2013 Mowing Contract until Mr. Baust meets with Crew Leader Huntsberry on March 3, 2013 to conduct a site visit and Town Manager Smith verifies Total Property Maintenance’s references.  

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – (S. Haardt – excused absence). Meeting held on February 14, 2013. Meeting Minutes were provided for Council review, but no report was given. Council Member Wetzel requested that Chairman Sarnecki be informed that the Police & Public Safety minutes should be reformatted, or submitted for staff to reformat, so that they are easier to comprehend and take up less paper when printed rather than the current 5-pages, noting that they are very difficult to read as they are presented. She further stated that the minutes are far too in-depth and detailed, and should be a summary of the meeting rather than a written word-for-word account. Council agreed and requested that Town Manager Smith discuss this with Chairman Sarnecki.  

Park Board – C. Kauffman. The annual Shafer Park walk-through was held on March 27, 2013, noting that the Park is in really good shape with few items in need of repair. Liaison Cynthia Kauffman announced that the US Navy Band ‘County Current’ performance in the Park has been canceled due to new Federal budgetary regulations of not being permitted to travel more than 50 miles from their base. She stated that the planting of the 180 trees purchased from the Chesapeake Bay Foundation Grant is scheduled to take place on April 12, 2013. She further stated that the Board approved the request from a local Boy Scout to construct and place two park benches at the Town Pond as part of his Eagle Scout project.

Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on March 14, 2013. Discussions included the status of the Keedysville Spring House modifications and the scheduling of an on-site meeting on March 19, 2013, the status of the Maple Avenue Waterline project, the update on the status of the Triad Engineering recommendations for the sewer back-up at 12 Stouffer Avenue and 14 Della Lane, and the Sewer Fund Fiscal Year 2013 mid-year financial review and Fiscal Year 2014 estimated Budget. 

Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on March 26, 2013. Guest speaker Jill Baker, Washington County Planning, presented the Urban Growth Area and the Commission discussed potential development on the Griffith Farm property. Meeting discussions included the recommendation of BZA13-03; Request for Special Exception, In-Home Occupation at 4 Thompson Court, the approval of the Fiscal Year 2014 Planning and Zoning Budget, and the proposed revisions to Articles Four and Seven of the Zoning Ordinance. 

Economic Development Commission – J. Solberg. The Networking Breakfast was held on March 15, 2013. A special EDC Meeting was held on March 22, 2013 with Agricultural Marketing Specialist from the Hagerstown/Washington County Economic Development Commission Leslie Hart. Discussions included the Strategic Plan being developed for Hagerstown and the municipalities of Washington County. The EDC held a second meeting on March 26, 2013 to prioritize the Strategic Plan initiatives for the Town. The Hagerstown/Washington County EDC meeting will be held on April 8, 2013. 
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Environmental Commission – B. Wetzel. Meeting held on March 12, 2013. Discussions included the Strategic Planning Goals and Objectives for the BEC and the scheduling of a special meeting on April 2, 2013, the plans to include a survey in the next Utilities billing to help prioritize the actions to focus on for Sustainable Maryland Certified, the approval of the 2014-15 Milestones for the Watershed Implementation Plan (WIP), the approval of the BEC Fiscal Year 2014 Budget, and the approval to proceed with the Maryland Smart Energy (MEA) Community Application. 

Police Department Report – Chief C. Stanford. The Police Department received 228 calls for service, which included 68 motor vehicle violations and 19 Parking Citations for the month of March. Arrests for the month included one (1) adult arrest and zero (0) juvenile arrests. 


Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Stated that USDA made its annual visit to the Town on March 20, 2013 based on the federal funding compliance for the Waste Water Treatment Plant
· Stated that she participated in a LGIT/Benecon Health Co-Op review for Employee Health Insurance options
· Stated that the Lakin Avenue stormwater issue is still ongoing with a meeting scheduled on April 3, 2013 with the Washington County Director of Public Works
· Stated that the Town Debris Site on Monroe Road will open for the season on April 6, 2013 
· Stated that the Curbside Bulk Trash Collection will take place on April 20, 2013

Assistant Mayor Long started that April 12, 2013 is the early registration deadline for the Maryland Municipal League Annual Convention in Ocean City, Maryland and requested that the Town pay for his attendance this year at the cost of $522. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to approve Assistant Mayor Long’s 2013 MML Convention registration at the cost of $522, and motion carried.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:
Richard Toms – Inquired as to the status of the engineer’s recommendation to prevent future sewer back-ups at his property at 12 Stouffer Lane. Town Manager Smith stated that she has received the drawings for the permitting and will be inviting Mr. Toms to the Utilities Commissions meeting on April 11, 2013

Council Member Wetzel thanked Keedysville Assistant Mayor Barry Levey for attending the meeting.

The meeting closed at 8:35 PM with a motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg and moved into Executive Session as permitted under Maryland State Article § 10-508(a) (8) to consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or possible litigation (regarding a developer matter), and motion carried.
