BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, AUGUST 3, 2015

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, August 3, 2015 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Cynthia Kauffman, Janeen Solberg, Barbara Wetzel and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Police Chief Charles Stanford and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 

NEW POLICE OFFICE INTRODUCTION
Police Chief Stanford introduce new Police Officer Brandon Beall. Officer Beall recently graduated on June 26, 2015 from the Hagerstown Community College Police Academy.

PRESENTATION: Pay-As-You-Throw Information and Questions
Kristen Brown, of WasteZero, presented the Pay-As-You-Throw educational PowerPoint presentation for waste reduction. She stated that currently Town residents pay $15 per quarter for sanitation service, noting that with the PAYT Program, the $15 fee would be eliminated and residents would be required to purchase PAYT trash bags at the cost of approximately $1 for a small bag and $2 for a large bag. She further stated that the potential revenue from the PAYT bag purchases would help cover the cost of a portion of the trash hauling and the Washington County sanitation tipping fees, noting that the Town is currently collecting $72,000 a year for sanitation charges and subsiding the remaining amount. Mayor Kauffman opened the floor for citizens’ comments and concerns:
· Sandy Myers, 116 Valley View Court – Concerns regarding the increase in cost of bags for approximately $24 a quarter versus the current Town charge of $15 a quarter.
· Eldon Jones, 13 Della Lane – Concerns that PAYT bags are not bio-degradable
·  Carvel Wright, 705 Elm Crest Avenue – Currently paying $.11 per trash bag and uses 3 bags a week. PAYT would provide no cost savings, noting that he is worried because 40% of the residents, including himself, are on a fixed income. 
· Eleanor Lakin, 121 Lakin Avenue – Presented a cost breakdown and potential revenue for WasteZero and the Town, noting that this proposed change will not help residents at all.
· Rick Byrd, 110 St. Paul Street – Stated that he, and other residents, will consider obtaining a Washington County Dump permit and haul their trash out of Town if PAYT is approved.
· Boy Scout Nick Sorensen, 21619 Otoole Drive, Hagerstown – Stated that he understands that PAYT is just working towards saving the earth and the environment.
· Kathy Vesely, 101 Redfern Place – Stated that she is an advocate for recycling more and promoting less trash
· Melody Lescalleet, 201 Weldon Court – Stated that she is a single mother and the PAYT bags are too expensive

GUESTS
Mayor Kauffman welcomed Scout Master Roland Sorensen and five Boy Scouts from Troop 252 to the meeting. The Scouts are working towards their requirements for their Communication Merit Badges.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Barinda Golden stated that she is concerned about the new traffic light pattern in the Town Square and the safety for pedestrians crossing Main Street. 

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the Mayor and Council Meeting Minutes for July 2015.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the Mayor and Council Workshop Meeting Minutes for July 2015.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the Workshop Executive Session Meeting Minutes for July 2015.
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the July 2015 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.  
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the July 2015 Bills to be Paid Report, and motion carried. 

MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
Council Member Kauffman:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015 
· Stated that she and the American Legion Ladies Auxiliary will be hosting the dinner for the U.S. Air Force ‘Max Impact’ band on August 21 before their concert in Shafer Park

Council Member Solberg:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015
· Stated that Turn the Page Bookstore celebrated its 20th Anniversary on July 29

Council Member Schmidt:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015
· Stated that she was the manager at the Boonsboro Farmer’s Market in July
· Stated that she attended the Pool Committee meeting with the YMCA

Council Member Wetzel:
· Stated that she attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015
· Stated that she attended the Transportation Services meeting on July 30 at the Hospice of Washington County Community Life Center. She stated that area representatives are exploring options for an intra-town transportation program to provide bus and/or van service to the Town’s elderly residents 

Assistant Mayor Long:
· Stated that he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015
· Stated that he presented the colors on behalf of the American Legion at the July 18 U.S. Navy ‘Country Current’ band concert in Shafer Park

Mayor Kauffman:
· Stated that he attended many Town meetings and events during the month of July 2015 
· Stated that he was interviewed twice by WHAG; once for the Shafer Park parking lot paving project and once for the National Road Heritage Foundation Grant 
· Stated that he attended the Washington County MML Meeting in Williamsport and presented the annual WCML Scholarship to Matthew Scalese  

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 376 calls for service, which included 136 motor vehicle violator contacts and 2 parking citation for the month of July 2015. There was one (1) adult criminal arrest for a FTA warrant, one (1) adult DUI traffic arrest, and zero (0) juvenile arrests. Stated that the Department collected 8.08 pounds of prescription drugs through the Drug Turn-In Program for the month of July. Stated that the Department participated in a Crosswalk Safety assignment in the Town Square on July 24 to assist in the awareness of the walk/traffic patterns and plans to hold an additional Crosswalk Safety assignment during National Night Out.  

