BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, DECEMBER 1, 2014

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, December 1, 2014 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Janeen Solberg, Cynthia Kauffman, Barbara Wetzel and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller and Police Chief Charles Stanford. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 

· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the November 3, 2014 Public Hearing Meeting Minutes, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the November 3, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the November 3, 2014 Executive Session Meeting Minutes, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the November 17, 2014 Workshop Meeting Minutes as amended, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the November 17, 2014 Executive Session Workshop Minutes, and motion carried. 
· Council deferred the approval of the November 2014 Treasurer’s Report until the January 2015 Regular Meeting.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the November 2014 Bills to be Paid Report, and motion carried.

GUESTS – Fiscal Year 2014 Audit Presentation, Smith Elliot. Kerns & Company.
Erin Clark and Terri Shoemaker of Smith, Elliott, Kearns & Company presented the Fiscal Year 2014 Audit Summary for the year ending June 30, 2014 of the General, Water, and Sewer Funds. Ms. Clark stated that the Uniform Financial Statements and Independent Auditor Report (UFR) have been submitted to the State and required agencies. She briefly reviewed the highlights from the Financial Statement Summary, stating that the General Fund has a fund balance of $3,489,869, an increase of $74,393 from Fiscal Year 2013. The Water Fund ended the year with an Operating Income of $52,170 and a Net Loss of $39,763 while the Sewer Fund had an Operating Income Loss of $99,261 and a Net Loss of $308,065 attributed to the debt incurred for the Waste Water Treatment Plant.
· Mayor Kauffman stated the Fiscal Year 2014 Audit has been prepared in accordance with State requirements and the Town is in sound financial condition. Motion by Council Member Kauffman second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the Fiscal Year 2014 Financial Audit, and motion carried.   

MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
Council Member Wetzel:
· Stated that a Public Information Meeting for the Propane Franchise Agreement will be held on Tuesday, December 16 at 7PM in the Town Annex. 
· Stated that she obtained information regarding the County Liquor Board License, noting that in Election District 6, which includes Boonsboro, the Board allows 1 liquor take-out store per every 1,000 residents. She stated that there are 6,100 residents in District 6 and that there are currently 4 liquor take-out stores. She made the recommendation to ask the County to reduce the allotted liquor take-out stores per residents, thus eliminating the possibility for an additional 2 liquor take-out stores in District 6. She further stated that she will be attending the next Board meeting.  
Council Member Schmidt:
· Stated that the Crestview Development residents received an invitation from Thompson Gas to attend at ‘mixer’ to discuss the Crestview propane agreement. She stated that the invitation was sent through the Crestview HOA.
Council Member Solberg:
· Stated that members of the Economic Development Commission will be attending the Hagerstown-Washington County Convention and Visitor Bureau’s meeting and breakfast on December 9.
Council Member Kauffman:
· Stated that she attended the Washington County Chapter of the MML Legislative Meeting on November 24 in Clear Spring, noting that items of discussion included Highway User Revenue Funding and the Ethics Ordinance.
· Inquired if recycling is provided for the Town churches. Council Member Solberg stated that churches currently need to set up their own recycling service with Apple Valley Waste. She stated that providing recycling to area churches and businesses will be included in the Waste Reduction Committee’s upcoming survey. 
Mayor Kauffman:
· Stated that the annual Illumination at the Antietam National Battlefield in Sharpsburg will be held on December 6
· Stated that he and Council Member Kauffman attended Boonsboro High School’s ‘Poetry Out Loud’ contest on November 21, noting that Council Member Kauffman was an accuracy judge and that he was a contest judge. He stated that the students were very talented this year.  

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 320 calls for service, which included 79 motor vehicle violations for the month of November 2014. There was one (1) adult criminal arrest for a theft less than $1,000, zero (0) adult traffic arrests, and zero (0) juvenile arrests. All Police Officers attended the F.A.T.S. training at Kaplan University; Chief Stanford, Sergeant Morgan and Officer Pitsnogle completed their firearms training at the new Department Range.

NEW BUSINESS 
New Hire of Police Officer: Chief Stanford stated that he is recommending the hiring of Ryan Lawson for the Police Officer position. He stated that Mr. Lawson will enroll in the 6-month Police Officer Academy at Hagerstown Community College in January 2015 at the cost of $6,200, and then become a Certified Police Office for the Town. He further stated that Mr. Lawson would be required to sign a 3-year employment contract as part of the stipulation of tuition payment and that his salary would be $38,200 per year upon graduation from the Academy. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Councilmember Kauffman to hire Ryan Lawson as the 5th Boonsboro Police Officer contingent upon completing the required paperwork and background investigation, and motion carried. 

Appointment of Town Clerk: Administrative Assistant Miller, on behalf of Town Manager Clark, stated that Sarah Murto Campbell has been hired as the Town Clerk and that she will officially begin work with the Town on December 3. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to appoint Sarah Murto Campbell as the Boonsboro Town Clerk, and motion carried. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ordinance 2014-05: MWQFA Loan Deferment: Assistant Mayor Long stated that a Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM for public input on Ordinance 2014-05: MWQFA Loan Deferment with no comments being made. He stated that Ordinance 2014-05 provides for the 3-year deferment of the principal payment on the MDE Waste Water Treatment Plant Construction Loan, noting that the Town would still be responsible for interest payments during the deferment period. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve Ordinance 2014-05: MWQFA Loan Deferment to defer the principal payments on the MDE WWTP Construction Loan for a 3-year term, and motion carried. 

