BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, DECEMBER 7, 2015

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, December 7, 2015 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Janeen Solberg, Cynthia Kauffman, Sean Haardt, Barbara Wetzel and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark, Police Chief Charles Stanford and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman.

John Holmes – John Holmes, owner of Antietam Spirits, presented a check for $1,200 from the proceeds of the Green Fest wine and beer tent to The Friends of Shafer Park. The Mayor and Council thanked him for his hard work and dedication to the Town.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Robert Deener, 626 North Street, voiced concerns regarding speeding vehicles on North Main Street and unsafe traffic on the north end of Town. He stated that his daughter has been in two accidents in that area, noting that it is dangerous not only to drivers but to pedestrians and playing children. He requested that the Council look into reducing the speed limit in that area to 25 miles per hour, or at least extending the current 30 miles per hour zone to the AC&T gas station.

· Stated that the Town received a thank you card for the donation from the Boone Gravesite Restoration Committee

Police Department Report – Chief Stanford. The Police Department received 520 calls for service, which included 182 motor vehicle violator contacts for the month of November 2015. There were 4 adult criminal arrests, zero adult traffic arrests, and 1 juvenile arrest and zero juvenile traffic arrest. Stated that the Department collected 19.2 pounds of prescription drugs through the Drug Turn-In Program for the month of November, bringing the year-end total to 80.65 pounds. Chief Stanford reported that the Well’s House, Inc. ‘The Truth About Heroin and Substance Abuse’ forum was held for the public at Boonsboro High School on November 18, 2015, noting that it was a very successful event. 

NEW BUSINESS 
Resolution 2015-02; Washington County Humane Society Bond: Mayor Kauffman stated that the Public Hearing was held at 6:45 PM before the Regular Meeting, with no comments being made. Town Manager Clark provided proposed Resolution 2015-02; Washington County Humane Society Bond to the Council for their consideration. She reviewed that due to the Town being a tax-exempt entity, the refinancing of the $1,450,000 loan to a Revenue Bond through the Town would lower the interest rate. She further reviewed that by doing this the Town would not be held responsible for any of the cost or liabilities of the loan, noting that the Washington County Humane Society would pay on the bond directly. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve Resolution 2015-02; Washington County Humane Society Bond, and motion carried. Kim Intino, of the Washington County Humane Society, thanked the Town for their help and support.

Fiscal Year 2017 Program Open Space Request: Town Manager Clark stated that the Town received $54,500 in Program Open Space funding for the construction of the Shafer Park trails and an additional $100,000 from the Community Parks and Playground Grant in Fiscal Year 2015. She stated that based on a recommendation from the Park Board she is requesting to apply for $100,000 from POS funding for Fiscal Year 2017 for additional trail construction to link both sections of Shafer Park together. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the submission of the request for $100,000 from Program Open Space for Fiscal Year 2017, and motion carried. 

WWTP Debt Transfer: Town Manager Clark stated that she is requesting the transfer of funds from the General Fund to the Waste Water Treatment Plant Construction Account to cover the USDA WWTP Debt Service Loan payment of $79,501. Town Manager Clark noted that funds are budgeted in the Sewer Fund to pay one (1) loan payment on the WWTP debt this Fiscal Year, noting that if the Sewer Fund were to cover the entire loan cost at this time, Sewer Rates would have to be increased by $90 per household per quarter. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Kauffman to approve the transfer of $79,501 from the General Fund to the Waste Water Treatment Plant Construction Account to cover the USDA WWTP Debt Service Loan payment, and motion carried.

Salt Hauling and Storage: Town Manager Clark reviewed that the total cost for salt for the 2015-2016 winter season from the SHA is $128.13 per ton, more than double from the previous year. She stated that based on the discussion regarding the procurement of salt and procedures for storing salt at the November Workshop Meeting, she learned that the Town is not required to have a special permit to store salt. She stated that staff has identified a location for the salt storage area along the left side of the Yard Debris Site, and that she asked Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry obtain three (3) cost proposals for the construction of a 40’ x 60’ asphalt pad to place the salt on. She reviewed the proposals from Antietam Paving for $10,450, Huntzberry Brothers for $10,995 and L. W. Wolfe Enterprises for $14,795; noting that staff is recommending that the Council accept the proposal from Huntzberry Brothers based on their past work with the Town and the ability to begin the project as soon as possible. She stated that staff has contacted two (2) salt providers and is still waiting on a written price quote, which is estimated to be between $50 and $70 per ton. She further stated that Huntzberry Brothers has stated a willingness to haul the salt from Baltimore to Boonsboro for a cost of $20 per ton, noting that once the pad is completed staff is requesting to purchase between 150 and 200 tons of salt, based on last year’s usage of 440 tons of salt. Council Member Wetzel asked why the pad construction project was not being placed out for bids, and stated that the she feels that the project should be awarded to the lowest bidder. Town Manger Clark stated that the project was not placed out for bids due to time constraints, and that staff’s recommendation to accept the second lowest bid is based on the positive past experience with the work from Huntzberry Brothers. 
· Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Haardt to award the Salt Storage Pad Construction project to Antietam Paving for the cost of $10,450, with Assistant Mayor Long and Council Members Kauffman, Solberg and Schmidt voting nay, and motion failed 2-4.
· Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Schmidt to award the Salt Storage Pad Construction project to Huntzberry Brothers for the cost of $10,995, with Council Member Wetzel voting nay, and motion carried 5-1.

