
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 3, 2014

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, February 3, 2014 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Janeen Solberg, Barbara Wetzel and Sean Haardt. Also present were Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Megan Clark, Police Chief Charles Stanford and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the January 6, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the January 6, 2014 Executive Session Minutes, and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the January 23, 2014 Workshop Meeting Minutes, with Council Member Cynthia Kauffman abstaining, and motion carried. 
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to approve the January 2014 Treasurer’s Report, and motion carried.  
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the January 2014 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried. 

GUEST
Jeremy Malnar, Keres Consulting, presented the Town Energy Audit to the Mayor and Council.

· Letter announcing an increase in service fees from Antietam Cable, effective date March 1, 2014
· Announcement that the MML Highway User Revenue will increase 3.5% in Fiscal Year 2015 and that State Police Protection will increase from $12.5 million to $12.7 million, based on the Governor’s proposed budget. 
· Invitation from Hagerstown Community College to attend the Mayor’s Meeting on February 17, 2014 with the College President and Chair of the Board of Trustees.

NEW BUSINESS 
Ordinance 2014-01; Boonsboro Ethics Ordinance: Mayor Kauffman stated that the Public Hearing for Ordinance 2014-01; Boonsboro Ethics Ordinance was held at 6:45pm, noting that no comments were made. Council Member Wetzel stated that three members of the newly formed Ethic Commission should be informed to review their duties as presented in the Ordinance. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Haardt to approve Ordinance 2014-01; Boonsboro Ethics Ordinance, and motion carried.

Request for Proposals; LED Lighting Upgrade/Retrofits: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark presented the Request for Proposals for LED Lighting Upgrades and Retrofits in the Town Hall, Town Hall Annex, Maintenance Shop, Community Center, and Police Department; 59 streetlights; and the addition of dusk to dawn lights in Shafer Park which would replace fifteen Potomac Edison cobrahead lights, based on the recommendation from the Environmental Commission which was discussed at the January Workshop meeting. She stated, as part of the MEA Grant for $37,500, the Town is required to spend the funding prior to May 2014 on energy efficient or renewable energy projects. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Haardt to move forward with the Request for Proposals for LED Lighting Upgrades and Retrofits for the MEA Grant energy projects, and motion carried.

Fiscal Year 2015 Contact Renewals: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated that letters were received from the current contractors to extend their contracts with the Town for Fiscal Year 2015 as follows:
· Residential Trash & Recycling – Received the request from Apple Valley Waste to extend the sanitation contract for an additional year at the current rate of $118,495 for once a week residential trash collection and once a week recycling collection, as well as two bulk collections at the cost of $2,488. Council Member Wetzel requested that the cost is obtained to add the container service at the Town Maintenance Building and Waste Water Treatment Plant, which is currently provided by Peck’s Refuse, to the Fiscal Year 2015 sanitation contract. 
· Town Mowing Contract – Received the request from Total Property Maintenance to extend the mowing contract for an additional year at the rate of $1,055 per week, an increase of $180 from Fiscal Year 2014. 
· Street Sweeper – Received the request from Clean-A-Lot to extend the street cleaning contract through November 2014 at the rate of $80 per hour of cleaning, an increase of $5 per hour from their current contract.
Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Fiscal Year 2015 Contract Renewals as presented, and motion carried. 

Bay Restoration Fee Requesting Loan Relief of WWTP MDE Loan: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated the WWTP Debt Task Force prepared a draft letter to Greg Murray, Chairman of the Bay Restoration Fund Advisory Committee, requesting relief from the $2 million MDE loan and that the BRF Advisory Committee return the quarterly fees residents pay to the BRF by applying those funds directly to the Debt Service to pay down the WWTP Debt. She stated that consensus at the Workshop Meeting was to move forward with sending a letter to Mr. Murray, as soon as possible, due to the BRF Advisory Committee’s quarterly meeting on February 6, 2014. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the Bay Restoration Fee letter sent to BRF Advisory Committee Chairman Greg Murray requesting relief from the WWTP MDE loan, which was mailed prior to the Committee’s quarterly meeting on February 6, 2014, and motion carried.

