
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 6, 2012
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, January 3, 2012 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to approve the January 3, 2012 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the January 17, 2012 Executive Session Minutes and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Mose to approve the January 30, 2012 Workshop Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the January 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.

Council Member Chambers presented a plaque to the Town for support and service from the First Hose Company of Boonsboro, which he and Council Member Wetzel received on behalf of the Mayor and Council at the Fire Banquet on January 27, 2012.

Council Member Wetzel stated that she received a phone call from a Boonsboro Middle School student regarding a project that the 7th grade class is conducting on Shafer Park. She stated that they are in need of information on the Park and may be contacting other Council and Park Board Members and Town staff. 

NEW BUSINESS:
Request for Bond Reduction; Thompson Gas Waterline: Town Planner Clark stated that in accordance with the approved Public Works Agreement for the Thompson Gas Waterline Project the Town may reduce the bond by 95% upon completion of the project with a one-year maintenance agreement. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Thompson Gas Waterline request for Bond Reduction, and motion carried.

Annexation Plan: McKinney Property: Town Planner Clark stated that a Petition for Annexation was received for approximately 14.97 acres north of Town and was introduced as Resolution 2011-05 in October 2011. She stated that the next step in the annexation process is that an Annexation Plan be adopted and made available for review and comment for 30 days prior to a Public Hearing. She further stated that if the Mayor and Council adopt the proposed Annexation Plan for the McKinney Property, she is requesting a Public Hearing at 6:30 PM before the March Regular meeting. Town Planner Clark stated that the Planning Commission is recommending that the annexation not be approved based on portions in the Comprehensive Plan, but that it is ultimately the Mayor and Councils decision. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to adopt the Annexation Plan for the McKinney Property and schedule a Public Hearing at 6:30 PM on March 5, 2012, and motion carried

1998 Ford Explorer Bid Results: Town Manger Smith stated that one bid was received at the bid opening on January 27, 2012 in the amount of $650 for the 1998 Ford Explorer, which is being sold in “as is” condition. She stated that the estimates to repair the vehicle were between $1,255 and $2,800. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Mose to accept the bid of $650 for the 1998 Ford Explorer, and motion carried

Recommendation for Certified Officer to Fill Vacancy: Chief Hewett stated that the Police Department received 19 applications to fill the vacant position of a Certified Officer created by the passing of Sergeant Rich Poffenberger. He stated that three applicants were interviewed, and based on qualifications he recommended the hiring of Charles Stanford to fill that vacancy at the Workshop meeting on January 30, 2012, with the effective date of hire being February 1, 2012. Motion by Council Member Mose, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to formally hire Charles Stanford as a Boonsboro Certified Officer at the starting salary rate of $36,000, and motion carried
State Highway Administration Salt Use Memorandum of Understanding: Town Manager Smith stated that the State Highway Administration requires that all Municipalities sign a Salt and Aggregate Utilization Agreement MOU, noting that the current salt price is $67.98 per ton. She stated that the MOU is a standard document and that nothing has changed from last year’s MOU other than the Town will be billed for the material used rather than having to replenish it. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the SHA Salt Use MOU, and motion carried.

Former Library Chimney Repair Quotes: Town Manager Smith stated that she received estimates from two contactors to reline and repair the chimney in the former library from Chimney Care Plus, Inc. for $1,875 and from Sherwood Forest, Inc. for $3,150. She stated that she received three positive references for Chimney Care Plus, Inc., and based on those references and the low repair estimate she is recommending that they be awarded the work contact.  Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Mose to award the chimney repair contract to Chimney Care Plus Inc. at the rate of $1,875, and motion carried.

