
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, JUNE 4, 2012
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, June 4, 2012 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Barbara Wetzel, Janeen Solberg, and Sean Haardt. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller, and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
Mayor Kauffman swore in Council Members Barbara Wetzel and Sean Haardt prior to the meeting at 6:15 P.M. 
· Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the May 7, 2012 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the May 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the May 2012 Bills to be Paid and motion carried. 
GUESTS

· Boonsboro Police Department Scholarship Presentation by Chief Hewett to Boonsboro High School recent graduate Nathan Hardy.
· The Civil War Railroad Trail Project presentation from Kevin and Susan Moore. Mrs. Moore stated that the project entails the planning, design and construction of a rail to trail pedestrian and bicycle trail connecting Hagerstown City Park with the Chesapeake & Ohio Canal Towpath at Wevertown, for the total of 23.4 miles at the approximate cost of $16.4 million dollars. She further stated that hopes for future connectivity would be established via the trail between Hagerstown, Washington DC, Pittsburgh and Northern Virginia. An informational meeting will be held on June 21, 2012 at 7:00 PM at the Boonsboro Volunteer Fire Company. Council Member Wetzel stated that this is a great project, and proposed that the Mayor and Council write letters to the Washington County Commissioners and DNR in support of the Project. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to write a letters to the Washington County Commissioner and DNR is support of the Civil War Railroad Trail Project, and motion carried. 
· Boy Scout Tom Kersting attended the meeting as a requirement for his Communication Merit Badge and stated that he is two Merit badges and one project away from becoming an Eagle Scout 
· Mayor Kauffman presented a Certificate of Appreciation to retired Council Member Natalie Mose for her six (6) years of service on the Town Council.

· The Mayor presented a Proclamation to the Lions Club at their 81st Charter Celebration held at San Mar
· Thank you letter from Richard Poffenberger, Sr. and family for honoring the memory of his son, Boonsboro Sergeant Richard Poffenberger, Jr. with the naming of an alley way in Town
· Invitation from the Southern Washington County American Cancer Society to participate in the Relay for Life event at the Washington County Ag Center on Sharpsburg Pike on June 22, 2012. 
· The Mayor met with Town Historian Doug Bast regarding the preservation of the Boonsboro Museum and artifacts
· The Washington County Commissioners have proposed holding their meeting in Boonsboro on October 9, 2012, but the Town has requested that the meeting be rescheduled for October 16, 2012
· Invitation to attend the “Washington County EDC Planning Summit” on June 20, 2012 at Bridge of Life Church in Hagerstown beginning at 7:30 AM
· 2012 MML Member Outreach Survey
· Brien Poffenberger, President of the Washington County Chambers of Commerce, requesting the Town’s assistance with updating information for the Washington County EDC Business Database with Town businesses
· Announcement that Boonsboro was designated a Maryland Municipal League 2012 Banner City for the 2nd year in a row
Council Member Wetzel stated that the Washington County Board of Education has announced that it has updated its facility planning list of school remodeling and replacements. She stated that Boonsboro High School is still scheduled for modernization by August 2022, but noted that the proposed South County Elementary School has been moved down the list from 2017 to 2023. She stated that the replacement of Sharpsburg Elementary has been moved to third on the list for rebuilding. Planning Director Clark stated that she currently serves on a planning committee for the South County Elementary School.

Council Member Solberg extended an invitation to the Mayor and Council, Town Staff and Boonsboro EDC to attend the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony on Monday, June 11, 2012 at Dan’s Restaurant and Tap House at 3:00 PM

Council Member Wetzel reported that the MML E-Newsletter announced that the University of Maryland’s Institute for Governmental Services and Research is providing an online class on the Maryland Open Meeting Act. Council Member Cynthia Kauffman stated that she plans to attend the seminar on the Maryland Open Meeting Act at the MML Convention at the end of the month.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Event Updates:

