
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, MAY 2, 2011

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Police Chief Jeff Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller.

NEW BUSINESS:

Fiscal Year 2012 Constant Yield Tax Rate: Town Manager Smith stated that the Fiscal Year 2012 Constant Yield tax rate must be established due to Washington County needing all of the tax rates by June 1, 2011 to prepare the tax bills. She further stated that the proposed Constant Yield tax rate of 0.3177 provides the potential revenue of $914,628, which is $320 less than the current year. By maintaining the current Constant Yield tax rate of 0.3223, $13,193 in additional revenue will increase the tax base to $927,821. Town Manager Smith proposed that the Town stays with the current Constant Yield tax rate of 0.3223 for Fiscal Year 2012. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Fiscal Year 2012 Constant Yield Tax Rate at the current rate of 0.3223. Motion carried unanimously. 

Fiscal Year 2012 Street Repair Proposals and Contract Award: Town Manager Smith stated that this agenda item would be tabled pending inconsistencies with the bids and one of the proposed areas for repair.

Fiscal Year 2012 Snow Removal & SHA Salt Replacement: A formal request was received from the State Highway Administration to replenish the 142 tons of salt used by the Town for snow removal. Town Manager Smith obtained three quotes to purchase salt at the cost of $157 per ton from Eddie Mercer Agri-Service, $87 per ton from Cargill Salt Company, and $70 per ton from Mid-Atlantic Salt, LLC, which was the quote provided to the Town of Smithsburg. Town Manager Smith made the recommendation to purchase the salt from Mid-Atlantic Salt, which would total $9,940. She stated that $6,330 remains in the $10,000 Fiscal Year 2011 Budget for snow removal, and that $3,670 could be transfer from Contingency Fund balance of $93,447. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the purchase of salt from Mid-Atlantic Salt, LLC. Motion carried unanimously. 
6708 ONP, LLC Developer Public Works Agreement: Planning Director Clark stated that the Public Works Agreement is in conjunction with the Thompson South Main Waterline Extension project for the construction of a new 12” waterline from Middletown Valley Bank to Thompson Gas at the south end of South Main Street. She further stated that the agreement would be between 6708 ONP, LLC (Thompson Gas) and the Town, and proposes a reimbursement to Thompson Gas for a portion of the construction costs after additional properties connect to the waterline, as well as reimbursement from the Town for the construction costs of tapping the four (4) adjacent property owners that are currently served by the 3” waterline into the new 12”waterline. Council Member Chambers stated that Utilities Commission, as well as Thompson Gas Attorney Scott Miller has reviewed the agreement. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the 6708 ONP, LLC Developer Public Works Agreement, contingent upon formal approval from Attorney Wantz. Motion carried unanimously.

