
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, MAY 7, 2012
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held their Regular Meeting on Monday, May 7, 2012 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Town Planner Megan Clark, Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller, and Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and the invocation offered by Mayor Kauffman. 
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the April 2, 2012 Public Hearing Minutes and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the April 2, 2012 Regular Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Mose to approve the April 30, 2012 Workshop Session Minutes as amended and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the April 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the April 2012 Bills to be Paid and motion carried. 
GUESTS: Bettie Hull, of the American Legion Ladies Auxiliary - The Mayor presented the Proclamation to 2012 Miss Poppy Michaela Wade, a 1st grader from Boonsboro Elementary School.
South County Food Pantry Donation Request: Lisha Bikle, President of the South County Food Pantry, presented a donation request for the Micah’s Backpack Program, providing a backpack of nutritious food to take home on Friday’s and bring back to school on Monday’s for low income area children who receive free or reduced lunches at school and have been identified by their school counselors as being at risk for not having enough food on the weekends. She stated that there are currently 38 children in the program, that each backpack contains five snacks and six meals for the weekend, and costs approximately $10 per child/backpack per weekend. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Mose to make a donation to the South County Food Pantry in the amount of $100. Council Member Wetzel stated that she would like to increase the amount of the donation and inquired as to what the balance is in the Budget for donations. Town Manager Smith stated that there is $400 remaining for donations to date. Council Member Wetzel made the recommendation to amend the motion and donate $400 to the South County Food Pantry rather than $100. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg to amend the previous motion and make a donation to the South County Food Pantry in the amount of $400, and motion carried.

· Invitation from the Southern W.C. American Cancer Society for the Town’s representation at the Relay for Life event at the W.C. Ag Center on Sharpsburg Pike for 12 hours on June 22 to 23, 2012. Opening Ceremonies will be held at 7:00 PM
· The town Memorial Day wreath laying ceremony will be held at 1:00 PM followed by the parade at 2:00 PM on May 27th
· The Annual Junior Olympics was held on May 5, 2012 at the Boonsboro High School track field. Approximately 600 4th and 5th graders participated in the event.
· The 4th Annual Green Fest will be held on May 12, 2012 from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM in Shafer Park. 142 vendors have signed up to participate and almost 100 people have volunteered for the event.

NEW BUSINESS:
Approval of Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Article 6, Parking Regulations: The Mayor stated that the Public Hearing was held at 6:45 for input regarding Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Article 6, Parking Regulations. Town Planner Clark stated that the Ordinance proposed changes include revising off-street parking requirements for several commercial uses and design standards for sharing of parking and drive-thru facilities. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Article 6, Parking Regulations, and motion carried. 

EDC Downtown Beautification: Town Manger Smith stated that the Economic Development Commission is requesting to purchase four-(4) large planters to place at the square on Main Street for Downtown Beautification as part of their Revitalization Plan. She stated that the EDC is recommending the purchase through Upbeat at the cost of $590 per planter for a total cost of $2,360. She further stated that the EDC plans to purchase additional planters when funds become available.  Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the purchase of four-(4) street planters at the cost of $2,360, and motion carried.

Un-named Alleys: Council Member Solberg stated that after careful consideration, the members of the Police and Public Safety Commission are recommending the naming of four-(4) un-named alleys in Town. She noted that Chairman Chris Sarnecki contacted Washington County Planner Meghan Hammond for her input and review of the proposed names. 
· Alley One (North Main Street/Boonsboro Historical Park) – Blecker View

· Alley Two (Knode Circle) – Josiah Lane

· Alley Ten (Reeders/Sinnesin) – Nyman Place

· Alley Eleven (Park Drive/Extension) – Sgt. Rich Poffenberger, Jr. Way

Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the naming of the four-(4) alleys in Town as recommended by the Police and Public Safety Commission, and motion carried.
Annual Fishing Derby Event: Ray Grove, one of the Annual Fishing Derby organizers, stated that the organizers are requesting a $600 donation from the Mayor and Council for the event. He stated that many of the fishing rods and reels need to be replaced this year, and that any excess funds raised from donations from local business will be deposited back into the Fishing Derby fund. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the donation of $600 to the Fishing Derby event, and motion carried. 
Zoning Map Amendment: Town Planner Clark stated that she received a request to rezone 309 and 311 South Main Street and she is requesting that a Public Hearing for a Map Amendment be scheduled at 6:45 PM before the July 2, 2012 Mayor and Council Meeting. 
Mayor Kauffman stated that the newly elected Town Officials will be sworn into office at 6:15 PM on Monday, June 4, 2012 before the Regular Mayor and Council meeting, and that the Fiscal Year 2013 Budget Public Hearing will be held at 6:30 PM following the Swearing-In Ceremony.

