BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

WORKSHOP MEETING
TUESDAY, JULY 26, 2011
The Mayor and Council held their Workshop Meeting on Tuesday, July 26, 2011 in the Town Hall Conference Room to set the Regular Session Agenda for Monday, August 1, 2011. Present were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Police Chief Jeff Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. Assistant Mayor Howard Long joined the meeting at 7:05 PM and Council Member Solberg joined at 7:15 PM.
Ordinance 2011-03; to Amend the Zoning Ordinance to Remove the General Commercial (GC) Maintenance Clause: Town Manager Smith stated that the Planning Commission is recommending the introduction of Ordinance 2011-03 to amend the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance by removing Section 1107 by removing the one-year provision of the General Commercial Maintenance Clause based on a recommendation from Attorney Wantz. She further stated that Town Planner Clark is requesting the introduction of Ordinance 2011-03 at the August 1, 2011 meeting with a Public Hearing schedule at 6:15 PM before the September 6, 2011 meeting. Consensus is to move forward with the introduction of Ordinance 2011-03. (New Business)

Request to Rezone 310 South Main Street: Town Manager Smith stated that the Planning and Zoning Department received a request to rezone the property at 310 South Main Street from residential to commercial so that the owners of Cronise Market can expand their business. She further stated that the Planning Commission has requested a Joint Public Hearing with the Mayor and Council scheduled at 6:30 PM before the September 6, 2011 meeting. Consensus is to move forward with Joint Public Hearing. 

Bid Review for Sale of 1997 Ford Crown Victoria: Town Manager Smith stated that the sealed bids for the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria were opened at 1:00 PM on Friday, July 22, 2011. She presented the bid results stating that ten bids were received, with the highest bid of $1,875 submitted by John Pullard of Aqua Lane in Keedysville. Consensus is to proceed with the sale of the vehicle to the highest bidder. (New Business)
Fiscal Year 2012 General Fund Capital Outlay Projects:
· Request to Obtain Bids for Utility Truck – Town Manager Smith stated she is requesting to obtain bids for the purchase of a new utility truck for Superintendent Painter, as approved in the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget. The new utility truck will replace the Superintendent’s 1999 GMC truck, which will be used as a spare unit. Consensus is to obtain bids for a new utility truck. (New Business)
· Town Hall Exterior Building Repairs - Town Manager Smith stated she is requesting to obtain bids for Town Hall exterior building repairs, as approved in the Fiscal Year 2012 Budget. She stated that she received an estimate from the Cronise Corporation for approximately $30,000 to sand blast the building exterior and re-point the brick, but is requesting to obtain two comparative bids. Consensus is to move forward with obtaining additional bids for the Town Hall exterior repairs. (New Business)
Police & Public Safety Commission: Council Member Solberg stated that the Police and Public Safety Commission reviewed the five applications that were received to fill the two vacancies on the Commission, and that the Commission is making the recommendation to appoint Scott Stavrou of 205 Green Fern Circle and Cindy Collier of 303 Lanafield Court. Consensus is to move forward with the recommendations. (New Business)
Board of County Commissioners Meeting in Boonsboro: The Mayor and Council discussed their issues and concerns that they will bring before the County Commissioners at their meeting in Boonsboro scheduled Tuesday, August 30, 2011. Proposed items of discussion are:

· The status of the completion on Monroe Road.
· The Recycling Program in Washington County and Boonsboro.
· The lack of consistency in the Mitigation Policy for development in Boonsboro, and the need to have a uniform Mitigation Policy for all of Washington County.
· The storm water drainage issue from Lakin Avenue Extended, across Saint Paul Street and down Lakin Avenue.
Town Manager Comments: 
· An advertisement for the Water/Wastewater Operator position was placed in The Herald-Mail Newspaper with the deadline to submit resumes by August 5, 2011. Only one resume has been received to date. Council Member Chambers suggested placing the advertisement in the Frederick News Post, without listing the proposed salary.
· Sewer System Smoke Testing has been completed with the findings of smoke entering ten homes and sixty-three broken cleans-outs. Correction of violation notices will be mailed this week, noting the issue that was found and giving residents 30-days to correct the problem. The sewer lines were televised on Park Drive this week, and the findings showed a crack, a hole, and a spring water connection.
· Discussed the A/C unit in the attic of Town Hall flow valve malfunctioning, which caused the condensation to build up and cause the ceiling in the second floor conference room to collapse. Servpro Industries, Inc was called in to remove the majority of the water from the carpet and fans have been set up, but the sub-flooring appears to be buckling under the carpet.
Mayor and Council Comments:
· Council Member Wetzel stated that an updated Ethics Ordinance is required by October 1, 2011 based on State law. Town Manager Smith stated that she is aware of the requirement. 
· Discussed the Town and State Police conducting radar enforcement in the Town last week, and the feasibility of utilizing a speed camera system at the school complex, is being based upon the test system in place in Hancock per Chief Hewett.
· Council Member Solberg thanked the Council and staff for all of the help and support in planning this year’s National Night Out event

· Council Member Chambers stated that Superintendent Painter would begin attending the Mayor and Council Workshop in September on a quarterly basis to give updates on the Water and Sewer Systems.

· Council Member Chambers stated that he would not be attending the Public Hearing and Regular meeting on August 1, 2011. He requested that a tape of the Public Hearing be made available to him for his review so that he can be part of the vote at the September meeting.

The Mayor closed that Workshop Meeting closed at 8:30 PM.
