BOONSBORO MAYOR & COUNCIL
MONDAY, OCTOBER 19, 2015
WORKSHOP MEETING

The Mayor and Council held their Workshop Meeting on Monday, October 19, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex to set the Regular Session Agenda for Monday, November 2, 2015. Present were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Janeen Solberg, Cynthia Kauffman, Barbara Wetzel and Brigitte Schmidt. Also present were Town Manager Megan Clark, Police Chief Charles Stanford and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.

Washington County Humane Society Bonding: Jeff Yingling and Kim Intino, of the Washington County Humane Society, presented the request for assistance in procuring a revenue bond to refinance the Humane Society’s existing Susquehanna Bank construction loan for the facility located at 13011 Maugansville Road in Hagerstown. They explained that due to the Town being a tax-exempt entity, the refinancing of the $1,450,000 loan to a revenue bond through the Town would lower the interest rate. They further explained that by doing this, the Town would not be held responsible for any of the cost or liabilities of the loan, noting that the Washington County Humane Society would pay on the bond directly. Town Manager Clark stated that the request has been reviewed by Attorney Wantz and that she is recommending the Introduction of the Resolution for the Washington County Humane Society Bonding at the November Regular Meeting with a Public Hearing and adoption of the proposed Resolution at the December Regular Meeting. (NEW BUSINESS)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Charter Amendment: Town Manager Clark reviewed that the Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission, at their September 10, 2015 meeting, made a unanimous recommendation for the Council to amend the Town Charter by removing the BMUC “by-laws” and replace it with a general statement that gives the Town power to oversee utilities infrastructure. She stated that she consulted with Attorney Wantz, and research is still being compiled.

Forest Mitigation Bank: Town Manager Clark provided the proposed Forest Conservation Easement map and Forest Banking Agreement with Washington County for the Councils review and input. She stated that the next step in creating the Forest Mitigation Bank is to approve the Agreement with the County and then the County will formally approve the Forest Conservation Easement plat. She further stated that after all of the items are submitted and approved by the County, the Town will then post signs and install fencing around the perimeter of the Forest Conservation area. (NEW BUSINESS)
2016 Town Event and Meeting Calendar: Town Manager Clark provided the Council with a draft copy of the 2016 Town Event and Meeting Calendar for their review and comments. Council provided edits and corrections. Administrative Assistant Miller will prepare the final copy of the 2016 calendar for the Council as soon as possible. (NEW BUSINESS)

2016 Event Listing for Fire Police: Town Manager Clark stated the Council had previously discussed having fire police at Town events. She has prepared a request to the Washington County Sheriff’s Department for Fire Police assistance with traffic control during Town sponsored events in 2016. Events requesting fire police assistance would be Green Fest, the Rescue Company Carnival, Independence Day Celebration, and Boonesborough Days, noting that all fees incurred will be paid for by the hosts of those events. (NEW BUSINESS)

Town Manager Clark briefly discussed the upcoming Public Hearing, scheduled for 6:30 PM on Monday, November 2, 2015, for the Zoning Text Amendment to allow Tattoo Parlors in the Town Center Zoning District. She stated that the Zoning Text Amendment will be placed on the Regular Meeting Agenda for approval that evening. 

Council discussed hosting an Appreciation Banquet for the Town staff and Commission Members. Assistant Mayor Long will contact the American Legion to check on dates for reserving the banquet hall and menu options.

Town Manager Clark stated that she received an unsolicited bid for the 2001 Ford F550 dump truck, which was placed out for bids a few months ago and not sold. Consensus it to place the 2001 Ford F550 dump truck out for bids, again, with all bids due by 2:00pm on October 29, 2015. (NEW BUSINESS)

Town Manager Clark stated that she met with Apple Valley Waste representative Steve Blickenstaff regarding the possibility of providing Town residents with plastic residential trash cans to promote waste reduction as an alternative to the Pay-As-You-Throw program, as requested by the Council. She stated that Mr. Blickenstaff suggested that the Town establish a monthly rental fee for the 35 gallon container as part of the quarterly sanitation fees. She further stated that residents would be permitted to only dispose of sanitation items that they could place into their trash can if the program was enacted, noting that additional trash bags or items would not be collected during weekly pick-ups. Council agreed to further discuss this option in the coming months. 

Council agreed to move the November Workshop to November 16 due to the Thanksgiving holiday.

Mayor Kauffman closed the Regular Meeting at 8:35 PM.
