APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Vice-Chairman Maricle declared the Regular meeting minutes of the October 28, 2014 meeting approved as submitted. 

DISCUSSION

SYCAMORE RUN ENTRANCE PLAN

Town Manager Clark stated she has received correspondence from a few citizens regarding the proposed change to Alternate 40 South in conjunction with the Sycamore Run entrance. She stated she has asked them to attend the meeting as well as State Highway Administration to discuss. 

Vice-Chairman Maricle opened the floor for comment. 

Mr. Rudolph Otto, 305 South Main Street, described his concerns with the amount of traffic on South Main Street, the intersection with Sycamore Run and Mousetown Road being a congested area, and the difficulty getting out of his driveway.

Ms. Sharon Poole, 308 South Main Street, stated she is worried about the water run-off from the development and the amount of traffic on Main Street.

Mr. Randy Whitsell, 301 South Main Street, stated he is concerned with losing parking, the water runoff from Mousetown Road and the intersection

Mr. Cliff Pereschuk, owner of Cronise Market, stated he is concerned with the speed of traffic on Main Street, particularly the large trucks

Mr. Charles Baugher, 233 South Main Street, stated he agrees with all the concerns previously mentioned

Ms. Joan Day, 236 South Main Street, stated she is most concerned with losing parking. She stated she will no longer be able to park in her driveway and there will no longer be parking on the street. 

Ms. Amy Macomber, 237 South Main Street, stated she is concerned with the loss of parking and the dangerous intersection. 

Mr. Andy Macomber, 237 South Main Street, stated the loss of parking will prevent him from accommodating his guests, he felt betrayed since there was not a notice given to the residents about the changes, and the offer from the developer is unacceptable as he is concerned with maintenance, enforcement, and walkability to and from the parking area. 

Ms. Barbara Wetzel, 112 Della Lane, stated the Mayor and Council had requested the State Highway Administration to reduce the speed on Main Street and SHA has said it would create more of a hazard than the speeding. She stated she would like State Highway to investigate the matter further. 

Mr. John Wolford, State Highway Administration stated all the concerns brought up were valid concerns. He recommending forming a committee with Council, staff, Planning, and Citizen Representation to discuss and try to address the concerns. Ms. Joan Day and Mr. Macomber agreed to represent the citizens and Town Manager Clark stated she would schedule a meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS

SITE PLAN APPROVAL – BOONSBORO SOLAR ARRAY

Town Manager Clark presented the site plan for the Town’s solar array on the old sewerage lagoon. She stated the plan meets the Zoning requirements and would need SWM approval from the County.

Mr. Jay Smith, from RER Energy, discussed the components of the array with the Commission. 


MOTION by Member Conway, second by Member Parmelee, to APPROVE THE SITE PLAN FOR THE BOONSBORO SOLAR ARRAY CONTINGENT UPON SWM AND ENGINEERING COMMENTS BEING ADDRESSED Motion carried unanimously.
