APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Public Hearing and Regular meeting minutes of the January 28, 2013 meeting approved with corrections. 
DISCUSSION

PLANNING COMMISSION VACANCY

Acting Town Manager Clark stated Curt Conway would be submitting a resume and attending next month’s meeting.  Acting Town Manager Clark stated the Town had not received any other interest forms to date. 
UPDATED ZONING MAP

Acting Town Manager Clark presented an updated Zoning Map that included all the recently rezoned properties. She stated the Zoning Map has not been updated since 2007, and is recommending the Town adopt the new map. 

The Commission discussed re-naming Chase Six Boulevard with a name that ties into the history of the property as well as contacting King Road to discuss name references within Sycamore Run. 
MOTION by Vice-Chairman Maricle, second by Secretary Koerting, to RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE 2014 ZONING MAP. Motion carried unanimously. 


FY15 PLANNING & ZONING BUDGET
Acting Town Manager Clark presented a proposed budget for the Planning and Zoning department for fiscal year 2015, beginning July 1, 2014. She stated based upon 40 building permits for new dwellings in either the Sycamore Run, Battlefield Estates, or Fletcher’s Grove Phase III developments, the building permit revenue is increased to $20,000. Vice-Chairman Maricle stated he felt the revenue should be reduced by 30%. Acting Town Manager Clark stated all other line items remained the same as last year for the projected revenue. She stated the expenses all remained the same as well, with the exception of implementation of GIS, which is proposed to cost $6000 for advanced software. She stated once GIS is implemented within the next few weeks, she will be able to determine if the additional software is needed. 

MOTION by Vice-Chairman Maricle, second by Member Ambrose, to RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2015 PLANNING AND ZONING BUDGET WITH CHANGES AS DISCUSSED. Motion carried unanimously.
