Rules and Regulations for the 2016 Season
Season 2

1. All farmers/vendors are to clearly display the names of their businesses and addresses.
2. Farmers/vendors are to clearly display prices.
3. All farmers/vendors are required to have a MD State Tax ID and a trader’s license if necessary.
4. Farmers/vendors agree to comply with all applicable federal, state and local government laws and regulations and all necessary licenses and permits and provide documentation of such compliance. 
5. All farmers/vendors are required to obtain and show proof of liability insurance if necessary.
6. Farmers/vendors must comply with park regulations by using provided recycling and trash receptacles. The market manager will be responsible for ensuring proper removal of the recycling and trash. 
7. All farmers/vendors stands are required to operate their stands in a safe manner.  If requested by the market manager, farmers/vendors must comply immediately. 
8. Farmers/vendors must act in an environmentally sound manner; disposable and one time use packaging is strongly discouraged. All plastic bags and Styrofoam products are prohibited. 
9. Farmers/vendors agree to cooperate with occasional business and customer surveys.
10. Electricity will not be provided to any farmers/vendors without special request.
11. FEES: The fee for the 2016 season, 26 market days, of the Boonsboro Farmers Market will be: $100.00 for a full season due on or before April 29th 2016, in the memo section of your check please write “Farmers Market Fee”. Or $5.00 per market due before 3:30pm on the day of the market. All fees are non-refundable, special circumstances will be considered.

12. Vendors who choose to pay for a full season will be featured on the Boonsboro Farmers Market Facebook page on a weekly rotation this reaches over 1000 people. All other vendors will be included in photos and postings as much as possible. 
13. Spaces will be reserved for vendors who prepay for a full season; all other spaces will be filled in order of arrival. Special consideration will be given to try and avoid similar vendors to be placed side by side. 
14. Set up for the market will begin at 3:00pm and should be completed no later than 3:50pm. 
15. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tear down is not to begin before the close of the market 7:00 pm and should be completed in a timely manner (by 7:30). 
16. Farmers/vendors are required to notify the market manager at a minimum of 24 hour in advance of the market day if an absence is to occur.  
17. Farmers/vendors tents are required to be secured and weighted if necessary. 
18. In the event of inclement weather pavilion one and two will be utilized.  The weather report will be reviewed prior to the start of each market and reviewed periodically for the safety of the market and customers. 
19. The 2016 Boonsboro Farmers Market will give priority to farmers/vendors in the following order:  Boonsboro growers, Washington County growers, surrounding county growers (MD, PA, WV) and then artisan vendors following the same priority order.
20. Preference will be given to farmers over non food vendors, no more than 25% of all market vendors will be non food vendors. 
21. Re-selling is optional with advance market approval.  However 60% of offered items must be grown/produced/made by the vendor/farmer. A separate application must be completed by farmer/vendor of the items to be resold. 
22. All products are required to be within a 100 mile perimeter of Boonsboro to be admitted, exception will be considered with advanced request to the market manager. 
23. Any additional requests, comments or feedback can be directed to the market manager.
