Zoning Text Amendment – Table 305: Tattoo Parlors
Town Manager Clark presented a proposed Zoning Text Amendment to amend the Zoning Ordinance to allow tattoo parlors as a special exception within the Town Center zoning district. The Commission discussed the proposal and felt the amendment was appropriate for the district.

Preliminary Site Plan Review: Dollar General

She stated the proposed site is adjacent to the Boonsboro Ambulance Company and would create a 1.5 acre parcel out of the existing 12 acre parcel. Staff will be reviewing the drawings to ensure they meet the various regulations, including the APFO. 


The Commission discussed the plans with regards to sewer, traffic, and sidewalks along the frontage of the property. 

Forest Mitigation Bank

Town Manager Clark stated the Council is moving forward with establishing a forest mitigation bank on the Town Farm property. The bank will create a permanent forest easement on the property and allow for developers to purchase easement rights to use a forest conservation credits with their developments.
