2012 TOWN ELECTION – May 8, 2012
The Town’s Election is Tuesday, May 8th at the Community Center from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. Voters will be casting ballots for mayor and two council members. Interested parties must have a completed certificate of nomination signed by at least 10 (20 – for mayor) qualified voters along with a filing fee of $1.00 ($2.00 – for mayor).  Obtain the forms from Town Hall.  Deadline for filing is Monday, April 9, 2012, at 4:30 p.m.
If you haven’t registered to vote or need to change your address, there is still time.  Pick up a pre-addressed voter registration application form from the Town Hall lobby and return it by mail to the Washington County Board of Elections by Friday, April 20, 2012.
SPRING CURBSIDE CLEAN-UP - Saturday, April 21st
Collection will begin early on Saturday, so make sure to have your things out the night before.  The truck will only come by once.  Items that will be collected are: metal appliances, furniture (metal, plastic and wood), electronics, rugs /carpeting (rolled and tied), mattresses, box springs and miscellaneous junk.  Paint cans must be filled with sand or kitty litter with the lids hammered closed.
Items not accepted:  objects containing Freon gas, car batteries, construction and toxic materials.
If you have any items that are in reasonably good condition, consider saving them for Horizon Goodwill who will be in the Shafer Park parking lot from 8 am to 1 pm that day to accept donations.  We have an itemized list at the Town Hall of what the organization will and won’t accept.  Pick one up.
