2012 IS AN ELECTION YEAR 

On Tuesday May 10, 2012, the citizens of Boonsboro will be voting to fill the positions of Mayor and four Council Members. 

Every resident of Boonsboro who is registered to vote in Washington County is a qualified voter of the town. 

If you have not yet registered to vote in Washington County and would like to vote in the town election, voter registration forms are available at Town Hall and can be mailed to the local board or you can register directly at the Washington County Election Board located at 35 W. Washington  St., Hagerstown MD 21740. The deadline to register for the town election is Monday, April 16, 2012.

Interested in serving your community as a public official?  Candidates must be citizens of the United States, a registered voter, and a resident of the town for at least 3 years immediately preceding the election. Candidates for Assistant Mayor must be at least 25 years of age and candidates for council must be at least 21 years of age. Certificate of Nomination’s may be obtained at Town Hall and must be returned by the close of regular business hours on Monday, April 9, 2012 with at least 10 signatures of qualified voters of the town and a $1.00 filing fee.

SHAFER PARK RESERVATIONS

We will begin taking bookings for park pavilions and the community center on  Tuesday,  January 3rd. Please call 301-432-5141 or stop by the town office to make your reservation. (Email bookings are not accepted.) Pavilion fees for residents are $35 (small) and $40 (large), non-resident fees are $10 higher.  The community center fee is $60 plus a $50 security deposit when you come to pick up the key.

CHRISTMAS TREE PICKUP
During the month of January, town employees will pick up Christmas trees placed at the curbside on Mondays only.  After Jan. 31st, you must dispose of a tree at your own expense.   No other organic materials will be picked up until mid-March at the earliest.

WHEN IT SNOWS – BE READY

Residents are reminded to clear away snow and ice at least 36 inches in width along their sidewalks.  Snow and ice shall be removed from sidewalks in business districts within 4 business hours after the snow, sleet or freezing rain ceases or by the beginning of the business hours of the next business day.  Snow and ice shall be removed from all other sidewalks on the same day that the snow, sleet or freezing rain ceases or within the first 10 hours of daylight.  Do not shovel snow onto traffic lanes of our streets to melt.
PLEASE - Assist our Town Employees by cleaning off the water meter covers and the area around the fire hydrants.

REMEMBER – Parking on Main Street (a Maryland State Highway) when the Snow Emergency Plan is in effect is illegal and your vehicle will be towed.
YARD DEBRIS 

Beginning Monday, February 7th, the yard debris/oil recycling site located at 6927 Monroe Road will re-open to town residents Monday through Friday, 7 a.m. - 2 p.m. and on the 3rd Saturday of each month from 8 a.m. – 12 p.m. until April 2012 when it will be open every Saturday. Stop by Town Hall to get a new 2011 permit to access the site. All we need is your driver’s license and the tag number of the vehicle you will be using.

The normal Monday debris pickup will resume in mid-March, weather permitting.

The following rules and regulations apply to both the pickups and the site itself.

· Paper lawn bags must be used for grass, leaves and garden debris

· Maximum of 8 bags per household weighing no more than 30 lbs. each

· Brush and branches no thicker than 4-inches in diameter must be cut to a length of no more than 4-feet, tied into bundles or placed in paper lawn bags separate from other lawn debris

· No stones, sod, flower pots or other trash shall be mixed with the debris

· Anyone found dumping anything other than policy stipulated items or sharing of their permit, will be banned from accessing the area.