NEW BUSINESS 
Introduction of Ordinance 2015-02: Amendment to the Garbage and Refuse Ordinance: Mayor Kauffman presented the Introduction of proposed Ordinance 2015-02: Amendment to the Garbage and Refuse Ordinance. He briefly reviewed the information that Kristen Brown, of WasteZero, presented as part of the Pay-As-You-Throw educational PowerPoint presentation for waste reduction. He stated that Ordinance 2015-02 has been reviewed by Attorney Wantz and is being recommended to be introduced with a Public Hearing on the proposed Amendments to be scheduled for 6:00 PM on Tuesday, September 8, 2015 before the Regular September Meeting. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to introduce proposed Ordinance 2015-02: Amendment to the Garbage and Refuse Ordinance and the schedule the Public Hearing for 6:00 PM on Tuesday, September 8, 2015, and motion carried.

Request to Purchase Backhoe and Dump Truck: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that quotes were presented to the Mayor and Council at the Workshop Meeting for the purchase of a new backhoe and a 2016 Ford F-550 Dump Truck.
· Backhoe: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that funds have been allocated for the purchase of a new backhoe for Fiscal Year 2016 in the General, Water and Sewer Fund Budgets. He stated that Town Manager Clark is recommending that the Town accepts the proposal from JESCO John Deere for the purchases the 2014 John Deere 310SK for the total cost of $66,000.  
· Dump Truck: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that $70,000 has been allocated in the Fiscal Year 2016 General Fund Budget for the purchase of a 2016 Ford F-550 Dump Truck, noting that a quote was obtained from Hagerstown Ford, based on the State Contract, for the cost of $77,069. He stated that Town Manager Clark is recommending that the Town purchase the 2016 F-550 Dump Truck from Hagerstown Ford and uses $7,000 from the Contingency Fund to cover the overage cost. 
Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the purchase of the new backhoe from JESCO John Deere for the total cost of $66,000 and the purchase of the 2016 Ford F-550 Dump Truck from Hagerstown Ford for the cost of $77,069, and motion carried.

Della Lane Overlay Project: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that the Bid Opening was held on July 30, 2015 for the Della Lane Overlay Project which includes a 1” mill and 3” overlay on Della Lane from Stouffer Avenue to David Drive, noting that the project includes full and partial depth patches, centerline and shoulder striping, three crosswalks and a striped 3-foot walking path. He stated that two (2) bids were received from LW Wolfe for $212,647.60 and Huntzberry Brothers for $213,635. He further stated that the Town has budgeted $255,008 from Fiscal Year 2015 and Fiscal Year 2016 Highway User Revenue Funds and that staff is recommending that the Project be awarded to LW Wolfe as presented. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to award the Della Lane Overlay Project to LW Wolfe for cost of $212,647.60, and motion carried.

Request for Engineering Services – Shafer Park Drive Extension: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that in order to continue moving the ARC Local Access Road Grant of $660,000 forward, revised construction drawings are required for Shafer Park Drive. He stated that CDM has an umbrella contract with Washington County and also previously engineered the Shafer Park Drive Project in 2008, noting that the 2008 Shafer Park Drive Plans need to be updated to meet 2012 Storm Water management requirements as well as reflect what is proposed to be constructed with the ARC Grant. He further stated that staff is recommending that the Town contracts with CDM to update the Shafer Park Drive Plans for a cost not to exceed $26,250 which can be funded through the Park Revenue Fund account. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the contracting with CDM to update the Shafer Park Drive Plans for a cost not to exceed $26,250, and motion carried.