Boonsboro-Keedysville Memorandum of Understanding: Mayor Kauffman stated a Memorandum of Understanding is proposed between the Town of Keedysville and the Town of Boonsboro for the operations, maintenance and cost sharing of the booster pump station and water tank, primary components of the Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water System. The Council discussed if the MOU had been reviewed by the Attorney Wantz and that they should wait for Town Manager Clark’s comments. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to table the Boonsboro-Keedysville Memorandum of Understanding until approval is recommended by Town Attorney Wantz, and motion carried. 
· A telephone Poll Vote was conducted by Town Manager Clark on December 3, 2014 to amend the motion to approve the Boonsboro-Keedysville Memorandum of Understanding, noting that all comments have been addressed by Attorney Wantz, and motion carried unanimously.  

Fiscal Year 2016 POS Funding Application: Administrative Assistant Miller presented the request to submit the application for the Fiscal Year 2016 Program Open Space (POS) Funding on behalf of Town Manager Clark. She stated that the application is due by December 12 and that the Town will be requesting $50,000 for the construction of a Tot-Lot in the new section of Shafer Park, near the Police Department. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2016 POS Funding Application, and motion carried.

Aquatic and Recreation Center Feasibility Award: Administrative Assistant Miller stated that the submission date for the Aquatic and Recreation Center RFP had been extended until November 25. Council agreed that they would wait for an update from Town Manager Clark on whether any additional proposals had been submitted. Consensus is to table the discussion until the December Workshop Meeting.  

Environmental Commission Appointment and Reappointment: Council Member Schmidt stated the Environmental Commission is recommending the appointment of Rebecca Wildberger, of 8 Stouffer Avenue, as well as the reappointment of Anthony Dowell and Bill Brady, to the Commission for 3-year terms. Motion by Council Member Schmidt, second by Council Member Solberg to appoint Rebecca Wildberger and to reappoint Anthony Dowell and Bill Brady to the Environmental Commission for 3-year terms, and motion carried.

American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary Christmas Party Donation Request: Mayor Kauffman stated that a donation requested was received from the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for the annual Children’s Christmas Party on December 7 from 2:00 pm until 4:00 pm, open to all children in the community ages 12 and under. He stated that the Town’s annual donation is $100. Motion by Council Member Schmidt, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the donation of $100 to the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for the annual Children’s Christmas Party, with Assistant Mayor Long and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman abstaining, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. A report was not given due to Liaison Haardt’s absence and meeting minutes not being provided.

Park Board –C. Kauffman. No formal meeting was held in November. The Park Board will meet on December 3 to finalize plans for Olde Tyme Christmas which will be held on December 5 at 6PM.

Utilities Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on November 13, 2014. Discussions included project updates on the Sycamore Run development and the I&I Analysis ‘pump around’ results, the approval to pay the remaining balance of the Maple Avenue Waterline Project to Huntzberry Brother’s minus a retainage of 1%, the approval to purchase water meters for Maple Avenue and Town inventory, the approval to pursue the updating of specifications for the new water meter pits and settings, and a presentation on unmeasured flow meters by Town Engineer Hopkins. 

Planning Commission –H. Long. Meeting held on November 18, 2014. This was a Joint Meeting with the Mayor and Council. Vice-Chairman Maricle opened the floor for citizens’ comments regarding the proposed changes to Alternate 40 in conjunction with the Sycamore Run Development entrance. Other discussions included the approval of the Site Plan for the Boonsboro Solar Array at the old sewage lagoon contingent upon SWM and Engineering comments being addressed. 

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. The Networking Breakfast was held on November 21, 2014 at 7:30AM at Vesta Restaurant. Announced that Girls Night Out was held on November 20 and that the Holiday In Boonsboro event will be held on December 6 from 10AM until 4PM. The next EDC meeting will be held on December 17 at 9AM in the Town Annex.

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Meeting held on November 12, 2014. Discussions included the approval to appoint Rebecca Wildberger to the Commission, the plans to purchase storm drain markers, the plans to ask Town Engineer Hopkins to create design drawing for an irrigation system for the Community Garden Development, and updates from the Waste Reduction Committee on the Fall Bulk Clean-Up, the WasteZero ‘Pay As You Throw’ program, the survey to send to businesses and churches regarding waste hauling and recycling and Town Beautification Projects. 

Town Manager’s Report – K. Miller.
· Shared the upcoming events for the month of December

Mayor Kauffman closed the meeting at 8:30 PM.

The Meeting was reopened at 8:30 PM. 
Chief Stanford stated that the engine of the Police 2006 Ford Escape needs major repairs. He stated that he obtained quotes from B&B Automotive for $3,000 with a 1-year warranty and $4,650 with a 3-year warranty for the engine repairs. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the engine repair of the Police 2006 Ford Escape at the cost of $4,650 by B&B Automotive, and motion carried.

Mayor Kauffman closed the meeting at 8:35 PM.