American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary Christmas Party Donation Request: Mayor Kauffman stated that a donation requested was received from the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for the annual Children’s Christmas Party on December 5, which is open to all children in the community ages 12 and under. He stated that the Town’s annual donation is $100. Motion by Council Member Schmidt, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the donation of $100 to the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for the annual Children’s Christmas Party, with Assistant Mayor Long and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman abstaining, and motion carried.

Public Works Agreement 2015-02; Ostertag Pass: Town Manager Clark provided Public Works Agreement 2015-02; Ostertag Pass, on behalf of the Planning Commission’s recommendation, for the Mayor and Council’s review and input. She stated that PWA 2015-02 establishes the bond and agreement to construct the public improvements including the roundabout at Alternate Route 40 and Route 67, the extension of the water and sewer and the landscaping. She stated that the Public Works Agreement is required to move forward with the development. Motion by Council Member Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the Public Works Agreement 2015-02; Ostertag Pass, and motion carried

Fiscal Year 2016 Tubgrinding Proposal: Town Manager Clark stated that Superintendent Huntsberry received a quote for the annual tubgrinding service at the Town’s Debris Lot from Custom Landscaping Management, Inc. for $7,600. She stated that there is $8,000 budgeted in Fiscal Year 2016 for this service. She further stated that she is recommending that the contract be awarded to Custom Landscaping Management, Inc. so that the tubgrinding of the debris can begin now and finish after the Christmas tree collection. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the Fiscal Year 2016 tubgrinding service contract with Custom Landscaping Management, Inc. for the cost of $7,600, and motion carried

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – R. Byrd. Meeting held on November 19, 2015. Discussions included the speed monitoring on St. Paul Street and in Shafer Park and issues with the safety of the loose brick sidewalks on Main Street 

Park Board –C. Kauffman. No meeting was held during the month of November 2015. Stated that Olde Tyme Christmas on December 4 was a great success.  

Utilities Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on November 13, 2015. Discussions included an update on status of the Shafer Park Well rehabilitation, the approval of the Request to Bid the Sewer Cleaning and Video Project, the approval of the Request to Bid the Sewer Flow Monitoring Project, and the approval to purchase 150 new residential water meters, 35 replacement water meters and 150 water meter lids from HD Supply for $42,450.

Planning Commission –H. Long. No meeting was held during the month of November 2015. 

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. The Networking Breakfast was held at Vesta on November 20 with guest speaker Ed Herendeen from the Contemporary American Theater. The EDC meeting will be December 16, 2015 at 9AM in the Town Annex. The next Networking Breakfast will be held at Vesta on January 15 with guest speaker Mayor Kauffman. 

Environmental Commission –B. Schmidt. Meeting held on November 10, 2015. Discussions included the upcoming meeting of the Waste Reduction Committee, the results from the Fall Bulk Trash Clean-Up Day held in Shafer Park, the Potomac Watershed Partnership Winter Information Exchange on December 8 in Shepherdstown, the Chesapeake Bay Trust 2016 Awards, setting new goals for Sustainable Maryland Certified and the Subcommittee updates.   

Town Manager Report – M. Clark. 
· Stated that two (2) Sewer Projects are currently Out to Bid; the Sewer Video and Flow Monitoring and the Sewer Manhole Rehabilitation, both are due January 21, 2016. Stated that the Pre-Bid meetings will be held on December 17
· Stated that eight (8) bids were received for the Sewer Lining Project
· Stated that she will be submitting the Fiscal Year 2016 POS State Funding application for approval for $50,000 for the Shafer Park Tot Lot
· Stated that the MEA Grant for $20,000 has been approved for the HVAC replacement at the Community Center
· Stated that she will be serving on MPO Technical Advisory Committee
· Stated that the Utilities Commission moved their meeting date to December 17
· Stated that Town Hall will be closed on December 24 and 25 for the Christmas Holiday