Boonsboro Environmental Commission Recommendation for Appointment: Council Member Wetzel stated that the Environmental Commission is recommending the appointment of Anthony Dowell, of 111 Della Lane, to fulfill the Alternate Member vacancy on the Commission through November 2014. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Assistant Mayor Long to appoint Anthony Dowell to the BEC with the term ending November 2014, and motion carried.

King Road Request for Rezoning: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated that a Joint Public Hearing was held on January 28, 2013 with the Mayor and Council and Planning Commission regarding the King Road Request for Rezoning. She stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the approval of the Map Amendment to rezone part of Parcels 10 and 200 on Tax Map 73 and Parcel 804 on Tax Map 601, totaling 9.75 acres, owned by King Road Associates, from Suburban Residential and Town Residential to Town Center Residential based upon a mistake in the zoning map. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the rezoning of the King Road property from Suburban Residential and Town Residential to Town Center Residential as presented, and motion carried.

Fletcher’s Grove Request for Rezoning: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated that a Joint Public Hearing was held on January 28, 2013 with the Mayor and Council and Planning Commission regarding the Fletcher’s Grove Request for Rezoning. She stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the approval of the Map Amendment to rezone part of Parcel 58 on Tax Map 68 totaling 7.63 acres, owned by 8486, LLC, from Suburban Residential to Multi-Family Residential based upon a mistake in the zoning map. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the rezoning of the Fletcher’s Grove property from Suburban Residential to Multi-Family Residential as presented, and motion carried.

PWA14-01; Sycamore Run Public Works Agreement: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark provided the Sycamore Run Public Works Agreement, on behalf of the Planning Commission’s recommendation, for the Mayor and Councils’ review. She stated that PWA14-01 establishes the bond and agreement for King Road Associates to construct the public improvements as part of the first phase of the Sycamore Run Development for 28-lots. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Solberg to approve PWA14-01; Sycamore Run Public Works Agreement as presented, and motion carried.

Sycamore Run – Young Avenue Sewer Pump Station Maintenance Agreement: Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark provided the Sycamore Run – Young Avenue Pump Station Maintenance Agreement, as required by the Utilities Commission, for the Mayor and Councils’ review. She stated that the Maintenance Agreement requires King Road Associates to bond and possibly replace the equipment within the Pump Station upon failure, during the entire development of the Sycamore Run Development and until one year after the last home is occupied. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Sycamore Run – Young Avenue Pump Station Maintenance Agreement as presented, and motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Cobblestone Hotel Feasibility Study: Council Member Solberg reviewed, as presented by the Economic Development Commission Chairman Dick Keesecker and Commission Member George Messner at the January Workshop Meeting, that the EDC has been approached regarding the proposed development of a Cobblestone Hotel in Boonsboro. Acting Town Manager/Town Planner Clark stated in order to determine whether the Cobblestone Hotel would fit and succeed in Town, a hotel feasibility study would need to be completed and provided a breakdown of the proposals submitted by four companies who perform such studies. She further stated that she is recommending that Interim Hospitality Consultants be awarded the feasibility study contract at the cost of $4,000 which will be funded from the Hotel/Motel Tax Fund Revenue received from Washington County. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the Cobblestone Hotel feasibility study be performed by Interim Hospitality Consultants at the cost of $4,000 funded from the Hotel/Motel Tax Fund Revenue, and motion carried.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Public Safety Commission – S. Haardt. Meeting held on January 16, 2014. Discussions included the appointment of Cindy Collier as the Chairperson, the review of the final draft of the Addressing Ordinance, and an updated on the placement of the stop sign at Della Lane and Kerns Drive.

Park Board –C. Kauffman. No meeting was held during the month of January 2014. 

Utilities Commission –K. Chambers. Meeting held on January 9, 2014. The Planning Commission members were in attendance for the first quarterly joint meeting. Joint discussions included proposed developments in Town the  5-year Capital Improvement Plan for the Utilities Commission, Regular Meeting business included an update on the revising of the Maple Avenue waterline RFP by Triad Engineering, the 6-month Fiscal Year Water and Sewer Fund Budget Review, the Maryland Water Quality Financing Administration Grant application progress, and the tabling of the Sanitary Sewer Connection Compliance Ordinance until further research and revisions are completed. 