2012 Mowing Bid Proposal: Town Manager Smith stated that she present a request at the Workshop meeting from Travis Kalagher of TK & Son Enterprise, the Town’s current mowing contractor, for consideration from the Mayor and Council to extend the terms of the current mowing contract to cover the 2012 mowing season at his 2011 bid of $925 per month. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to accept the 2012 extension of the mowing contract with TK & Sons Enterprise at the rate of $925, and motion carried. 
COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on January 12, 2012. Discussions included the ongoing task of naming the unnamed alleys in Town, addressing the deteriorating sidewalks throughout Town, and the concerns from a McKeldin Drive resident that the newly placed stop signs on Park Drive are not working to slow traffic. 
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on January 25, 2012. Discussions included the scheduling of the Wagon Train event on May 20, 2012 and the Independence Day Celebration on July 3, 2012 with the rain date of July 5, 2012, the new permanent recycling bins which will be installed at Shafer Park in the spring, the request to budget $500 for additional Christmas light decorations, the Maryland Urban and Community Forest Committee (MUCFC) $1,500 grant application, and the offer from the Boonsboro Middle School environmental class in planting trees and plant maintenance on April 4, 2012. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman stated that Terri Solomos, Roland England, Sandra Shifler and Laura Schnackenberg terms have expired on the Park Board and that they all wish to be reappointed for an additional 4-year term. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to reappoint Terri Solomos, Roland England, Sandra Shifler and Laura Schnackenberg to consecutive 4-year terms on the Park Board, and motion carried.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on January 12, 2012. Discussions included the Sewer Fund Waste Water Treatment Plant financial review for Fiscal Years 2010, 2011 and 2012 year-to-date, an update on the Commission Members tour of the Keedysville Water Infrastructure site on December 29, 2011, the recommendation for the Thompson Gas Waterline Bond Reduction, and the vacancy on the Commission due to Jerry Wolfe resigning based on health issues.

Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on January 24, 2012. Discussions included a recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeal for the Request for Variance for an In-Home Occupation, which was denied, the Graystone Section F Preliminary Plans, and an update on the status of the proposed McKinney Annexation.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held on January 4, 2012. Discussions included the success of the Scavenger Hunt and Flat Frosties Event, the plans to hold the next Networking Breakfast on March 16, 2012 at Vesta’s Restaurant, and a resident’s suggestion to hold a Founder’s Day celebration. 
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Community Outreach held their meeting on January 12, 2012. Discussions included the new Keedysville water infrastructure, the County Sheriff’s Department request for residents to be vigilant regarding home burglaries and motor vehicle break-ins and to note anything out of the ordinary. The next meeting will be held on April 12, 2012. The Council of Governments held their meeting on January 26, 2012. Discussions included the curbside recycling program in higher density areas of Washington County provided through Allied Waste and that Hancock and Keedysville have both started their own recycling programs. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 342 calls for service, which included 29 motor vehicle violations and 10 parking citations. Arrests for the month of January included zero (0) adult arrest and zero (0) juvenile arrests. There was one Criminal Investigation Report for a burglary of a storage shed on Kerns Drive and one Criminal Investigation Report for an unattended death on Thompson Court.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Received the revised HUR funding report downgrading funds for Fiscal Year 2012 to $44,998 and Fiscal Year 2013 to $29,617
· Dave Kline, of First Energy will review Waste Water Treatment Plant energy bills for Fiscal Year 2013 Budgets

· Public Works Staff has been working to rebuild and refinish the picnic tables in Shafer Park

· Interviews will take place on February 7 and 8, 2012 for the Municipal Service Worker position. 115 applications were received. A recommendation will be presented to the Mayor and Council at the February Workshop meeting.
· The List of Assets for the Waste Water Treatment Plant and the Non-Discrimination Information has been completed and submitted to USDA per the Audit
· The Town Calendar of Events will be placed on the Town web site for 2012. Further discussion and arrangements need to be finalized for the Spring Clean-Up event at the Workshop meeting.
CITIZEN COMMENTS
Laura Kirby: Mrs. Kirby asked if residents would have the option to opt-out of the curbside recycling program if the Town decides to provide it for their residents. The Mayor stated that the Town is still working towards obtaining bids for all sanitation options and we will not know what those options are until the bids are received and reviewed.
Barinda Golden: Ms. Golden read two poems titled “Natalie and Bobby Mose’s House” and “Four Male Dogs”.

The Meeting closed at 8:25 PM and moved into Executive Session as permitted under Section 10-508 (a)(l)(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland, with a motion by Council Member Chambers and second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman. Motion carried unanimously.