· Annual Junior Olympics - Assistant Mayor Long stated that the event was held on held on May 5, 2012 at the Boonsboro High School track field, and approximately 600 4th and 5th graders participated in the event. He extended a thank you to the Herald-Mail Newspaper for their article on the event. 
· Annual Fishing Derby - Park Board Member Rick Hawkins stated that the event was held at the Town Pond on May 12, 2012 and 110 children participated in the event. He thanked the local sponsors for their support of the event, and the Town employees for their help. 
· 4th Annual Green Fest - Council Member Solberg stated that the event was held on May 12, 2012 from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM in Shafer Park, noting that 142 vendors participated and almost 100 people volunteered for the event. She thanked the Town Public Works employees for their help and the 55 sponsoring partners. Mayor Kauffman stated that Chris Uhl from the Governor’s office presented a Governor Citation to the Town at the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony for the dedication towards preserving Maryland’s environment. 
· Annual National Pike Festival Wagon Train – Park Board Member Laura Schnackenberg stated that the event was held in Shafer Park on May 20, 2012, noting that there seemed to be less wagon participation this year. She stated that the children loved the free pony rides provided by the Town, and that she hoped to have the American Legion Ladies Auxiliary participate as a vendor for the event next year. She stated that she would like to recommend the purchase of a banner for the 25th Anniversary Wagon Train event for 2013, and hopes to make the event grander with more involvement in the day’s activities by the Mayor and Council and community. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to permit Park Board Member Schnackenberg to obtain cost information for the purchase of a banner for the 2013 Wagon Train event, and motion carried.
· 26th Annual Memorial Day Ceremony & Parade Assistant Mayor Long stated that the Ladies Auxiliary Unit 10 hosted the annual Wreath Laying Ceremony, which was held at 1:00 PM in front of Town Hall and was followed by the parade at 2:00 PM on May 27, 2012. He extended a thank you on behalf of the American Legion for all of the ongoing support for the parade and ceremony. 
· Annual Boonsboro Rescue Company Carnival Mayor Kauffman stated that the Annual Boonsboro Rescue Company Carnival was held May 25 through June 2, 2012, noting that there seemed to be a very good turnout despite having to close the event due to severe storms on Sunday, Tuesday and Friday. Assistant Mayor Long extended a huge thank you to the Public Works employees for coming out on their day off on Memorial Day to assist in cleaning the Park and removing tree branches after the storm on Sunday evening. 

NEW BUSINESS
Adoption of Fiscal Year 2013 Budgets: A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM for public input on the Fiscal Year 2013 Budgets, with no comments being made. 

Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2013 General Fund Budget as presented, with Council Member Haardt abstaining, and motion carried. 

Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the Fiscal Year 2013 Water Fund Budget as presented, with Council Member Haardt abstaining, and motion carried. 

Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the Fiscal Year 2013 Sewer Fund Budget as presented, with Council Member Haardt abstaining, and motion carried.  

Employee Life and Disability Coverage Policy Proposal: Town Manager Smith stated that the Town currently provides all full-time employees with a Life Insurance Policy provided through Principal Financial Group and a Disability Policy provided through Reliance Standard. She stated that she obtained a rate proposal from The Benecon Group, which reflects a 15% reduction in the combined annual policy premium for both the Employee Life and Disability Insurance Coverage Policies with the LGIT/One America Program. She provided the Mayor and Council with a rate breakdown to show the proposed reduction. She stated that employees’ policy coverage will remain the same and that the LGIT/One America Program is guaranteed to remain at the same rate for two (2) years. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the recommendation to transfer both the Life Insurance Policy with the Principal Financial Group and the Disability Policy with Reliance Standard to LGIT/One America to become effective on July 1, 2012, and motion carried. Council Member Chambers stated that the employees’ Life Insurance, Dependent Life Insurance, and Short-Term Disability Insurance Coverage are 100% paid for by the Town, and requested that the Town Manager provide him with a copy of the LGIT/One America Life and Disability Insurance Coverage Policies. 