Recommendation for Appointment to the Board of Zoning Appeals: Planning Director Clark stated that the Board of Zoning Appeals is recommending the appointment of Gary Schlappal, of 26 Saint Paul Street, to fill the vacancy on the Board for a three (3) year term. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Chambers to appoint Gary Schlappal to the Board of Zoning Appeals. Motion carried unanimously.
Approval of Restated Employee 457(b) Government Deferred Compensation Plan: Town Manager Smith stated that the restated employee 457(b) Government Deferred Compensation Plan will update and incorporate recent legislative and regulatory changes to the plan, and Federal regulations require that the plan incorporate the required provisions no later than December 31, 2011 with the plan administrator, Nationwide Retirement Solutions, receiving the approval by May 31, 2011. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers approve the restated employee 457(b) Government Deferred Compensation Plan. Motion carried unanimously.
Letter of Intent to Purchase Police Vehicle under State Contract: Chief Hewett stated that he is requesting a Letter of Intent by May 6, 2011 to purchase a new vehicle under the State Contract for Fiscal Year 2012. The Chevy Tahoe will be purchased at Criswell Chevrolet through the State Contract at the cost of $26,900, approximately $17,000 under regular retail price. The vehicle cost will come out of the Fiscal Year 2012 Police Vehicle Budget of $35,000. Chief Hewett stated that the new vehicle would be used by Sergeant Poffenberger replacing the 2002 Dodge Durango, which will become a spare unit, and later requesting the sale of the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve that a Letter of Intent is mailed to Criswell Chevrolet for the purchase of a new Police Department vehicle. Motion carried unanimously. 
COMMISSION REPORTS
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on April 14, 2011. Chris Sarnecki led this meeting as the new Chairman. Discussions included the installation of the 3-way stop at Park Drive and Shafer Park Drive and the decision not to install crosswalks in that location due to no sidewalks in that area/intersection, the “Do Not Enter” sign posted at the entrance to Alley 11 at Potomac Street, the need to add an additional parking area at the new Park, the speed study on Main Street currently being conducted by SHA, the scheduling of National Night Out for August 2, 2011, and Rick Beall will not seek re-appointment to the Commission in June 2011.
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on April 27, 2011. The Board held a “walk through” of Shafer Park to determine clean-up areas and repairs. Discussions included plans for replanting trees, mulching and needed repairs of pavilions and playground equipment, and summer events and Concert in the Park updates.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on April 14, 2011. Discussions included the final Alternate 40 waterline connection status update, the status of the AC&T fee-in-lieu of payment for the repair of the terra cotta sewer main, the review of the Keedysville’s proposed Operations and Maintenance Agreement and Spring House Modifications which will be placed on the BKRWB May 2011 meeting agenda, the South Main Street waterline extension and contributions by Thompson Gas, the reimbursement by Easterday Land Development for two-thirds of the cost for the South Main Street waterline extension based on the Easterday Annexation Agreement, and the Developers Public Works Agreement for the Thompson Gas South Main Street waterline extension. The Fiscal Year 2012 Budget review was postponed to the May meeting.
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on April 26, 2011. The Commission held their election of Officers. Discussions included the Request for Modification of the King Road Associates, Phase 1 to modify the standard curb and gutter detail to mountable curb which was denied by the Commission, a Variance Request recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals for side setbacks for a garage at 210 South Main Street which was denied by the Commission, a Variance Request recommendation to the Board of Zoning Appeals for an in-home business office at 214 South Main Street which as approved by the Commission, and the APFO recommendation for the AC&T proposed redevelopment. 
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meeting was held during the month of April. 
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments held their meeting on April 28, 2011. County Administrator Greg Murray discussed the restructuring of the Washington County Government, noting that 14 positions were not filled, stream-lining of the building permit process, and an addition of a new Public Relations position. It was also noted that the Monroe Road paving project is at the top of the road repair list for the County. The next meeting will be held on June 23, 2011. Council Member Wetzel did not attend the Community Outreach meeting, but the minutes were provided for the Mayor and Council to review. The next meeting will be held in July. 

Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 379 calls for service, which included 63 motor vehicle violations and 0 parking citations. Arrests for the month of April included one (1) adult offense for larceny and zero (0) juveniles.
Town Manager’s Report – Debra Smith
· Received confirmation from DNR notifying the Town that the Fiscal Year 2012 Community, Parks, and Playground Grant request was denied for funding assistance for an additional parking area in the new Park.
· Sound system upgrade in Shafer Park has been installed and is operational.
· Washington County reported that the new vehicle fueling station in Keedysville should be in operation sometime this month. They are working out the final issues with the ‘key cards’ and will begin allowing use by the County trucks to make sure everything functions correctly. 
· Due to the sewer back-ups from the rainstorms, the Town is planning to conduct a town-wide sewer system smoke test to determine which homes have sump pumps, downspouts, and basement drains connected to the Town's sewage system. It was noted that homes that are hooked into the sewer system in those manners are in violation of Code. Residents will be notified when the smoke test will occur.
CITIZENS COMMENTS

Dick Toms: Mr. Toms, of 12 Stouffer Avenue, voiced concerns regarding the extension of the 12” water lines in the south end of Town and the replacement of the terra cotta sewer line in the north end of Town, but nothing in the center of Town. He stated that during the rainstorms it took the Town three hours to pump the water out of the manhole near his home. He asked if the sewer lines to the WWTP are adequate to handle the flow from the Town. Council Member Chambers assured Mr. Toms that the lines to the WWTP were upgraded during the construction.
Laura Kirby: Ms. Kirby, of 401 Brookridge Drive, stated that there has been a dog swimming in the Town pond, and asked what the regulations are for that area of the Park, noting that there are no “No Dogs” signs. Town Manager Smith stated that regulation signage needs to be reviewed and implemented in the new phase of the park.  

The Meeting closed at 8:40 PM and moved into Executive Session to discuss the appointment, employment, assignment, promotion, discipline, demotion, compensation, removal, resignation, or performance of appointees, employees, or officials  over whom it has jurisdiction as permitted under Section 10-508 (1)(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland, with a motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Mose. Motion carried unanimously.