COMMISSION REPORTS 
Police & Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on April 12, 2012. Discussions included the final approval to recommend the naming of the four-(4) un-named alleyways in Town to the Mayor and Council, the planning for National Night Out on August 2, 2012, an email from Ms. Frances Lynch requesting the posting of additional 25 mph speed signs on Center Street, resident concern regarding traffic and children crossing Potomac Street from King Road to the Library without a crosswalk, and Commission Member Glausier’s coordinating of the U. S. Navy Band Country Current Ensemble’s concert at Shafer Park on July 14, 2012 at 7:00 PM.  
Park Board – C. Kauffman. Meeting held on April 25, 2012. Discussions included ongoing plans for the Wagon Train Event on May 20, 2012 and the Independence Day Celebration on July 3, 2012, the Boonsboro Middle School Environmental Clubs planting of 10 trees near the Library and Police Department, and the need for additional information to clarify the MUCFC grant money and the arrival of trees. 
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on April 12, 2012. Dave Kline of First Energy attended the meeting to review the WWTP electric usage and suggested options to reduce rates to help lower the high bills. Discussions included updates on the status of the MDE Water Supply Program studies, the review of the revised invoice for the HDPE leak repair for the Main Street Waterline in front of Middletown Valley Bank from the Charles E. Brake Company, the approval to reimburse Thompson Gas $7,790.50 for materials and labor for the connecting of the adjacent property taps to the 12” waterline, and the Fiscal Year 2013 Water and Sewer Fund Budgets Final Draft review and the approval for recommendation to the Mayor and Council.

Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on April 24, 2012. Discussions included the election of Commission Officers for Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Secretary, the approval to recommend BNRZ12-01; the Request for a Map Amendment to rezone 309 and 311 South Main Street to the Mayor and Council with a Public Hearing scheduled for July 2, 2012, and an update from the Town Planner on the recent approval of the Sustainable Growth and Agricultural Preservation Act of 2012 by the State of Maryland. 
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held on April 25, 2012. Discussions included the upcoming Networking Breakfast on May 18, 2012 at Vesta’s Restaurant at 7:30 AM and the request to purchase four-(4) large planters to place at the square on Main Street for Downtown Beautification as part of the Revitalization Plan.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Community Outreach canceled their April 2012 meeting and both Community Outreach and the Council of Governments will hold their next meetings in July 2012. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 340 calls for service, which included 51 motor vehicle violations. Arrests for the month of April included two (2) adult arrests for after-hours violation of a trespass notice given in Shafer Park and two (2) juvenile arrests for CDS possession.
Town Manager’s Report – D. Smith
· Stated that she has been in contact with the new sanitation company, Allied Waste, regarding distribution of recycling containers on/or around June 25, 2012 along with recycling educational material. She noted that recycling days will be on Mondays, and trash pick-up will remain on Tuesdays and Fridays. 
· Stated that the mulch at the Yard Debris Site is available for residents to take, but noted that it is untreated.
· Stated that Superintendent Rick Painter and Operator Pete Shumaker are attending the Maryland Rural Water Association Conference in Ocean City, Maryland this week. 
· Stated that the Town’s embroidered patch was taken to Hagerstown Community College to be placed in their 100 Year Birthday Time Capsule for the celebration on April 28, 2012.
·  New ‘No Parking’ signs have been placed on the left side of School House Court to help with parking issues.
CITIZEN COMMENTS
Frances Lynch: Stated that registered Master Gardeners should be contacted to see if they would be interested in taking care of the plants, which will be placed in the new planters on Main Street. Raised concerns regarding ‘speeding’ between the stop signs on Center Street and asked if speed zone patrols could be randomly set up on Center Street.
Stephen Mohl: Stated that Southern Washington County American Cancer Society’s Relay for Life will take place June 22, 2012 at 7:00 PM at the Washington County Ag Center on Sharpsburg Pike and invited the Mayor and Council to participate as a team.
Rich Hawkins: Thanked the Town and Mayor and Council for their support and donations for the Annual Fishing Derby at the Town Pond. Stated that he is working with the Park Board in the planning and planting of trees in Shafer Park.
Barinda Golden: Read a poem titled “The Four Hillbilly Men”.