Town Farm Forest Conservation: Town Engineer Hopkins stated that the Town Farm has portions of the property that are forested and could potentially be used as forest conservation credits for future developments within the Town, otherwise known as a Forest Mitigation Bank. He review that in order to establish a Forest Mitigation Bank, a forest stand delineation plan needs to be completed on the property, noting that the plan would identify existing forest cover, streams, floodplain, and specific species of trees in larger caliber. He stated that once the plan is completed, the Town could then determine if they want to establish an easement area for mitigation banking, as well as future plans for the property. He further stated that Town Manager Clark obtained cost proposals from Frederick, Seibert & Associates for $4,800, Triad Engineering for $8,900 and Fox & Associates for $15,400; and that staff is recommending the hiring of Frederick, Seibert and Associates to be paid for from the BEC Special Projects fund to prepare the Town in establishing a potential Forest Mitigation Bank. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the hiring of Frederick, Seibert and Associates for the cost of $4,800 to be paid from the BEC Special Projects, and motion carried.

Recommendation to Hire – Water/Sewer Clerk: Mayor Kauffman reviewed, as discussed at the Workshop Meeting, which Town Manger Clark is recommending the hiring of Regina King for the position of Water/Sewer Clerk, beginning at Step 2 pay rate of $33,250 per year. He stated that the position is funded by the Water and Sewer Funds and is full-time. He further stated that Ms. King would begin work with the Town on August 18, 2015.  Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to hire Regina King as the Water/Sewer Clerk, beginning at Step 2 pay rate of $33,250 per year, and motion carried.
 

Recommendation to Hire – Yard Debris Lot Attendant: Mayor Kauffman stated that four applications were received for the part-time Yard Debris Lot Attendant and that two candidates were interviewed by Town Manager Clark and Public Works Superintendent Huntsberry. He stated that staff is recommending the hiring of Josh Crampton for the seasonal part-time position, noting that work hours will be from 7AM until 12 noon, Tuesday thru Saturday. He further stated that Yard Debris Lot Attendant will be responsible for the opening and closing of the Shafer Park restrooms on Saturdays and the pay rate will be $8 per hour. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to hire Josh Crampton as the new part-time Yard Debris Lot Attendant at the pay rate of $8 per hour, and motion carried.

Maintenance Shop Mural: Mayor Kauffman reviewed, as discussed at the Workshop Meeting, that the Economic Development Commission is recommending the purchase of an additional mural for the Orchard Lane side of the Maintenance Shop and for the building to be repainted as presented as ‘Revised Stone 1.” He stated that the cost of the mural and painting is approximately $5,500 and will be paid for out of the EDC Revitalization fund. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve the purchase of the mural and the painting of the Maintenance Shop as presented as ‘Revised Stone 1,” and motion carried.

Public Safety Commission Appointment: Mayor Kauffman, of behalf of the Public Safety Commission, made the recommendation to appoint Kristy Smith, of 105 Saint Paul Street, to the PSC for a 4-year term through August 2019. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to approve appointment of Kristy Smith to the PSC for a 4-year term through August 2019, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – Chairman R. Byrd. Meeting held on July 8, 2015. Stated that plans are moving along for the National Night Out event scheduled for August 4, 2015. 

Park Board –C. Kauffman. There was no meeting held during the month of July. Stated that the Independence Day Event on July 3 was a huge success. Stated that the Park Board will be hosting the U.S. Air Force band ‘Max Impact’ on August 21 in Shafer Park. 

Utilities Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on July 11, 2015. Discussions included an update on the Leak Detection Survey, the Shafer Park Well Maintenance Contract, the public notification of the new tiered water and sewer rate system, the approval to hire the new Water/Sewer Clerk, and the approval of the request to install a check-valve at 10 Della Lane. 
 
Planning Commission –H. Long. Meeting held on July 28, 2015. Jill Baker and Steve Goodrich, of Washington County Department of Planning, presented information on the update of the 2002 Comprehensive Plan. Meeting discussions included the approval to extend the Final Plat approval of Sycamore Run Phase II for 30-days and the approval to require that Town street names be referenced to historic events or references on the property with the option of using historic names of individuals should an event or reference not exist.

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. Networking Breakfast was held at Vesta on July 17 with guest speaker Paul Frey, President of the Hagerstown Washington County Chamber of Commerce. The next EDC meeting will be held on August 26 at 9 AM in the Town Annex. 

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Meeting held on July 14, 2015. Discussions included the Town Farm Conservation and Forest Mitigation Bank, the Boonsboro Farmers’ Market and the Subcommittee updates.  

Mayor Kauffman closed the meeting at 8:55 PM.