Planning Commission –H. Long. A Joint Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM on January 28, 2014 between the Mayor and Council and the Planning Commission for public input on the rezoning of Parcels 10 and 200 on Tax Map 73 and Parcel 804 on Tax Map 601, totaling 9.75 acres, owned by King Road Associates, from Suburban Residential and Town Residential to Town Center Residential and Parcels 58 on Tax Map 68 totaling 7.63 acres, owned by 8486, LLC, from Suburban Residential to Multi-Family Residential based upon mistakes in the zoning during annexation. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Discussions included the update on the development of the Sycamore Run Development by Project Engineer Mike Wiley, the Request for Modification to reduce the pavement sections on streets within the future development of Fletcher’s Grove Phase III presented by Project Engineer Bill Brennan, the vacancy on the Commission due to the resignation of Dan Ebersole and the recommendation to invite Curt Conway to the next meeting to discuss his letter of interest to serve on the Commission, and the approval to recommend a Request for Variance to reduce setbacks from 8-feet to 2-feet for a proposed second story deck on an existing structure to the Board of Zoning Appeals. 

Economic Development Commission –J. Solberg. The Networking Breakfast was held on January 17, 2014 and the guest speaker was Leslie Hart of the Hagerstown/Washington County EDC. The next Networking Breakfast is scheduled for March 21, 2014 at Vesta Restaurant and the next EDC Meeting is scheduled for February 26, 2014.

Environmental Commission –B. Wetzel. Meeting held on January 14, 2014. Guests included Anthony Dowell, who stated that he is very interested in serving on the Commission. Discussions included the update on the Energy Audit presentation, the “Green Times” newsletter, the recommendation to use the MEA Grant funding towards retrofitting the lights in the Town facilities, the recommendation to appoint Anthony Dowell as the Alternate Member of the BEC with his term expiring in November 2014, the recommendation to landscape the rear of the Maintenance Shop, the 6-month Fiscal Year 2014 Budget review, Subcommittee updates, and the announcement that South Mountain Little League will be taking care of their own recycling at the baseball field this season.

Police Department Report – The Police Department received 170 calls for service, which included 16 motor vehicle violations for the month of January. There was one adult arrest for the month, and zero juvenile arrests. Announced that the Department started the first phase of their in-service training for the year. Stated that the Department assisted in the student assault incident at Boonsboro High School on January 15, 2014. 

Acting Town Manager’s Report – M. Clark.
· Stated that she received a request from National Road Heritage Foundation President Dick Keesecker to submit a letter of support for their grant application to assist in the rehabilitation of the Warrenfeltz building into the National Road Heritage Museum.
· Stated that she will be presenting the Town’s Open Space Funding request to the Washington County Recreation Board on February 6, 2014.
· Stated that the Boonsboro Environmental Commission is hosting the Maryland Green Registry Program training at the Boonsboro Library on February 10, 2014 for local businesses.    
·  Stated that two grant applications were submitted to the Maryland Water Quality Financing Administration to assist with the I&I Projects and the replacement of water meters in Town.             
· Stated that the certified Water-Waste Water Operator position was advertised in the Herald-Mail Newspaper and on the Town website with the closing date of February 21, 2014 for application. 

Council Member Wetzel stated that consensus was given at the January Workshop meeting to move forward with contacting the Washington County Liquor Board, on behalf of the Green Fest Committee, to begin the permitting process for inviting local wineries for a tasting event during the 2014 Green Fest. She stated that the permit cost will be $25 for a “Picnic License” which will be renewable annually, that it must be applied for by an official non-profit organization and requested that the Town of Boonsboro apply for the license. She stated that no wine will be sold during the event, noting that tokens will be sold for the tasting and the profits will be donated to a non-profit organization such as the Friends of Shafer Park. 

Mayor Kauffman stated that he and Council Member Wetzel have been working on the hiring process for the new Town Manager and have progressed to begin the interviewing process within the next few weeks.

Mayor Kauffman closed the meeting at 8:45 PM.