BMUC Member Re-Appointment: Council Member Chambers stated that Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission Members George Messner and Rob Hutzell four (4) year terms on the Commission are expiring in June 2012. He stated that Commission Member Rob Hutzell is requesting re-appointment to the Commission for a consecutive four (4) year term, and that the Commission Members voted unanimously for his re-appointment. He further stated that Commission Member Messner has decided that he is not interested in seeking re-appointment at this time, noting that since his retirement he has become increasingly busy and is serving on the Economic Development Commission; therefore, he will be stepping down from his BMUC position. Council Member Chambers stated that two individuals, Terry Davis and Paul Loeber, have both submitted Community Volunteer Interest Forms to serve on the Utilities Commission and they will be invited to attend the June meeting for interviews. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to re-appoint Rob Hutzell to the Utilities Commission for a consecutive four (4) year term, and motion carried. Council Member Wetzel complimented the BMUC on taking the initiative to interview the individual who submitted Community Volunteer Interest Forms.
Recycling Program Status and Review of Implementation Process: Town Manager Smith stated part of the contract with Allied Waste, which goes into effect July 1, 2012, is to provide the Town residents with recycling program information. She stated that she is recommending that a letter be mailed to all of the residents with the recycling pick-up dates, the explanation of the program and the program start date of Monday, July 2, 2012, with bin pick-up every other week thereafter. She stated that she would like to have the letters mailed no later than the third week of June, noting that additional information will be attached to the recycling bins when they are distributed to the residents during the last week of June. Council Member Haardt asked if the recycling bins would have information on the lid, which explains what is recyclable to assist the residents with what can be placed in the bins. Town Manager Smith stated that Allied Waste will provide a flier with the recycling bin, but noted that the proposed informational letter will be condensed and help simplify what can be placed in the recycling bin for those that are not familiar with recycling. Council Member Solberg stated that the recycling information list would be made as clear as possible for residents to understand. Council Member Chambers asked who the residents would contact if they choose not to participate in recycling program and wish to return their bin, and stated that this information should be included in the proposed informational letter. Town Manager Smith stated that residents who choose to not participate in the recycling program should call Town Hall and the unused recycling bins will be returned to Allied Waste. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the mailing of the recycling informational letter with the addition of the option to return the recycling bin to Allied Waste if the resident chooses to not participate in the recycling program included in the letter, and motion carried.
Mayor Kauffman stated that he was unaware at the May Regular meeting that he would not be unable to attend the 2012 MML Convention in Ocean City, Maryland as Council Member Cynthia Kauffman’s guest this year due to a new regulation stating that if a spouse in an ‘elected official’ they must pay their own registration fee. He stated that he is requesting that the Council approve his registration fee at the cost of $411.  Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve Mayor Kauffman’s 2012 MML Convention registration fee of $411, with Council Member Cynthia Kauffman abstaining, and motion carried.
Mayor Kauffman stated that he received a donation request from the BABI 20th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament on June 25, 2012 at Black Rock Golf Course. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chamber to donate $100 to the Dwight Scott Golf Tournament, and motion carried
COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. No meeting was held for the month of May 2012. The next meeting will be held on June 14, 2012. National Night Out will be held on Tuesday, August 7, 2012.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on May 23, 2012. Discussions included the updates on the Fishing Derby on May 12, 2012 and the Wagon Train Event on May 20, 2012, the ongoing plans for the Independence Day Celebration on July 3, 2012, the upcoming Concert in the Park by the US Navy Band Country Current, the announcement that Boonsboro will receive $31,000 in POS Money and a portion of those funds will be used to blacktop the entrance for the new section of the Park, the planting of trees that were purchased with the MUCFC grant money.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on May 10, 2012. Discussions included updates on the status of the MDE Water Supply Program studies, Commission Members Hutzell and Messner term expirations, Commission Member Messner’s decision to step down from his position and the approval to recommend the renew Commission Member Hutzell’s 4 year term to the Mayor and Council. It was decided that the Commission would interview the two individual who recently submitted Community Volunteer Interest forms to fill Commission Member Messner’s vacancy.  

Planning Commission – H. Long. No meeting was held for the month of May 2012. The next meeting will be held on June 26, 2012. 
Economic Development Commission – J. Solberg. No meeting was held for the month of May 2012. The next Networking Breakfast will be held on July 20, 2012 at the Boonsboro Library in the Community Room.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Community Outreach and the Council of Governments will hold their next meetings in July 2012. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 378 calls for service, which included 56 motor vehicle violations and 24 parking citations. Arrests for the month of May included one (1) adult arrest and one (1) juvenile arrest.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Stated that the four recently purchased planters have been placed on the Town square, along with the planters on the street railings and on the front porch of Town Hall 
· Stated that the windows and doors at the Police Department have almost all been installed per the MEA funding, and should be finished by the end of the week
· Stated that the new alley signage will be installed this week marking the recently named alley ways in Town

· Stated that a bike race will take place on Shepherdstown Pike between the Boonsboro Library and Sharpsburg on June 17, 2012 at 7AM

· Stated that the Park Board will be working with MCTC to set up an inmate crew to assist with the Park stream clean-up

· Stated that Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry is on vacation, leaving a two man Public Works staff this week.  

Mayor Kauffman stated that he would be appointing Council Liaisons to the Town Commissions at the July Regular meeting.
